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County Line Chit Chats

In the year 1906. Mr. 
W.G. Murray saw a need 
fur a school, a church, and a 
cemetery for the County 
Line Community. He unsel­
fishly donated 5 acres out of 
a section of his land to be 
used for this purpose.

A 2 or 3 room building of 
wood structure was built 
about 1910 so the children 
o f the Community would 
have a place to go to the 
schixil. I was told that the 
building was used for 
church services on Sunday. 
The Church of Christ used it 
one Sunday, the Methodists 
used it another Sunday 
and the Baptists used it the 
next Sunday. As the com­
munity grew, the citizens 
saw a need for a bigger 
school building, so in 1926, 
a brick building was built. It 
was used until the school 
was consolidated with the 
Abernathy Schotil in 1935.

Mr. Murray designated 
part of the land to be used 
for burial ground for the 
families loved ones, so a 
parcel of ground was used 
for the first cemetery. 
Families of the community 
used the cemetery for the 
burial of their loved ones, 
but as people left the 
community and moved 
away, the cemetery has 
been forgotten and neglect­
ed.

We have a few old timers 
in the community who have 
expressed a desire to have 
the cemetery cleaned up 
and markers put on the 
unmarked graves, where 
time has caused a fading of 
the names on the markers.

Last Thursday, May 5. in 
the Lubbock Avalanche 
Journal, there appeared an 
interesting picture and 
article abt>ut how the Carlis­
le Community had gotten 
together and cleaned up 
their cemetery. It inspired a

It, of course, takes money 
to carry out any worth­
while project, so we will be 
taking donations in order to 
clean up the cemetery and 
put up a nice gate. We need 
to know of someone who 
would donate wood to make

The Carlisle men wrote to 
Washington, D.C. and got 
the exact dimensions to 
niake the crosses like the 
ones on the National 
graves. If you haven't been 
by the Carlisle cemetery, 
please drive by and see 
what they have dune in the 
past two years.

Farm Inputs To 
Decline With PIK
The high level of farmer 

participation in the PIK 
(payment-in-kind) program 
will have a marked impact 
on agricultural production 
expenses, says an economist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. Texas 
AiStM University System.

"Overall demand for farm 
production inputs should 
decline due to the high 
unanticipated levels of PIK 
participation." says Dr. For­
rest Stegelin. "T h is  will 
affect nearly all expenses 
associated with crop priniuc- 
tion. but especially fertili­
zer. seed, pesticides, fuel^ 
and energy, and operating 
credit."

Initial forecasts are that 
expenditures for farm inputs 
will decline 12 to IS 
percent, notes the econo­
mist.

Use of pesticides and 
seed is expected to decline 
sharply since these are most 
closely tied to planted 
acreage. Total sales of both 
are expected to fall 14 to 20 
percent because of PIK.

F'ertilizer use is forecast 
to decline by 15 to 20 
percent, but sales may 
decline even more due to 
large inventories and al­
ready soft prices.

Machinery purchases are 
expected to decline only 3 
to 5 percent as these sales 
are closely tied to net farm 
income which is forecast to 
impmve. Machinery repair 
expenses should drop 12 to 
IS percent.

Fuel use may drop 8 to 10 
percent, says Stegelin.

Ih-oducers Board is respon­
sible for the administration 
of collections and expendi­
tures o f grain sorghum 
assessments from the twenty- 
nine county area o f the 
Texas High Plains in which 
TGSPB operates. Any sor­
ghum farmer within this 
area is eligible to have his

name placed on the ballot.
A nomination requires the 

farmer's signature to certify 
that he is willing to serve 
and the signatures of ten 
other sorghum farmers who 
are also subject to the 
TGSPB assessment. All 
nominations must be receiv­
ed by TGSPB by August IS, 
198.1. Nomination forms 
may be requested from the 
TfiSPB office. Box K, Aber­
nathy. Texas 79311.

September 1 . ballots will 
be mailed to sorghum farm­
ers whose names arc on file 
in the TGSPB office. Ballots 
will also be available in the 
office of each county agent

Sarpalius Says ‘^Farmers Paying
Too Much For I\atural Gas

The prices some Panhan­
dle farmers pay for natural 
gas are exhorbitant. accord­
ing to State Senator Bill 
Sarpalius. Senator Sarpalius 
says many farmers pay 
higher rates than the people 
who live within the city 
limits. " It  is unfair that this 
group of farmers has been 
charged much higher rates 
when their work is so 
essential to our entire State 
and Nation."senator Sar­
palius says.

To help ease the problem 
now facing many Panhandle 
farmers. Senator Sarpalius 
has introduced Senate Bill 
9.16. Senate Bill 93b gives 
farmers the same rights 
other customers have to 
contest gas companies' rate 
decisions. "This leitislation 
will not mean an increase in
rates, but it will mean a 
company must justify any 
and all rate increases a 
company seeks before the 
rale can change." Senator

Sarpalius says.
Some Panhandle farmers 

pay as much as five dollars 
and more per thousand 
cubic feel of gas w hile other 
natural gas customers pay 
much less, sometimes less 
than a dollar per thousand 
cubic feet of gas. Senate 
Bill 93b won't raise rates for 
some customers and lower 
rales for others to make all 
rales equal; However. Sena­
tor Sarpalius says the Bill 
will keep priees from escala­

ting without justification 
from the company. The 
cximpany will have to justify 
all rate increases to the 
railniad commission.

Safety standards will not 
change under Senate Bill 
93b. Senate Bill 93b stipu­
lates that the railroad com­
mission will not require any 
safety standards for gas 
pipeline facilities, other 
than those standards al- 
readv in existence.

Multiple benefits may be on the horizon for cotton 

producers if testing of various cottonseed oil-malathion 
mixtures is successful in the 1983 High Plains Boll 
Weevil Control Program conducted by Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc.

According to PCG Field Service Director Ed Dean 
a “too small to be conclusive” test in late season 
1982 indicated it may be possible to maintain ade­
quate control at considerably less cost by substituting 
cottonseed oil for from one-sixth to one-third of the 
standard 12 ounces per acre of ultra low volume 
malathion.

First-run cottonseed oil can be bought for about
23 cents per pound. ULV  malathion in 1982 cost a 
little over $1.83 per pound.

A second benefit would come from the price­
supporting effect of an additional market for cotton­
seed oil. PCG’s weevil control effort has used as much 
as 1.5 million pounds of malathion in a single year 
and has averaged almost 600,000 pounds per year 
since its inception in 1964. Should it prove practical, 
replacing a third of this poundage with cottonseed 
oil in the High Plains program alone would create the 
potential for a new oil market of 200,000 pounds 
per year and annual savings adding up to hundreds 
of thousands of dollars.

The 1982 trial involved only 300 acres of cotton 
and a single application, whereas 1983 test plans call 
for covering 1,200 acres. The area will be divided into
24 plots, allowing for four treatments. Also, six plots 
will be selected outside the test and outside the con­
trol zone to serve as untreated check fields.

Treatment will begin September 20 and continue 
until frost or early November. In addition to the 
standard application of 12 ounces per acre o f ULV  
malathion, there will be trials using formulations of 
10 ounces malathion plus six ounces of cottonseed 
oil, eight ounces malathion plus eight ounces of 
cottonseed oil, and eight ounces of chemical plus 
four ounces of oil. Each treatment will be replicated 
six times.

improvement in agricuTtural. 
said Dr. Glenn Nelson. He 
stressed the need for help­
ing with world economic 
recovery and keeping prices 
of U.S. agricultural products 
competitive in the world 
market.

This thorough testing, Dean hopes, “will tell us 
whether mixing cottonseed oil with malathion will 
give us the wide range of advantages claimed by 
others who have tried vegetable oils as the carrier for 
other insecticides and defoliants. If so, we may be 
able to show substantial cost savings in our program 
and maybe get better control as well.”

In the Coastal Bend area of Texas at least two 
aerial applicators are reported to have made extensive 
use of vegetable oil as the carrier for water-based 
insecticides such as guthion and for defoliants. Both 
have joined others across the Cotton Belt as enthusi­
astic advocates of the practice, saying it has enhanced 
chemical performance and reduced costs.

In Appellate Ruling

The U S. Fifth Circuit 
Court of Appeals has ruled 
that an Abernathy man, 
who is a farmer and bank 
official, underpaid almost 40 
farm workers during the 
1477-78 cotton harvesting 
seasons and must compen­
sate them by an amount 
that would bring their pay 
up to minimum wages.

That ruling, handed down 
Friday by the Appellate 
court in New Orleans, 
reverses a Lubbvxrk federal

jury’s decision that Erccll 
(iivcns. board chairman of 
First State Bank in Aber­
nathy, was not respvinsible 
for assuring payment of at

least a minimum wage to 
all workers employed on his 
farm.

The three-year-old case 
was remanded to U.S. 
District Judge Halbert O. 
WvKidward for a new trail to 
determine the amount of 
payment Givens must make 
to the laborers.

Givens, who owns farm­
land in Hale and LubbvKk 
counties, originally was 
sued in February 1480 by 
four farm workers from 
Plainview and South Texas. 
Thirty-five more workers 
later joined the suit, which 
was tried here in June 1481.

All of the workers were 
represented by Texas Rural 
Aid Inc. of Hereford.

According to TRLA attor­
ney Edward Tuddenham. 
the workers contend they 
were paid $1.65 per hour for 
harvesting cxitton for Givens 
in 1477. They claim they 
were paid $1.75 per hour for 
harvesting work in I4'^8. he 
noted.

Minimum wage laws in 
effect during those harvest­
ing seasons required hourly 
rates of $2.20 in 1477 anil 
$2.65 the following year.

In addition, the workers 
alleged that Givens failed to 
keep wage and hour records 
that met federal require­
ments.

The Lubbix-k jury ruled in 
the farmer’s favor, saying 
he could not be held 
responsible for the failure to 
pay a minimum wage or 
to keep work records on 
workers hired by a crew 
leader.

The crew leader was the 
late Manuel Tonche. one of 
the four who filed the 
original lawsuit. Tuddenham 
said.

However, the appellate 
court ruled that Givens was 
responsible for making sure 
that all employees were 
paid a minimum wage and 
that work records were kept 
on each laborer, including 
those hired by the crew 
leader.

According to the court, 
the crew leader essentially 
was one of Givens's employ­
ees and could not be used 
to elim inate the farmer's 
responsibility for paying 
minimum wages and main 
taining employees’ records.

” 1 don’ t know anything 
about It, so there'll be no 
com m ent," Givens when 
contacted by the Avalanche 
Journal Monday.

No date has been set for 
the retrial.

Lubbock attorney Tom 
Milam, who represented the 
farmer in the case, explain­
ed that the second trial 
must determine the actual

number o f hours worked 
and the amount o f time 
worked by each employee.

The workers set no dollar 
amount in their suit for the 
repayment of unpaid niiuni- 
niuni wages. However, they 
are asking the court to 
award them $500 per person 
for each of the years that 
Givens failed to keep em­
ployment records.

P O S T A L  S E R V IC E  
TURNS TO AUTOMATION 
TO IM PROVE PRODUC­
TIVITY

The Postal Service en­
tered the age of automation 
April 6th by unveiling 
equipment that can e lec­
tronically priK'ess and sort 
First Class letters, a deve­
lopment it says will reduce 
operating costs, improve the 
consistency of mail de li­
very and help hold down 
and maintain postal rates at 
reasonable levels.

Postmaster General W il­
liam F. Bolger, in cere­
monies at a Los Angeles 
mail facility, said the Ser­
vice is installing in 118 
large volume post office 
new optical scanning equip­
ment that can read ZIP 
Codes and sort letters down 
to the carrier route level. 
This high-speed equipment 
can priK'ess 10.(KH) letters 
per workhour.

The machines, optical 
character readers (OCRs) 
and bar code sorters 
(BCSs). will be used initially 
to sort First-Class letter 
mail bearing the five-digit 
ZIP Code. Starting this 
(Jetober, the machines will 
also be used to process 
letters bearing the expand­
ed 4- 4 codes.

"The rationale for going 
into automation stems fix>m 
our commitment to move 
growing volumes of mail at 
the lowest possible cost to 
the American people while 
at the same time assuring 
them o f more consistent 
service." Bolger said. "The 
productivity gains possible 
through automation will 
allow us to better cx>ntrol 
our processing costs and 
that, in turn, will stabilize 
postal rates for longer 
jx'riods of time."

Bolger said the automa­
tion effort is designed 
primarily to process the 
nation's business mail 
which about 83 percent of 
the total mail volume. &

Bolger also said 
the Postal Service intends to 
assist business mailers who 
wish to convert either c-om- 
puterized or non-computer- 
ized address files to include 
ZIP + 4 codes, the addition 
of four numerals to existing 
ZIP Codes, to target letter 
mail to specific buildings. 
p*)st office boxes or city 
bUx'k faces.

Bolger explained that the 
optical scanning equipment, 
similar in concept to that 
used by major grocery 
chains, banks and other 
businesses, will read the 
addresses on the face of an 
envelope, compare the ZIP 
Code with the city and state 
to verify its accuracy and 
c*)nvert the ZIP Code into a 
series of bar-half-bar eodes 
which will be printed on the 
U)wer right corner of the 
envelope.

At the destination post 
office, the bar codes will be

read by bar code sorters 
that automatically sort the 
letters down to the carrier 
n>ute level and, in some 
instances, down to a parti­
cular office building or firm.

Bolger said the program, 
which will cost about $690 
million, will produce annual 
savings following full im­
plementation of automation 
and ZIP +  4 of approxi­
mately $600 million in 
direct mail processing labor 
costs alone. More savings 
will come from reduced 
training costs, less letter 
carrier o ffice time and 
substantial reductions in 
costly overtime work hours. 
He added that any work­
force reductions will be 
accomplished through attri­
tion.

As a result of both auto- 
mation and ZIP -f 4, the /  
Postmaster General empha- / 
sized that the business 
community and the Ameri­
can public could expect 
tangible payoffs in the 
forms o f more consistent 
service, fewer sorting errors 
and sharply reduced costs 
for the Postal Service, which 
in turn help hold down and 
spread out future rate 
increases.
