back freely, it iz usually

enough. One way to avoid this
problem is to make the first
two or three dumps into a trail-
er and then begin forming the
rick. Green trash can cause an
increase in the moisture content
of the seed and lint and thus
reduce the quality. Therefdre,
if cotton is to be ricked, wait
until the leaves are dry and
crisp. This could be either al-
ter defoliation or frost. |

Grades in the Munday Cotton
Classing territory are much
beter than a year ago. Since
the USDA’s Agricultural Mar-
keting Service Office was open-
ed on Oclober 10, 7,900 samples
have been classed according to
Mr. Sidney Ferrell, Officer-in-
Charge.

Strict Low Middling (41) was
the predominant grade and ac-
counted for 42 percent of the
5,900 samples classed this week.
Middling (41) made up 14 per-
cent Middling  Light  Spotted
(32) accounted for 20 percent.
Strict Low Middling Light Spol-
ted: (42) was 15 percent.

Staple lengths were mainly
31's and longer with 16 percent
staple 31, 37 percent staple 32,
35 percent staple 33, and 9 per-
cent staple 34.

Unlike last year, onl, o per
cent of the cotton miked under
4.5 while 76 percent miked 3.5
to 4.9 and 21 percent miked 50
or higher. Fiber strength re
sults showed that 78 percent of
the cotton is testing 80,000 Ibs.
per square inch (psi) or higher.
