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S h 0 iff s Department looking for equipment

WINTERS - The Runnels County 
Sheriffs Department is looking for 
funds to upgrade the deputies per­
sonal defense equipment, and 
install thermal vision devices on 
each one of the department’s vehi­
cles. Last Tuesday, at the Runnels 
County Commissioners Court meet­
ing, the commissioners authorized 
the Sheriffs Department to apply 
for a grant for over $45,000.

The application wiU be submitted 
to the San Angelo Health 
Foimdation, and would be used to 
buy tasers, vehicle thermal imaging 
devices, and cartridges.

The tasers, an electroshock 
weapon that uses electrical current 
to disrupt control of muscles, would 
allow the Sheriffs Deputies to avoid 
the use of lethal force while control­
ling a suspect. The thermal imaging 
devices are intended to provide a 
picture for the peace officers under 
fog, low light or smoke situations.

The motion to approve the sub­
mission of the grant was made by 
Commissioner Richard Strube and 
seconded by Commissioner James.

T. Self, the motion was approved 
unanimously.

At the regular meeting, held at the 
Commissioners Courtroom, the 
commissioners also approved trea­
surer’s accounts. Auditor’s and 
Treasurer’s reports, payment of aU 
current accounts and ratified the 
payment of accoimts pre-approved 
between court dates by members 
duUy appointed by the Runnels 
County Commissioners Court.

The commissioners approved the 
Tax Collector’s monthly report and 
adopted a resolution authorizing 
the application for county grants for 
implementation of “Hog Out” Month 
feral hog abatement technologies 
program.

The Runnels County authorized 
library contracts between the coun­
ty and the Carnegie Library of 
Ballinger, for $4,950, Miles 
Preservation Authority for $1,125, 
and the Winters Public Library for 
$3,150. These contracts will help to 
deduct the cost of elevator and wiQ 
provide a reading space to the citi­
zens of Runnels County.

Commissioners Court approved 
the official bond of Richard Strube,

Commissioner Pet. No. 4; Elesa 
Ocker, County Clerk, and Tammy 
Burleson, District Clerk.

Among other items approved the 
Ruimels County Commissioners 
Court ratified a John Deere Master 
Lease-Purchase agreement between 
John Deere Credit and Runnels 
County for a portion of the pur­
chase price of a motor grader for 
use by Commissioner Pet. 2.

Two fire department contracts 
were approved. The first one 
between the Runnels County and 
the Wingate Volunteer Fire 
Department, and the other between 
the county and the Rowena 
Volunteer Fire Department.

The Commissioners Court 
changed dates for their next meet­
ings. The one scheduled for January 
11 will be held on January 10, 2011. 
And the one scheduled for January 
18 wiU be held on January 21, 2011, 
both at 10 a.m.

In closed executive session, the 
Commissioners Court conducted 
interviews and deUberated for the 
appointment of an Administrative 
Coordinator for Runnels County 
Aging Services.

Due to dry conditions bum  ban remains in effect
Commissioners Court ordered that all outdoor burning is prohibited

BALLINGER - Dry and windy condi­
tions in and around Runnels County 
create a public safety hazard, causing 
to maintain the outdoor burning pro­
hibition ordered by the Runnels 
County Commissioners Court, on Nov. 
15, 2010.

The Conunissioners Court ordered 
that aU outdoor burning is prohibited 
in the unincorporated areas of the 
county for a 90 day period from the 
determination made by the Court. 
This period is due on Feb. 13, 2011, 
but in the event of rain the ban could 
be lifted before. On the other end 
drought conditions could take the 
ban to an extension.

The order is adopted pursuant to 
Local Government Code Section 
352.081 and other applicable 
statutes.

The order doesn’t prohibit outdoor 
burning for household trash or rub­
bish from property that is both desig­
nated to be a private residence, and 
used exclusively as a private resi­
dence.

The order doesn’t prohibit outdoor 
burning activities related to public 
health and safety that are authorized 
by the Texas Natural Resources 
Commission for firefighter training; 
pubhc utility, natural gas pipeline or 
mining operations; planting or har­
vesting of agricultural crops; bums 
that are conducted by a prescribed

bum manager certified under and 
that meets the standards of the 
Natural Resources Code.

Any individual gainfully employed 
in a trade or profession that involves 
the use of combustible materials or 
use of possible fire sources in the 
outdoor environment directly related 
to the successful operation of the 
business’ goals and or objectives 
may continue to conduct business as 
usual, utihzing the materials and or 
potential fire sources in the outdoor 
environment as the deem necessary; 
providded tha the individual shall 
take aU necessary safety precautions 
to prvent the ignition of any fire or 
fires that are not essential to the 
conducting of day to day business

activities and further provided that 
at least two personas are present an 
a ready source of sufficient water is 
available to extinguish any fire cause 
by a spark from such activities.

Outdoor cooking in barbeque pits 
is allowed son long as the fire source
for the pit is commetely enclosed. No 
outside flame is allowed. The bar­
beque pit shall not be left unattend­
ed at any time while there are hve 
coals or wood in the pit.

The order issued by the Runnels 
County Commissioners Court is 
issued in accordance with Loci 
Government Code, and the violation 
of this order is considered a Class C 
misdemeanor, punishable by a fine 
not to exceed $500.

High Risk Offenders - Part n

As we continue our 
review on high-risk offend­
ers, I want to share some 
pointers on how to protect 
our children from “known” 
and “unknown” offenders.

The Texas Department of 
Public Safety has a web site 
that lists sex offenders in 
our area. You can go to the 
web site
https://records.txdps.state.t 
X . U S /  and follow the links. 
You should be able to look 
at a list for our zip code; 
however, the state is behind 
in posting some registered 
offenders and the list is not 
always complete. It is 
important to know that 
“MOST SEX OFFENDERS 
ARE NEVER CAUGHT” and 
therefore are not “register” 
as sex offenders.

Many offenders are mem­
bers of their victim’s family. 
Parents can take steps to 
safeguard children from 
potential forms of sexual 
abuse that include convict­
ed offenders, strangers who 
are possible offenders, and 
people known by the fami­
ly, or related to the family, 
who may be offenders.

The following is an abbre­
viated list of common sense 
guidelines to help your chil­
dren stay safe and is pro­
moted by the National 
Center for Missing and 
Exploited Children, 
Department of Justice, and 
other law enforcement 
agencies around the coun-

try.
USTEN 

CAREFUL­
LY TO 
YOUR 
CHILDREN 
AND 
TALK 
OPENLY. 

Give
your chil­
dren the 
knowledge 
they need 
to protect 
them­
selves, and

help them feel able to 
express their fears and 
describe any real problems 
they may encounter. This 
requires an environment 
where you and your chil­
dren feel comfortable talk­
ing about sensitive, embar­
rassing, or frightening 
things, while simultaneous­
ly teaching them to be 
respectful when discussing 
these topics.

TEACH YOUR CHILDREN 
TO BE AWARE AND CARE­
FUL, BUT NOT FEARFUL.

Be honest and open about 
dangers, but keep in mind 
you know more than your 
children need to know right 
now. Avoid scary details. 
Talk in a calm and reassur­
ing manner, and use lan­
guage that is age-appropri­
ate.

RATHER THAN FOCUS­
ING ON CERTAIN KINDS OF 
PEOPLE, FOCUS CHIL­

DREN’S ATTENTION ON 
SUSPICIOUS SITUATIONS 
AND BEHAVIOR.

Warning children to 
beware of “strangers” 
ignores their vulnerability 
to offenders they know 
quite well or to whom they 
are related. Emphasize that 
they should tell you or 
another trusted adult 
immediately if they 
encounter inappropriate 
behavior.

TEACH YOUR CHILDREN 
rr IS SOMETIMES APPRO­
PRIATE TO SAY NO TO 
ADULTS AND TO TRUST 
THEIR INTERNAL 
INSTINCTS

In the effort to raise our 
children to be polite, well 
mannered, and respectful 
of authority, we may miss 
conveying the message that 
their safety is nonetheless 
always very important.
They must learn to trust 
their own instincts and 
know to say “no” when 
something is wrong.

MAKE YOUR CHILDREN 
AWARE OF KNOWN, SPE- 
CMC THREATS.

If a convicted sex offend­
er does live or work close 
to your children, make your 
children familiar with the 
offender and the risks he or 
she may pose. Warn them 
to avoid inappropriate or 
unsupervised contact, and 
instruct them to tell you 
immediately if the offender 
initiates contact with them

or makes them feel uncom­
fortable in any way.

KNOW YOUR CHILDREN. 
KNOW WHERE THEY ARE, 
WHO THEIR FRIENDS ARE, 
AND WHAT THEIR DAILY 
ACnVTTIES ARE.

Sex offenders can be the 
most “unlikely” people. You 
as the parent are the best 
gauge your children have 
regarding whether they are 
at risk from someone in 
their familiar circle. Watch 
for suspicious behavior in 
adults who come into con­
tact with your children, and 
watch for changes in your 
children, which could signal 
trouble.

As we continue to learn 
more about the nature and 
causes of sexual predators, 
we understand more and 
more the difficulty of keep­
ing our children safe from 
harm. The Winters Police 
Department is committed 
to doing everything we can 
to insure the safety of our 
community. If we can be of 
further assistance to you as 
an individual or as a family, 
please contact our office.
