Friday night action would see a red hot Blizzards team score
early and keep Tahoka from taking advantage of several bases
loaded opportunities. Chris Gerhart would get the start on the
bump in Friday night action and gained command as the game
went along. Riley Ripley would relieve Gerhart in the sixth and
would stay in to finish the game in the seventh.

Close plays at home plate and third would keep the fans filling the
stands at Hermleigh entertained as the game progressed as even-
tually the Blizzards would walk away with a 9-3 win in game one.
Gerhart would finish with five innings pitched, giving up three hits,
three earned runs with nine strike outs.

Game three would be the deciding game for the series and
would see Strait Daniel take the mound for the Blizzards. The
game was a see-saw affair as Tahoka would take an early 1-0
lead in the first only to see Winters respond with two in the
bottom of the first. Scoring would resume in the third inning as
Tahoka would tack on two to start the third followed by Win-
ters adding a run in the bottom of the inning.

Coleman baby killed in rollover

ABILENE- A two-month-old baby was killed and three
children were injured in a one-car rollover in Scurry
County occurring Sunday afternoon, May 13, 2012.

The baby was identified as Trinity Raelee-Lynn Lieb-
haber, who was pronounced dead at the scene by Judge
Deborah Boyd. According to the Texas Department of
Public Safety all the victims were passengers in a 2000
Ford Explorer driven by Joshua Michael Liebhaber, of
Coleman, Texas.

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Foreign persons must report
U.S. agricultural land holdings

BALLINGER- Runnels County USDA Farm Service
Agency (FSA) Executive Director Byron Bauerlein, re-
minds foreign persons with an interest in agricultural
lands in the United States that they are required to
report their holdings and any transactions to the U.S.
Secretary of Agriculture.

“Any foreign person who acquires, transfers or
holds any interest, other than a security interest, in-
cluding leaseholds of 10 years or more, in agricultural
land in the United States is required by law to report
the transaction no later than 90 days after the date of
the transaction,” said Bauerlein.

Foreign investors must file Agricultural Foreign In-
vestment Disclosure Act (AFIDA) reports with the FSA
county office that maintains reports for the county
where the land is located.

“Failure to file a report, filing a late report or filing
an inaccurate report can result in a penalty with fines
up to 25 percent of the fair market value of the agri-
cultural land,” said Bauerlein.

For AFIDA purposes, agricultural land is defined as
any land used for farming, ranching or timber produc-
tion, if the tracts total 10 acres or more.

Disclosure reports are also required when there
are changes in land use. For example, reports are
required when land use changes from nonagricultural
to agricultural or from agricultural to nonagricultural.
Foreign investors must also file a report when there is
a change in the status of ownership such as the owner
changes from foreign to non-foreign, from non-for-
eign to foreign or from foreign to foreign.
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USDA celebrates its
150th anniversary

TEMPLE- On May 15, 2012, the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture commemorated the 150th anniver-
sary of its founding in 1862, when President Abraham
Lincoln signed into law an act of Congress establishing
the United States Department of Agriculture.

President Lincoln established the USDA because he rec-
ognized the potential of America’s farmers to find new
ways to cultivate the land with advances in research and
technology, allowing them to provide a safe, ample food
supply for our nation and the world.

In one of President Lincoln’s only speeches on agricul-
ture at the Wisconsin State Agricultural Society in 1859,
he said, “...no other human occupation opens so wide
a field for the profitable and agreeable combination of
labor with cultivated thought, as agriculture.” Two years
later, in what would be his final annual message to the
Congress, Lincoln called USDA “The People’s Depart-
ment.” At that time, the population of the United States
was about 31.4 million, and about half of all Americans
lived on farms.

Today, with a population of almost 313 million people,
2.1 million farms are operating in the US.

Over the past 150 years, USDA’s work with food sci-
ence, agriculture, economic development, science and
research, natural resource conservation, community
development and alternative energy sources fulfills Lin-
coln’s vision “to touch the lives of every American, every
day.”

The success of the agency can be shown daily as Amer-
icans benefit from the safety, security and maintenance
of our food and water supply, land and forest resources,
advancing school systems, and continually evolving rural
communities.

Twenty million Americans are employed through our
food, fuel and fiber industries, and almost 1 million jobs
have been created through agricultural exports. USDA
maintains a strong farm safety net to help keep Ameri-
can agriculture secure from the market and weather,
and is leading the way on renewable energy projects,
implementing funding for energy-saving technologies to
farms, ranches and businesses.

In Texas, the mission of the USDA is upheld through
the work of the Farm Service Agency (FSA), Natural Re-
sources Conservation Service (NRCS) and Rural Develop-
ment (RD).

In 2011 alone, NRCS worked with Texas farmers and
ranchers to invest $121.4 million in conservation pro-
grams authorized through the federal Farm Bill, to help
protect water, soil and air resources, wildlife, forests
and rangelands throughout the state. NRCS has provided
conservation-related products and service that enable
people to be good stewards of the Nation’s soil, water,
and related natural resources on non-Federal lands since
1935.

“The USDA- Natural Resources Service (NRCS) in Texas
continues its commitment and work in protecting Texas'
natural resources by working one on one with private
landowners to resolve their natural resource issues,”
said Salvador Salinas, NRCS Texas state conservationist.

“In a state where more than 90 percent of the land is
privately owned, our farmers and ranchers are the lead-
ing stewards of the land and water, and USDA supports
their work $Hrough technical assistance and conserva-
tion programs - applying the most effective programs in
the best places to achieve the best possible result. The
NRCS mission remains Helping People Help the Land, as
we celebrate this historic anniversary.”

Throughout Texas, Rural Development provided over
$1.55 billion in funding to recipients in 2011 through pro-
grams designed to improve the economic stability of rural
communities, businesses, residents, farmers and ranchers
and improve the quality of life in rural areas. Rural Devel-
opment administers and manages housing, business and
community infrastructure and facility programs through
a national network of state and local offices.

WINTERS- The commu-
nity of Drasco is located
10 miles north of Winters
on FM 2405. It was origi-
nally called County Line,
because of its close prox-
imity to the Taylor and
Runnels County line.

Mr. R.O. Kerr came to
the community as a singer
and a musician and built
the first general store. He
made application for the
post office and submit-
ted the name. It was not
accepted, as there was an-
other place by that name
in Texas.

Then, it was decided
to take letters from the
various names that had
been suggested and make
a single word from these.
That word was finally
decided and the name be-
came Drasco. The post of-
fice department approved
the name on December 16,
1904.

Mr. Kerr was the post-
master until 1909, Mrs.
Sam Hancock, was the first
mail carrier and brought
the mail from Audra. The

mail was brought to Audra
from Abilene by hack. On
April 20 1909, Mrs. Ada

K. Benson was appointed
postmaster and served
until the post office was
discontinued August 31,
1911.

During the late sum-
mer and fall of 1902, a
one-room school was
built by the people of the
community. The lumber
for the school was hauled
from Abilene by wagon
and team. The land was do-
nated by Mr. Tom Puckett,
who also drilled the first
water well for the school.
The school was called
County Line School and
opened in January of 1903.
The school seldom started
until the cotton harvest
had been completed, as
the children had to pick
cotton. The first school
had one teacher, Stella
Graham. More teachers
were added as needed until
at one time there were five
teachers. Mr. J.C. Watts
was superintendent at this
time. The last two years -
of its existence, the school
had reverted to only one

When the school
closed in 1947, there had
been more than 65 teach-
ers who had taught during
the 44 years. The grade
school children were trans-
ferred to Winters, as the
high school students had
been previously.

During the most thriv-
ing years at Drasco, there
were two stores, a cotton
gin, a blacksmith shop,
two churches (Methodist
and Baptist), a five-room
school building, two teach-
erages, and two parson-
ages.
