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Walmart Express is coming to Winters

WINTERS- Walmart, the 
world’s biggest retailer 
will be soon opening a 
store in Winters. Monday 
night, the retailer took the 
first public step toward 
the opening of its local 
store by having a resolu­
tion passed at the Winters 
City Council, approving a 
variance for Wahnart to 
sell alcohol.

The next step will be 
taken at the Planning 
and Zoning Board Meet­
ing, scheduled for Friday, 
May 2, 2014, at 12:00 
p.m. at the City Council 
Chambers. The board 
will discuss and possibly 
take action on rezoning 
the property located at 
NEC N. Main Street and 
Novice Road, north of 
existing developments, 
to C-1. This zone change

will allow for develop­
ment of Walmart Express 
Store.

Since 2011, Walmart 
started developing a new 
concept in retail stores, 
created to offer low pric­
es in a smaller format 
that provides convenient 
access shopping trips. 
The stores give Walmart 
flexibility, especially in 
rural and urban areas 
where shoppers may not

have access to larger 
stores.

A source said that the 
new store is one of five 
that will be opening in the 
West Texas area before 
yearend, and wiU be hav­
ing a pharmacy among 
other amenities.

For the Wtuters Area 
Chamber of Commerce 
the store opening is good 
news, because it woidd 
help to boost the economy

in a town where several 
employers have shut their 
doors during the last few 
months.

“It’s good for the city, 
we know it wouldn’t cre­
ate too many jobs to start 
with, but any new busi­
ness it’s going to be help­
ful for city,’’ said WACC 
President Pam Barnes.
“We know there are many 
things people can’t get in 
town and they have to go

to Abilene, Ballinger or 
somewhere else to get,” 
she added.

The opening of a new re­
tail store could represent a 
turning point for the local 
economy, where during 
the last few months two 
banks — Compass and Cit- 
bank — have closed their 
Winters branches, while 
Dairy Queen’s last day in 
town was Sunday, March 
23, 2014.

WACO - Transitioning to the next generation of farm­
ers and ranchers will be the focus of a May 22 confer­
ence at the Extraco Events Center, 4601 Bosque Blvd. in 
Waco.

As the current generation of farmers and ranchers 
ages, the next generation must take over, according to 
organizers.

Capital Farm Credit and the Texas A&M Agrilife 
Extension Service will be hosting three conferences de­
signed to help the next generation of producers transi­
tion into the business or to help current farmers and 
ranchers expand their operations.

The 2014 Next Generation Agricultural Conferences, 
also scheduled for Lubbock July 15 and Wichita Falls 
Nov. 13, are designed to provide production and finan­
cial management tools to farmers and ranchers, accord­
ing to organizers.

“The main topics that wiU be covered include farm 
financial management, agricultural economic forecasts, 
general agriculture, and farm planning and budgeting,” 
said Dr. Jason Cleere, Agrilife Extension beef cattle 
specialist in College Station and one of the presenters. 
“Keeping up with the latest operational strategies and 
available credit and risk management practices is the 
key to the most successful large arid small operations. 
These conferences will assist with providing infomia- 
tion that can be incorporated into those operations, 
making them more profitable.”

Cleere said the workshops will feature presentations 
on agricultural financing, analyzing the performance 
of an operation, managing risk, potential to expand an 
operation, purchasing or leasing equipment, operation 
diversity, and farm and ranch success stories. There 
wiU also be a U.S. agriculture pohcy update presented at 
the end of the Waco workshop.

The May 22 featured speakers from Agrilrfe Extension 
include Dr. Mark Welch, grains economist; Dr. Joe Out­
law, economist; Dr. Jim Mazurkiewicz, Agrilife Leader­
ship program director; and Wayne Hayenga, economist 
- aU from College Station. Other Agrilife Extension 
speakers will be Dr. Jason Banta, beef cattle specialist, 
Overton; and Dr. Stan Bevers, economist, Vernon.

Capital Farm Credit Vice President, Jason Fuchs 
from Temple wiU discuss ag financing from a lender’s 
perspective while GrainBridge co-founder Pat Kroese 
of Omaha, Nebraska wiU discuss web-based solutions 
for ag producers. Brian Bledsoe, Southern Livestock 
Standard meteorologist based in Colorado, wUl give a 
weather outlook.

DPS arrests  1,300 d runk  
d rivers during spring break

AUSTIN- Texas Department of Pubhc Safety (DPS) 
troopers made more than 1,300 DWI arrests during a 
SiJjInjg Bf.eak^sped^ period this year. TTie
targeted DWI enforcement ifrom March 7 - M^ch 
included additional patrol hours funded by a Tê âs Dej 
partment of Transportation (TxDOT) grant.

“Every year Texas is a top destination for students 
and famihes during Spring Break, and the potential for 
increased incidents of drinking and driving during that 
time is a primary concern for DPS,” said DPS Director 
Steven McCraw. “Our troopers work every day to keep 
Texas roadways safe for all travelers, and these DWI 
patrols are aimed at saving hves by taking dangerous 
drivers off the road.”

DPS Highway Patrol troopers made 1,374 DWI arrests 
during the Spring Break enforcement effort. The TxDOT 
grant ahowed increased patrols in high-risk locations 
during the times when alcohol-related crashes are most 
frequent, which directly resulted in 170 of the arrests.

These DPS enforcement efforts also resulted in  18,826 
speeding citations, 3,266 seat belt/child safety seat 
tickets and more than 23,400 other citations. In addi­
tion, troopers made 848 fugitive arrests and 713 felony 
arrests during this time period.

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Weather Whys
Q: What’s the difference between a forecast 
that says cloudy and one that says overcast?

A: There is a difference, says Brent McRoberts 
of Texas A&M University. The terms are based 
on weather definitions used by various agencies 
and organizations around the world. “There are 
different degrees of cloud cover -  that’s the basic 
premise. General use the word ‘cloudy’ implies 
there will be more clouds than sunshine,” McRob­
erts states. “More specifically, a forecast of partly 
cloudy expects a sky to be about 40 to 70 percent 
full of clouds, whereas a forecast of mostly cloudy 
anticipates about 70 to 90 percent of the sky to be 
cloud covered.”

THE ORGANIZATION OF RUNNELS COUNTY

The second courthouse in the county
CONTRIBUTED BY RUTH COOPER
RCHC CHAIRPERSON

WINTERS- The erec­
tion of Runnels County’s 
second courthouse was 
underway in BaUinger, 
Texas. At this same time, 
the Commissioner’s Court 
employed J.T. Douglas to 
supervise the building of 
the Runnels County Jail.
It would be erected in 
Ballinger, Texas. He would 
receive for his services, for 
labor, the sum of $3.50 
per day.

Mr. A.W. Green, the 
contractor for the removal 
and erection of the jail was 
required to complete and 
turn over to the coimty, 
the jail, ready for use on 
or before the 18th day of 
November 1888. For every 
day’s delay after the 18th 
day of November a charge 
of $10 for each day. That 
would be deducted out of 
his contract price for the 
erecting of the jad.

Mr. Green was to be paid 
in installments and not to 
exceed 85 percent of the 
estimation of work com­
pleted and passed by the 
supervisor at the end of 
the month. His bond was 
also approved.

The decision to pay Mr. 
D.C. Underwood, Tax As­

sessor the sum of $250 
for compiling Farm and 
Agricultural Statistics for 
Rurmels County for the 
year 1887. Mr. Underwood 
would receive $125 from 
Runnels Coimty and the 
same amount from the 
State of Texas. He would 
also receive $343.45 as 
commission on the as­
sessment of $10,121,742. 
(ten miUion, one hundred 
twenty one thousand, 
seven hundred forty-two) 
dollars’ worth of property 
and the same amount on 
assessing the amount for 
the year of 1888.

The County Commis­
sioner’s Court voted to 
send a representative, W.S. 
Davis to the Deep Water 
Convention in Denver, 
Colorado. He was to be 
empowered to act fully for 
the County in decisions 
necessary at the meeting.

The order was given to 
protest against the man­
ner in which the county 
bridge was being buQt 
across the Colorado River. 
The contractor would 
be required to build the 
bridge according to the 
letter with the intent of 
the contract and Mr. L.S. 
Leveredge, the agent for 
the company building the

bridge, to get a certified 
copy of this order at once.

The decision was made 
to erect the jail in the 
South East comer of the 
Pubhc Square, 25 feet east 
away from the comer.

October 1,1888, the 
Runnels County Com­
missioners Court met in 
a special term with all of 
the following officers of 
the court present: Sylves­
ter Adams, County Judge; 
Commissioners: C.H. Will­
ingham, Precinct 1, M.C. 
Bright, Precinct 2, E.M.
Teel, Precinct 3, (Jeorge D. 
Cole, Precinct 4; J.M. Form- 
wait, Sheriff; W.L. Towner, 
County Clerk.

The court examined the 
bridge being built across 
the Colorado River at Ball­
inger, Texas and found it 
in all respects to conform 
with the plans and speci­
fications. The court paid 
the supervisor $100 as 
agreed. The court ordered 
the payment of $14,880 to 
A.J. Tullock and Company 
for the Colorado River 
Bridge. It would be paid as 
follows: eight payments 
of $1 ,000; 12 payments 
of $500; one payment of 
$380. The payments would 
be dated October 1, and 
November 10,1888 and be

payable by 20 years after 
the date.

After canvasing the 
votes of the local election 
of November 6, 1888, it 
appeared C.H. Willing­
ham received 154 votes 
and C.R. Crews received 
154 for Commissioner of 
Precinct No. 1 of Ruimels 
County, being an equal 
number for the persons 
for the same office. The 
election was declared void 
and it was noted another 
election be held on the 
fifth day of December 
1888.

The Commissioner’s 
Court paid the rent for the 
I.O.O.F. Lodge for $10 for 
use by the grand jury for 
District Court. Other bills 
paid included payment for 
grave digging for paupers, 
board of prisoners and 
some labor for help in 
moving the calaboose.

The commissioner’s 
ordered the “jail contrac­
tors be ordered to sheet 
the jail roof with first 
class flooring lumber free 
of knots so as to make a 
smooth surface for the 
tin roof.” The contractor 
would receive no extra pay 
for this order.

The court looked at 
“whether nor not the

Commissioner’s Court of 
a County has the power 
to re-district a district 
once estabhshed without 
submitting the question to 
the vote of the legal voters 
in all districts affected 
by such change. You are 
advised that the language 
of the law does not make 
an election necessary; the 
consent of the majority 
of the legal voters may be 
ascertained by petition. 
Without such consent 
definitely ascertained, an 
act of the Commissioners’ 
Court changing the bound­
aries of the district is null 
and void.

The next business at 
this term of the court was 
devoted to paying aU out­
standing bills and looking 
at the balance in all funds. 
The court was still review­
ing roads that were being 
re-districted from Ruimels 
City to Ballinger. The court 
adjourned until the next 
term of the court.

TSSWCB board  m em ber

TEMPLE- Soil and water 
conservation districts in 
State District, n will elect a 
member to the Texas State 
Soil and Water Conservation 
Board (TSSWCB) on Tues­
day, May 6. The election will 
be held at 6 p.m. in Wall, 
Texas in the Saint Ambrose 
Catholic Church Parish Hall 
Conference Room.

State District Two con­
sists of 51 counties within 
which there are 45 soil and 
water conservation dis­
tricts m the HiU Country 
and Big Bend-Trans Pecos 
region of Texas.

The current TSSWCB 
member for State District 
Two is Marty H. Graham of 
Rocksprtngs, Texas. Gra­
ham, who has been a mem­
ber of the TSSWCB since 
May, 2008, is a rancher in 
Edwards County.

“Since its beginning, 
the TSSWCB has been 
governed by five board 
members. Each respective 
board member is elected in 
a convention type election 
by delegates from soil and 
water conservation district 
directors within the state 
district that the member 
resides. However, with the

the 78th Legislature, two 
Governor appointees also 
serve on the TSSWCB to 
create a seven-member 
board,” said Rex Isom, TSS­
WCB Executive Director.

“Elections occur annu­
ally to comply with the 
soil conservation laws 
of Texas. The elections 
are held in state district 
conventions and TSSWCB 
members serve two-year 
staggered terms. Since this 
is an even numbered year, 
TSSWCB member elections 
are being held in State 
Districts Two and Four,” 
added Isom.

Elected State Board 
members must be 18 years 
of age or older, hold title 
to farmland or ranch land, 
and be actively engaged in 
fanning or ranching. The 
Governor appointees must 
be actively engaged in the 
business of fanning, ani­
mal husbandry, or other 
business related to agricul­
ture and wholly or partly 
owns or leases land used 
in connection with that 
business. They; however, 
may not be a member of 
the board of directors of a 
conservation district.

Most peaches, pecans undamaged by the freeze; jury still out on wheat

COLLEGE STATION - 
There were varied reports 
of damage to wheat, 
forages and fruit and nut 
crops from the hard freeze 
on April 15 from Texas 
A&M AgriLife Extension 
Service personnel through­
out the Central, Rolling 
Plains, South Plains and 
Panhandle regions.

A statewide summary of 
damage to wheat in those

areas is pending. However, 
Dr. Larry Stein, AgriLife 
Extension horticulturist 
for fruits, nuts and veg­
etable crops at Uvalde, was 
certain pecan and peach 
orchards were left mostly 
unscathed.

A large part of the rea­
son for the lack of dam­
age was due to preventive 
measures taken by or­
chard owners and manag­
ers, Stein said.

“After the late freezes

last year, a lot of people 
were on guard this year 
and ready to do whatever 
they could,” he said. “The 
big thing was watering 
before the freeze.” 

hi 2013, the Texas peach 
crop was hammered by 
two exceptionally late 
freezes, one in late April, 
and another in May. This 
year, an early March freeze 
caused some alarm, but 
most peach varieties had 
not yet bloomed, Stein

said. In 2013, the extreme 
drought meant many 
orchards were stressed 
before the freeze.

Preventive measures 
can also include applying 
irrigation water to trees 
during a freeze, he said.

“When water goes from a 
hquid to a sohd, it’s going 
to give off heat. And as 
long as that’s happening, 
it’s not going to get below 
32 degrees (at the tree 
level.)”

“Ain’t no use to stop, I can see the county don't grade 
this road very often!”
