We have seen some of this 
in years gone by, but guess the 

older one gets the more Sym­
pathy you have, or something.
At any rate when that first 
man walked off that plane and 
thanked the U.S. government 
and ended by saying “ God 
Bless America”  and he broke 
up, so did we.

About 20 years ago we were 
at Freedom Gate Village up on 
the Imjin River in Korea when 
our first POW’ s were returned 
by the North Koreans.

Like we mentioned, it was a 
moving experience, but one that 
a 20-year-old just didn’ t quite 
respond to like a person that 
is 40 or better.

Perhaps it was the length of 
this war, the publicity and the 
feelings that have been aroused 
over the years. Whatever, we 
think all Americans, whatever 
their politics, had a real feel­
ing for our men who were cap­
tured, some for as long as 
over eight years by the North 
Vietnamese.

We Thank God they are on 
their way home, we pray that 
more of them will return to 
their families and we also pray 
for the thousands that will re­
main behind, the ones who 
died for you and for me.

Turnrow Topics
Just a few short years ago, the 

cost of chemicals and their 
application was not even con­
sidered in a farmers budget.

EVIK will control Watergrass 
Shatter-cane, Coclebur, Lam- 
bsquarter, Pigweed, Wild Mus­
tard, Ragweed and many others.
