Q. I have paid social security

. taxes for many years. Are these

regular hours . .

taxes paying for this new
program?

A. No, Supplementary Security
Income benefits are paid out of
General Revenues of the

_Federal Government. The social

security tax you have paid is
used only to pay social security
benefits.

Q. I have never worked on jobs
covered by social security. I will
be 65 in December. I don’t plan
to seek work because I’m too
old. My question is: Why has
the Social Security Office asked
me to get a Social Security
Number?

A. Beginning January 1974, a
Federal System of Payments
known as ‘‘Supplemental Secur-
ity Income’’ will be operated by
the Social Security Administra-
tion. The Social Security
Administration is working with
each State to identify persons
who may be eligible for
‘‘Supplemental Security In-
come.’’ Your social security
number will be your means of
identification.

Q. I do not receive social -

security benefits. Why have I
been asked, to get in touch with
the”social security office.?
A. Perhaps you are eligible for
social security benefits or
Medicare. We suggest you take
your notice to the social security
office and let them help you
decide what the notice refers to.
Q. Can I get enough from this
new program to live on?
A. The Answer to this question.
varies from individual to
individual. As the name
“‘Supplementary’’ implies, this
benefit is intended to supple-
ment. other inceme. The
maximum benefit payable to an
individual is $140 a month, and
to a couple $210 per month.

Ruffin, who has vowed to run
independent of big corporate
contributions, says ‘‘I under-
stand Gerald Ford is appearing
in Wichita Falls to help the
Republican candidate clear up
his 1972 campaign of a $55,000
debt. 1 think the voters are
becoming aware that political
expenditures have reached a
ridiculous level. Although I do
not support currently public
campaign finance legislation, I
would vote for a reasonable
alternative.”’

Ruffin continued saying that
‘“Votes cannot and must not be
bought by expensive media
programs.  have made an effort
in my campaign to speak out on
the issues and to seek support
from the small contributors. I
think the people deserve the
assurance that they will receive
equal service from me as their
Congressman and next Nov-
ember I feel that the voters of
the 13th District will decide that
the price is too steep to pay for
good service.”’

Ruffin also stated this past
week that ‘‘government is
stangling the small business-
man.  Through such -laws as
House Bill 433 the small
businessman of our contry is
slowly drowning in a sea of
government meddling. I believe
in the American System of
supply and demand and tired of
seeing lawyers try to control the
economy of this state and
country.

Add 1 can blueberry
pie filling over the bananas (a
little lemon juice is added to
blueberries, making it better).

BAKELESS ICE BOX CAKE

Cream 1/2 c. butter and
1/2 c. sugar and add 1 small can
of crushed pineapple and 1 c.
chopped pecans. Line deep pan
or pie pan with waxed paper and
place a layer of crushed vanilla
wafers and then a layer of the
above mixture. Add another
layer of each. Cover with waxed
paper and turn a plate over top
and press down firmly. Set in
refrigerator for several hours.
Remove paper and turn out onto
plate. Slice and serve with
whipped cream. Serves eight.

add 2 c. sugar, let stand 1 hour
Add Ne.

The taxes received for the calendar year 1973 did not reflect

- monies collected by the tax collector for the months of October

and November; 1973. 1In all prior years, the reports for these
two months had been approved and the monies remitted to the
County Treasurer prior to the end of December, and the budget
was prepared on this basis. However, for the year 1973, they
were not recorded by the County and were not remitted to the
Treasurer until January, 1974. For this reason, the taxes
reccived and budget will show large differences and the ending
balances of the tax supported funds will not reflect comparative
figures to the balances at the beginning of the year. Since
the monies due to the County for these two months amounted to
approximately $334,600, we feel the circumstances are a mat-’
erial reflection to the statements.

In our opinion, the accompanying statements present fairly the
results of the cash transactions of Sherman County for the
year ended December 31, 1973, applied on a basis consistent
with that of the preceding year subject to the preceding
paragraph. ‘ :

Much has been said about
the President and his tax
returns.
