Good soaking rains 
thoughout East Texas have 
certainly helped the 
moisture situation. Many 
farm ponds and lakes in the 
area have reached normal or 
almost normal levels. This 
should assure going into late 
spring and early summer 
with adequate moisture.

Dr. Randall Grooms, area 
livestock specialist for the 
Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, says that 
beef cattle producers should 
complete the breeding 
season by mid-June. That 
leaves only one month to 
complete this important 
activity and avoid calves 
being born during the 
summer months.

Grooms advises livestock 
producers to check the cow 
herd regulary for any cows 
that may recycle. If only one

or two cows recycle in the 
average herd it may be the 
cow’s fault. However, if 
several cows recycle, the 
bull should be checked and, 
in some instances, replaced.

Horn flies should be 
controlled in the beef cattle 
herd. Grooms says that horn 
flies interfere with the ef­
ficiency of the cttle and that 
a horn fly control program is 
very essential, ^vera l in­
secticides are approved for 
controlling the flies. County 
Extension agents throughout 
the area have information on 
control methods.
