One very large in­
stitution has even had articles 
printed in daily newspapers trying to 
straighten facts out.

When gossip reaches this point it 
becomes a harmful, wrong thing. 
Stories of local businesses going out 
of business frighten the elderly, 
shaek the faith of all who hear them, 
and encourage young people to move 
away from a “ dying” town. The 
facts are often a whole lot harder to 
get people to accept than the 
falsehoods!

Of all the seven businesses, only 
one has actually closed, and it only 
after clearly stating intentions to do 
so. Because of a lack of time, not 
business!

Why, oh why, had we rather hear 
bad things than good? Why is it that 
tales of misery and woe are more fun 
to spread than joy and happiness and 
success? It frankly bewilders me.

It seems we have enough bad news 
around that is true without 
fabricating more.

All of us are guilty of repeating 
things without making sure of the 
facts. But come on, folks, lets give it 
a let up for a while now....let’s tell 
only what we know is true!
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Courthouse Changes 
Need Careful Consideration

It has been brought to the public’s 
attention that the Commissioners’ 
Court is thinking about various ways 
of accomodating the handicapped at 
the Red River Ooimty Courthouse. 
Federal requirements must be met 
to assure continued eligibility for 
revenue-sharing funds. New 
restrooms, a free-standing elevator, 
and other changes are said to be 
necessary.

The alternatives being considered 
Include modifying the present

historic structure, at a cost of more 
than half a million dollars; building 
a new courthouse, at a cost of more 
than a m illion dollars; and 
modification plus constructing an 
annex, at an even higher figure.

Before undertaking anything on 
this scale, it is assumed the Court 
will consider the full range of 
alternatives. Is revenue-sharing in 
the future anyway? Can the han­
dicapped be accomodated for less 
than the estimated figure, with less

elaborate plumbing and chair-lifts 
instead of elevators? Cannot any 
requirements for more space be met 
by renting downtown space already 
onthe market?

Which of the alternatives would the 
voters choose, if the issue were 
submitted to them through a bond 
election, as provided for in the Texas 
Constitution. With so much of the 
taxpayer’s money involved, any 
legal device for avoiding a public 
vote would seem to be a very 
questionable procedure.
