Byrd urged the government to cut 
back in every conceivable place He 
<;alled for a re'duction of the Federal 
Debt instead of an increase He also 
said he fearwl no one would ne*ed him.

Origin of Texas State Song
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TEXAS SKETCHES

Ask most non-Texans what 
the Texas state song is and they 
will almost invariably reply, The 
Eyes of Texas. But as anyone 
who has gone through the Texas 
school system knows, such is not 
the case. 'The official state song 
o f Texas is Texas, Our Texas.

The Eyes of Texas is the o ffi­
cial song o f the University of 
Texas at Austin, the words writ­
ten in 1903 to the tune of the old 
folk song, I've Been Working on 

the Railroad, by a student for a campus minstrel show, 
poking good-natured fun at U.T. President William 
Prather who constantly exhorted the students; “ Remem­
ber, the eyes of Texas are upon you!” When Prather died 
in 1905, the song was sung as tribute by students at his 
funeral, thus beginning its recognition as the school 
song.

Interestingly enough, Texas, Our Texas was written 
by an Englishman, William John Marsh. Marsh was born 
in Liverpool in 1880 and came to Texas in 1904 after 
training as a composer and organist. He was made profes­
sor of organ, composition, and music theory at Texas 
Christian University. In 1917 he became a naturalized cit­
izen of the United States.

Texas, Our Texas came about in 1918 after a friend 
suggested to Gladys Yoakum Wright, a Greenville native 
then living in Port Worth, that she show some o f her 
lyrics to Marsh, who, she was told, “ writes beautiful mu­
sic.” Marsh composed the music and together with Mrs. 
Wright produced the words.

In 1923, Gov. Pat Neff offered a S1,000 prize for a state 
song and 286 compositions were submitted. Texas, Our

The Dallas ttorning Ntw$: Paul Kolsti 
Texas won the prize and was adopted by the 41st Legisla­
ture in 1929 and made the official state song in a formal 
ceremony March 11,1930.

Since then, three generations of Texas school chil­
dren have learned to pipe the Lone Star anthem ...  
“Texas, our Texas, all hail the mighty state!’’

1835 Ne'wspaper 
Reflects Beginnings
The state of Texas is celebrating it’s 
one hundred fiftieth birthday, a fact 
most of us is well aware of, due to a 
ban age of fascinating articles, pic­
tures and events.

What ws the news like during the 
conception of the Republic? The 
following article is taken from the 
Portsmouth Journal of Literature and 
Politicals, October 17, 1835. The Port­
smouth Journal was published in New 
Hampshire, and reflected a great deal 
of news across the entire continent.

The article is titled “ Important 
.News from Texas”  and continues;

We have received today from a 
gentleman in Texas, a letter dated the 
6th of September, giving the impor­
tant intelligence that a Convention 
was to be held on the 1.5th of October, 
composed of five members elected 
from each jurisdiction of the Pro­

vince, to consult on the public satety. 
and intimating that one of its acts 
would be "a  Declaration of In­

dependence." The following are 
extracts:

“ The state of our affairs which have 
been for some time extrem ely 
threatening to our new' settlement, 
has at last come to a pass that leaves 
us no alternative but to yield our 
brilliant prospect.>-' with our hard ear­
nings (obtained at the sacrifice of ex­
ile from our beloved country the 
United States) to the Mexicans, or to 
expel them by force of arms from 
Texas our adopted country. This we 
will do or die in the attempt We oc­
cupy a country which but for our 
presence would ever have remained 
a wilderness, because the Mexicans 
were afraid to occupy a country in­
habited by so many Indians: and 
these numerous tribes, which are 
settled about us in every dirt'ction, 
they are by spies and emis.saries try­
ing to raise to strike the first blow on 
the American settlers of Texas, and 
imbrue their murderous tomahawks

in the blood of our defenceless women 
and children Our particular location 
is more exposed than any other, the 
neighborhood having settlements of 
North American Indians who having 
become dissatisfied in the United 
States came here several yearp ago. 
They consist principally of 
Cherokees, Shawnees. Kickapoos, 
Delawares, Coshatoes and Alabamas,. 
and there are besides numerous'small 
Spanish tribes, all of whom reside 
within 25 to60 mdes of Nacogdoches, 
and the two first mentioned, who are 
the most numerous, within 2§ to .15 
miles. Some of these Indiat)s are 
visiting us daily to trade. Sixty liorses 
were counted the other day In the 
town. These Indians always have 
been friendly with us, and would re­
main so, where it not for the infamous 
overtures made to them by the Com­
mandant of the Mexi'^an army, who 
has taken possession of San Atoine 
distant from us 340 miles, situated in 
the direction in which our neighbor­
ing Indians go to hunt.

“ This desp<‘rate state of affairs will 
oblige me to change my plans. I have 
it in contemplation to take m̂ v fami­
ly for immediate safety, to Fort 
.lessup, and leaving them therf for a' 
short time, as we have several friends 
in the garrison, till a more healthy 
season, to descend Red River, and as­
cend the Mississippi, where in case 
our troubles continue, they can re-- 
main. I shall not be able to accom 
pany them, as all ol my future pro- 
spi'cts are in Texas, and they are now' 
most probably to be left to a state ot 
war The conlidence whicTi tin* 
Americans in Texas feel in, their

power over the Mexican tr{K>j)s>gives 
them much less uneasiness than they 
have from their more powerful 
neighiKirs the Indians, most ol whom 
we consider i‘(|ual warriors lo 
ourselves, while we calculate to whip 
the Mexican troops with great 
facility

NTCC
Enrollments 
Show Increase

Enrollment figures for the 1986 
spring semester at Northeast Texas 
Community College show an increase 
of 18.3% over the 1985 fall semester, 
according to figures released by the 
Office of Admissions and Records.

Total enrollment for the spring 
semester is 1649 students, an increase 
of 2.54 over the fall count, according 
to Phil W. Ebensberger. Director of 
Admissions and Registrar

The three counties in the NTCC 
district. Camp. Morris and Titus, ac­
counted for 1304 students this spring. 
THe out of district students number 
345, compared to 248 during the fall 
semester, an increase of 39.1%.

The greatest increase came from 
.Morris county with 427 students 
enrolled, compared to 316 registered 
in the fall, an increase of 35,1%. Titus 
County accounted for the largest 
numb«»r of enroll<*d students, 645. This 
compares to 6:10 enrolled during the 
fall semester while Camp County 
enrollment totaled 2:i2, eompared to 
202 in the fall.

Other counties listed as home for 
NTCC students include Bowie 11; 
Ca.ss 89: Franklin 88; Grayson 1; 
Gregg 11; Harrison 4; Hopkins 9; 
Howard 1; Lam ar"; Marion 16; Red 
River 16; Smith 1; Tarrant 1; Upshur 
44; and WiwmI 41. The greatest in­
crease came from Upshur County 
with an increase of 91.3% from 23 
students enrolled in the fall lo 43 
students enrolled this spring.

Better think twice next time you 

start to trash the highways.
The eyes of Texas are upon you.
And it just might mean a fat fine as 

Texas law enforcement officers focus 
keen attention on litterers under a 
new highway department program.

The new antilitter enforcement pro­
gram invites municipalities to enter 
into year-long contracts whereby they 
are reimbursed for issuing citations 
to persons who dump trash on state 
highway rights-of-way. The amounts 
awarded for contracts are based on 
populations, and will be approved on 
a first-come first-serve basis until the 
$1 million set aside for the program 
is depleted.

The enforcement effort is part of 
the department’s $4 million antilitter 
“ Don’t Mess With Texas”  campaign 
that was launched last fall to reduce 
litter along Texas highways by 20 per­
cent. Litter cleanup cost taxpayers 
$24 million in 1985.

The antilitter enforcement pro­
gram will reimburse a city $20 per 
citation. “ We have to get tough with 
these litterers, and that’s exactly 
what we’re going to do through this 
program,”  said Craig Steffens, head 
of the departm ent’s landscape 
section.

“ There is nothing more effective 
than to have a police officer stop you 
and give you a ticket,”  said Steffens. 
“ We especially want to ticket persons 
who create illegal dump sites by the 
side of the highway.”

The program is intended to provide 
an incentive to increase enforcement 
of existing litter laws. During the first

six monSis of 1985, 237 citations for lit­
ter violations were issued s^TWide.

The department will p ro^ lM eim - 
bursement for the ticket, not for the 
conviction. The maximum penalty for 
littering has been raised to $400.

“ Our goal is to reduce the overall 
litter in the state, but we know from 
research and past experiences that 
you don’t reduce it by picking it up. 
You reduce it through public 
awareness,”  said Steffens.

Reimbursement for litter citations 
will be made quarterly. The popula­
tion of a city will determine the total 
amount of the contract as outlined 
below.
