Geo. E. Courtney, Vice Presi-
dent of the Faimers Union, has
received a letter from J. H. Hill,
Presidentof the Texas Railroad
ManagersAss'n., which under-
takes to warn the farmers to
take bettercareof their cotton.
The letter follows:

"'Being advisedthat a meeting
of the District Unions of the
FarmersUnion will be held in
Fort Worth, August 31st, I have
written all membersof this As-
sociation calling their attention
to it.

"I take this opportupity of
appealing to your organisation
to adopt the slogan 'Protect
Your Cotton From Damage.' It
is apparentto all that the crop
of cotton now growing, will as a
whole, have to be held longer
than any crop for years. It's
immediatevalue is likely to bo
lower than for manyyears past,
and prudence will dictate the
wisdom of marketing gradually.

"You all know as well as I do
the carelessand slovenly man-

ner the cotton has been cared
for in the past. In my opinion
no bank should advanceas a
loan, one dollar on cotton, the
owner of which has failed to
care for it by placing it off the
ground and under coverof some
kind to protectit from damage.

The Kincardine bunk was ono of the
oldest and strongest banking Institu-
tions In New England, though situated
and doing businessIn a town of 2,000
Inhabitants, it made loans to hun-

dreds of furmers, and It did business
with many shipbuilders and shipown
ers along the New England coast.
Many and many a time, as assistant
cashier, I have seen $1,000,000
cd In our vault and buvo tossedpack-nge- s

of f 50,000 about as If they had
,no more value than so much old paper.
I say we did a large business, but yet
our building was n bumble one and
our methodsas primitive as might be
found In n country store. We bad
a brick iult with iron doors, but
tho laziest sort of cracksman would
have dug his way into It In an hour
with a crowbar. Outside of the vault
was an old fashionedbolt headed safe,
which locked with u key only. It bud
a strong, ronsslve look, but the lock
could have been picked In a quarter
of an hour, and two ounces of powder
poured into tbe keyhole and exploded
would have torn tbe door oil. It will
surprise you when I say that sums of
money as largo us $75,000 were often
left In that old snfe over night My
ancle, James Gordon Kincardine,
who died a few years ago, was to
blame for our way of doing business.
He wan a Bet man. He bated Innova-
tions.

I was twenty-thre- e years old when
a place was given me as assistant
cashier. I had been In the bank al-

most two years when the rooms over-bea- d

were vacated and rented to a
traveling doctor for n month.

On the 12th of a certain October,
when be had been our tenant for two
months, he came Into the bank at tbe
noon hour, a time I wns always alone,
to get changefor a bill. Thereafter,
until the climax came, be dropped in
almost every noon. Fie neverattempt-
ed to come behind the counter,though
the door sometimes stood open, but
on severaloccasions I went out to him.
His calls after tbe first three weeks
were for tbe purposeof manipulating
a swelling on my Jaw, and I always
passed outside the counter and sat
down on a chair. On tbe 8tb of No-

vember, which was cold and dismal,
we bud in the Kincardine bank exact-
ly $328,250 in currency. On tbe next
day there was to bu big withdrawal
to pay tbe bandsat a mill, and some
$50,000 was to go to certain Boston
banks by express. 1 hadn't been left
alone for over Ave minutes when Dr.
Jordan came In to attend me. As be
worked nt my Jaw be gradually turned
my bead to tbe left, so that I no longer
saw blm or tbe door. lie asked me to
repeat a story I bad told him u few
days ago, and 1 was doing so when
the door opened. 1 did not stop my
talk, and I could not turn my bead.
The man who came in did not speak,
but be must have passed tbe doctor a
sponge saturated with chloroform. J

got the odor of the stuff nt once and
was wonderingwhat it was when my
neck was gripped by tho doctor'sleft
hand, and with the right be thrust
the sponge into' my face. I think 1

tried to rise up and flght the sponge
nwny, but am not clear about It 1 do
uistinctly remember, however, of bear-
ing the doctor say:

"Now, then, lock tbe doors, nnd I'll
toon havethe money In tbe bags!"

It was an hour later when I beard,
faraway voices and lifter a struggle
opened my eyes and found tbe bank
full of people. Dp to that time no one
bad discovered anything wrong, xcept
With me. Tbey had found me lying on
the floor and supposed I was in a fit
though all &4ficted the presence of
chloroform. My first words were to
ask them t look for the money. Of
the $328,250 not a shilling remained.
Safe and vault bad been plundered to
tbe last penny! When astonishment
passed away I was chargedwith hav-
ing robbed the bank. It was not a
fair thing for an uncle to do, but James
Gordon Kincardine, to his everlasting
shame,wna for having me locked up
at once.

Hon. W. P. Lnno accompanied
,'by his attorney, Judge W. P.
,Ramsey,of Austin, arrived in
Abilene over the Texas and!
Pacific Monday evening. Tho
purposeof the visit of tho two
:gentlemento Abilene was to file
a suit in the Forty-Secon- d Ju-

dicial District Court to contest
the action of the State Conven-
tion, which met in El Paso, in
declaring Hon. Jeff McLemore
nominated over Mr.' 'Lane for
Congressman-at-Large-. Tho ac-

tion was brought before Judge
Thos. L. Blanton, who granted
the petition of Mr. Laneand' en-

joined J. F. Cunninghamof Abi-

lene, as StateChairman, and C.
W. Waters as Secretary, from
certifying the returns to F. C.
Weinert, Secretary of State,
which leaves the contest up to
the StateDemocratic Executive
Committeefor action.

JudgeJ. F. Cunningham was
seen by a reporter for this
naper andaskedfor a statement
regardingthe contest. He said:

"The suit has beenfiled to re-

strain myself and Secretary
Waters from certifying the name
of Jell McLemore as one of the
Democraticnominees for Congr-

essman-at-Large. It is true
that the counties named in Mr.
Lane's netition were not includ
ed in the votes counted in EH
Paso, and the reason they were
not counted is that the County

. Chairmandid not report to the
convention. The Executive
Committeeheld over one entire
'day waiting for the votes to bo
reported,but they were not sent
in. The conventioncould not do
other than it did do in tho mat-
ter. But if Mr. Lane's conten-
tions are found to be true andho
really receivedmore votes than
Mr. McLemore, he will be, and
should be, declared the nominee
of the party."

The writ is made returnable
on the 31stdayof August. Judge
Blanton stated that tho action
taken enjoined Stato Chairman
Cunningham and Secretary
Waters from certifying the 'ac-
tion of the State Convention in
declaring Mr. McLemore the
nominee andleft the matter up
to the State Exeoutive Com-

mittee, if it desiredto act in the
matter, to recount the votes.

When equnl rights for women tri-

umphed In 10-- 0 tbey uot ouly gained
the franchise, but laws were pushed
imposing upon them the same duties
as men.

Different experimentsIn Jurj
duty were tried, one of which was Un-

making up of a Jury ot mixed meu
uud women

The eaeof Grace Fleming ngalnst
Francis lddlestou for breach ot prom-
ise attracted universal attention. The
law as It stood ut the time required
Unit all cases of breach of promise
should be tried before a Jury of un
married persons, six being males ami
six females. There being a great rush
for admittance to bear the piquant
evidence that It was expected would
be brought out. a number of young
men and women stroe to be luipan
eled on the Jury The result was sl
young men and six young women were
drawn and accepted, all of whom
were of the better class, and the
young women wereall good looking.

It wu proved conclusively on the
triul that (ftjleston had proposed to
Mls Fleming aud that she had accept
ed him. but the defendant's counsel
brought in evidence to show that she
had been engaged to another man at
the same time. The Judge charged
that if the Jury were satisfied thatthe
defendant had proposed to the plain
tiff they were to return a verdict In
her favor, tint If they were satisfied
that the plaintiff had engaged hen-el-f

to another man while she was engag-
ed to lddlestou they were to find for
the defendant.

One of the Jurymengave an account
of the proceedings In the Jury room
while a verdict was being considered,
of which the following Is u synopsis:

"On reaching the Jury room we ar
ranged ourselves In a circle, men and
women being placed alternately, and
proceeded to consider thecase. At first
there were remarks from men and wo
men alike, but gradually the meu drop
ped out of the discussion, leaving It to
the women Two women considered
Iddlcston's offer binding on him; two
women considered that he was nbsolv
cd by Miss Fleming'sbeing engaged to
anotherman. while the other two Jury
women took the ground that Mr. Iddle-Bto- n

had been treated ery badly bj
the plaintiff.

"The discussion on the part of the
Jurywomen lasted so long that some
of us began to yawn. First one wom-

an, then onotherdropped out of It un-

til but one woman remained to combat
for her opinion. Then one of the wo-

men asked another If she had seen the
new skirt This switched the conver
sation on to another track than the
case In question, and in a few minutes
the women weredebatingthe fashions
Seeing an opportunity, we men began
to consider the breach of promise case
We discovered that we all ngreed that
the woman, having been engaged to
another during the time she was en
gaged to Iddlcston. had no claim.

"We announced to our fellow Jury
women that half of the Jury" were
agreed on a verdict, requesting the
other half to follow our example. They
at once turned their attention to the
matter In point, but as there were
three different opinions among them
and each woman .stoutly maintained
her own view time passed without a

verdict. At 0 o'clock In the evenlns:
supperwas brought In. and after that,
since the women could not agree nnd
were tired of the subject, we paired
off, each man with a woman, and sat
flirting till 10 o'clock, when we were
marched off to separatehotels for the
night

"The next day a messenger went
from us with a note to the Judge, who,
supposingit to contain a question of
law, called the court together. His
honor was much astonishedat a re
quest for a clergyman. Since there
was no reason for denying the request
a dominie was sent to us, and two of
our number were murrled.

"There Is somethingcontagion about
matrimony, and as the parson was
leaving be was called back to marry
another couple. That afternoon one
of the men who bad been making np
to nnother of the Jurywomen pro-

posed that wo make it unanimousand
U be married. This wasrushing mat-

ters, and the only woman left un
pledged declined to tike the only re-

maining unpledged man. While we
were trying to persuadeher the judge
