Just when a tight county budget 
for 1989 seemed set, tghe Texas 
Highway Department has dropped a 
bombshell on Red River County.

According to a letter from the 
THD to the County Judge seen by 
First Precinct Commissioner Drue 
Pirtle last Friday, twenty-five Red 
River County bridges, nineteen of 
them in the First Precince, must be 
closed pending improvements.

"I am shocked,” said Pirtle. "I 
think wer know more about our rural 
transportation needs and priorities 
than bureaucrats in Austin or Wash­

ington.
Pirtle noted that all but six of 

the bridges in question are in the First 
Precinct, which has many morfe 
creeks and more miles of roads than 
other precincts.

THD District Design Enginea* 
Kenneth R. Jones will meet with 
Commissioners August 19 to review 
the new requirements.

"The First dPrecinct may have 
to requestaspecial appropriation from 
the (Touynty's G en e^  Fund to deal 
with this," Pirtle predicted. "Other­
wise, regular maintenance of our rural 
roads may become impossible."

Red River County 
Sets 1989 Budget

For the second year in a row. Red 
River County p re t ty  taxes are 
coming down.

Last year, the tax rate was lowered 
from 63.85 cents per hundred of 
taxable valuation to 61.35 cents. This 
year the drop will be even more dra­
matic: from 61.35to55.ll cents per 
hundred.

Because the County's tax base- 
the total amount of taxable real es- 
tate-has grown, the total amount of 
taxes assessed in 1989 will grow.

According to Tax Assessor-Col­
lector Juanita Benningfield, the tax 
base has grown frx)m $223 million in 
1987 to approximately $239 million 
for 1989.

On August 15, the Commission­
ers Court held a public budget hear­
ing on the 1989 budgetforthecounty. 
There was one major change-a sav- 
ing“ from the budget of previous 
years: there were no raises this year 
for county employees. Because of 
inflation, the ”r ^ "  salaries of county 
employees will be Iow a in 1989 than 
at any time in recent years.

The 1989 budget approved on
Monday totaled .$2,344,644; of Ihi

amount, more than $80U,U00 will ble 
applied to roads and bridges, one- 
fourth of thi amount in Precinct One.

"Everybody on the Court-lhe 
Commissioners and I and, indeed, all 
of us in the Court House, are proud of 
the economies that have been made," 
says County Judge L.D. Williamson.

"Some of the cuts were painful," 
reports County Auditor Donna 
Towns. "My assistants have worked 
hard, and deserved to have their hard 
work reflected in their paychecks. I 
know other dqiartment heads feel 
the same, but it just wasn't possible 
under present economic conations."

New producing oil wells, not a 
generla upturn in business activity, 
are responsible for the growth in the 
County's tax base.

Four point ninety-nine cents of the 
6.24 ad valorem tax decrease was 
made possible by the 1/2-cent-per- 
dollar sales tax levy that went into 
effect on January 1. Red RiverCounty 
voters overwhelmingly endorsed this 
partial shift from ad valorem taxes to 
the sales tax in April of 1987. The 
sales tax is expect^ to produce $119 
thousand for the county in 1989.

Winter pastures can stretch hay 

supplies for drought stricken live­
stock producers, according to an 
agronomist with the Texas AGricul- 
tural Extension Service.

Winter pasture can be cost less 
than hay and provides a higher qual­
ity forage than hay. said Dr. Sim A. 
Reeves, Jr., Extension Agronomist at 
the Texas A&M University Agricul­
tural Research and Extension Center 
at Overton.

Producers need to decide if they 
will plant small grain or ryegrass and 
clover for winter grazing. Small grain 
is better adapted for planting in a 
prepared seedbed. Rye grass and 
clover can be successfuly broadcast 
or drilled into an existing sod.

Reeves said that producers must 
decide this month what kind of win­

ter pasture to plant and where to plant 
i t  If small grain is chosen, seedbeds 
need to be prepared now for planting 
by September 15. If ryegrass and 
clover is the choice, planting time is 
not until late September or October.

All the forage plants that.grow 
during the winter like a pH of at least 
6. Therefore, Reeves suggests taking 
a soil test now to determine the nutri­
ents involved. If lime is needed, it, 
plus any recommended phosphorus 
and potassium, should be applied 
before disking or breaking the land. 
The incorporation of these nutrients 
will speed their interaction wit the 
soil an plants.

producers should check seed sup­
plies and prices with dealers so that 
this information may be used in 
making final winter pasture decisions.
