Of Town's Togetherness

He's kinda wide at the shoulders 
and narrow at the hip, and everyone 
knows you don't give no lip...to Little 
Red. Red has a wonderful personal­
ity. He guards the bank from prowl­
ers, and he welcomes strangers to 
town only after careful investiga­
tion.

He leads an active social life, and 
has a host of friends.

Occasionally he gets a little loud 
mouthed and irritating, but there's 
nothing malicious about him...it's 
sheer high spirits.

No one krows what his real name 
is, his nickname comes from the bright 
reddish hue of his hair.

There are "reds" in almost every 
little community across the country. 
He's a phenomenon perculiar to busi­
ness districts small enough that resi­
dents wave at everyone, regardless of 
whether they know them or not.

Red is Deport's Town Dog.
A medium sized shorthair, his 

ancestors may have included a hound 
(witness the ears), beagle (look at the 
body shape) and who knows what 
else.

Having been hit by cars several 
times, his hips are a litUe narrow, and 
his shoulders have developed to make 
up for the weakness. He has some 
tow ling scars, and a pronounced 
limp.

No one knows exactly when Red 
showed up on main street in Deport, 
but it's been several years now.

When he first arrived he was in 
serious shape, crippled and starving.

Jane Swim, an employee of First 
National Bank of Deport, took pity 
on him and began to bring him food. 
Soon the oth» girls at the bank joined 
in, taking turns bringing dog food, 
and he was fattened up.

Brenda Watson, Glenda Watson 
and Eva Brooks along with Jane, all 
see to it that Red doesn'tmiss any 
more meals.

Carlos Ladd, the local insurance 
agent, began bringing Milk Bones 
for him to add a little variety to Red's 
life.

Across the street at the local gro­
cery store the handouts began to come 
in too. Down at the Deport Times he 
was given special treats such as cake 
or cookies. Next door at the drug
store people began to take notice of 
the little dog. C.G. (Bud) Nobles 
makes sure that Red alwaysgets his 
vaccinations , especially for rabies.

In return Red began to guard the 
bank, bailcing fiercely at strange dogs 
that came up, sleeping under the deep 
porch there.

He makes a daily round of all the 
local businesses, pausing to "whou, 
whoo, whoo" in response to some­
one's cheery "Hello red dog, how ya 
doing today".

Last winter there were several bit­
terly cold nights. No one had to tell 
Red what to do. He left main street 
and trotted down to Mike Francies' 
house, several blocks away. Mike 
always gets Red his flea collar for the 
summer. Somehow, the crafty canine 
seemed to know that there would be 
a nice, heated back porch to sleep on

when the mercury dropped below 20 
degrees. Bat as soon as the termpera- 
tures were a little warmer he was 
right back on main street, keeping his 
vigil.

When his shoulder was slashed by 
a bigger, tougher dog he went to 
Mike again. For several days he was 
content to lie on the porch, being fed 
milk and food, until the cut hclaed. 
Then he limped back downtown !

He doesn't ask to be petted a lot, 
just an occasional pat on the head.

Once or twice a non-dog-orienied 
person has made some comment or 
another about him...only to wish they 
had kept their mouth shut. Almost 
every person in every business is 
willing to jump to Red's defense!

Red Dog doesn't mind not having 
one specific home, he seems happy 
instead of consider all of downtown 
his domain.

He makes his rounds, takes his 
guard duty seriously, and brightens 
almost everyone's day.

A little stray with ribs sticking out, 
and object of pity, he has now be­
come the town mascot.

The bank employees claim him as 
their dog...and he is. But he also be­
longs to everyone who slips him a 
treat, or smiles at his noisy response 
to the spoken greetings people ex­
tend him.

Red Dog is a phenomenon of the 
small town, and there must be mil­
lions like him scattered from one end 
of America to the othcr...the Town

Vocational Nursing 
Pre-Test Dates Set

Prc-tesl dates for the Paris Junior 
College Vocational Nursing program 
have been scheduled in Paris and 
Commerce, according to Sandra 
Chadwick, director of vocational 
nursing.

NTCC
Enrollment
Shows
Increase

A four-year compari^n of enroll­
ment figures at Northeast Texas 
Community College shows a steady 
increase since the college began 
operations in 1985.

NTCC has shown a 23% increase 
in enrollments in college credit classes 
in the four year span according to 
Phil W. Ebensberger, Dean of Ad­
missions and Registrar.

"We served a total of 4,190 stu­
dents during that first year; whil this 
year, September through August, the 
college enrolled a total of 5,150 stu­
dents."

"Most colleges in the state have 
experienced a 5 to 10% increase in 
enrollment over the last five years, so 
obviously we are excited about our 
numbers," said Dr. Jerry Wesson, 
Executive Dean of Student Services 
at NTCC.

"Even though we are experiencing 
a steady increase, our enrollment 
should ^  gin to stabilize in the next 
couple of years," Wesson added.

"During the four year span, 3,586 
students, 49%, entered NTCC as high 
school graduates with no previous 
college credit. The percentage of 
women enrolled continues to increase 
form 62% of the student body in 1985 
when 2,589 females eiuolled. This 
year ihefigure was 3,343 women 
enrolled or 65%," Ebensberger con­
tinued.

He said students are enrolling fw 
more semester hours each year in­
creasing by 43% over the four years 
from a total of 24,204 semester hours 
in 1985 to 34,562 this year. College 
transfer courses are the mos tpopular 
courses with speech showing an in­
crease in enrollments of 230% since 
1985. Theatre class enrollments have 
increased by 203%, biology, 156%, 
history, 111%, mathematics, 93%, 
government, 88%, sociology, 86%, 
English, 60% and art, 57%.

The number of students earning 
certificates and degrees has increased 
dcramatically in the past four years, 
from 47 students who participated in 
the first commencement p ro g r^  in 
1986 to 136 who participated in the 
1989 program.
