Old friends and families gathered 

together on Sunday, July 30 for the 
annual Cuthand homecoming.

This quiet little place with only a 
Methodist Church and cemetery are 
all that remain of what used to be a 
busy place. It is still a busy commu­
nity with agrowing Methcxlist Church 
of about 50 old and new members, a 
volunteer fire department, a commu­
nity center where the ladies still meet 
and quilt for the benefit of keeping 
the cemetery in good condition. 
Bcnclitsarc held regularly to support 
this project and the fire department 
throughout the year. Donations and 
memorials help keep this very old 
cemetery in g(xxl condition.

Some remember 50 years ago there 
was a lot going on there. This old 
place had churches, two cotton gins, 
three grexery stores, a dry goods, 
hiirdwarc and grexery combination, 
barber shop, ice house, telephone 
"central" post office, cannery, grist 
mill for grinding com and school 
with .several teachers that Utught 
through the 11th grade. You could 
finish high .sch(X)l there.

The first post office was called 
Entcrpri.se, which was a mile and a 
half south of the now community, 
later moved toGarvinsvillc, which is 
now Cuthand. Some of the people 
that had stores there were Bill Garvin, 
Dick Elder, Zeke Mauldin, W.A. 
Mauldin, W.T. Mauldin, Biu't Duyt, 
JimG(xxl,Unclc Hick Blis.sard, Andy 
Mankins, George Holdaway, Sam 
Morse, H.B. Mauldin, A.G. Pittman, 
Jim Eaves, Lee Blissard, Everet La­
timer, John Leach, Bill Mufstcadicr, 
Lcniud Byrd, Tom Maulding, Jim 
Finch, F̂ etc Robertson, Jesse Brat­
ton, Lcnard Bond, Luther Kelso, Roy 
Mankins, Ruby Williams, Lonzo 
Eudy, Rosco McCulloch, Elmer
Arnold, Clive Blissard and Vernon 
HaA’illc. Vernon was the last store 
owner.

The first sch(X)l was a log cabin on 
Ben Ringo's fann, 1/2 mile from 
Cuthand now. The first church was 
Whiicoak Baptist, organized under a 
W hitc Oak tree by Parson McCulloch.

Cuthand was settled by wagon 
trains with families by the names of 
Morse, Smith, Ware, Delcvan, 
Monrtx and Garvin and probably a 
lot of other names not ever recorded.
