They truly seem to heed the ad­
monition of die Bible, Matthew 6, 
"Take heed that ye do noi your alms 
before men, to he seen o f them:

otherwise ye have no reward o f your 
Father which is in heaven.

Therefore when thou doest thine 
alms, do not sound a trumpet before 
thee, as the hypocrites do in the syna- 
fjo^ues and in the streets, that they 
may have glory o f men. Verily I say 
unto you. They have their reward.

But when thou doest alms, let not 
they left hand know what thy right 
hand doeth:

They arc special people, indeed, 
these silent givers who strive lo make 
this world a little better through their 
efforts.

1/2 tsp cinnamon, nutmet, and all spice 
1 cup buttermilk
1 cup fruit preserves (peach, pear, apri­
cot)
1 cup chopped p>ecans 

Pre-heat oven to 325. Cream crisco 
and sugar. Add eggs one at a time, 
beating well. Add flavorings. Sift flour, 
salt, soda and spices together. Add al­
ternately with buttermilk. Fold in pre­
serves and nuts, mix well. Bake in loaf 
pans 1 hr. 15 minutes.

Orange Slice Cake
1 cup crisco
2 cups sugar 
4 eggs
1 tsp soda 
1 tsp salt
1 tsp vanilla
2 cups chopped nuts 
1 lb. chopped dates
1 lb. chopped orange slices 

Cream crisco and sugar, add egg one 
at a time, beating well. Add soda to the 
buttermilk, sift flour and salt and add 
alternately with buttermilk and soda. 
Coat the orange slices, dates and pecans 
with 1/2 cup of flour using the 1/2 cup 
flour from the cups. Fold these in last. 
Bake in two loaf pans or one large loaf 
pan. The large loaf will cook in 2 1/2 
hours, the small pans will cook in less 
time. 300 degree oven.
