Then Choose Deektop from the
Folder Popup menu, select your
hard drive in the scroll box, click
open, click extract, double dlick
the folder, hold down the com-
mand key while clicking file
'names and select more than one

file".

Glen White Is Member
Of Texas Baptist Men Retired Builders Organization

When Alice Ann White first started
hearing about the Baptist men who
were going about Texas building
churches, she really was excited
about such a generous project. She
started asking questions, and found
out that Glen didn't qualify at the
time, because he had not yet retired
from TU Electric. For this reason and
the fact that Glen was a bit lukewarm
in the interest department, she filed
the ideas she was having in her "wait
a whiles".In the meantime she read
all the literature she could find on the
organization.

The group was started by Dr. Olen
S. and Mrs. Morene Miles.

The following is an excerpt from
literature about the founders of the
group. - "I remembered as a boy if a
neighbor became sick or his barn
burned, all neighbors came and
worked his crop for him or helped (o
build back his barn, whatever his
need. Why not use the same idea in
the Lord's work. Out of this, under
the leadership of the Lord, Texas
Baptist Men Retirees Building For
the Glory of God had its beginning.
We felt there was a need in Texas to
help small churches and missions.
There were people who were retiring
and did not want to quit, but wanted
tobeinvolved. This organization has
grown from twelve to 240 couples,
from 1 tool trailer to 4. We now have
four groups. Three groups help to
build church buildings and one group
works with Baptist Encampments.
We are one big family. When one
hurts, we all hurt. We are from all
walks of life- from all parts of Texas.

Morene Miles remembers- "Back
in 1979, TBMR and wives started our
first job. Twelve trailers and motor
homes moved into Knobb Springs, a
very beautiful place, withmany trees
surrounding the church. The Grand-

We also
did our washing on an old wringer
type washing machine with rinse
tubs, hanging ourclothers on a barbed
wire fence to dry. We have changed
now. We prepare breakfast and eve-
ning meals for ourselves; and each
church we build prepares the noon
meal and serves us. They also pro-
vide aplace for us to park our trailers
Our labor is voluntary. We have
prayer meetings each morning, visit
in the community for our revival,
sing during the revival, visit in nurs-

ing homes, and visit with the
residents.Great news- we no longer
use the old wringer type washer Each
tool trailer carries a commercial

washer. Our men put up a clothes
line and the Lord dries the clothes for
us, unless He sees they need another
rinsing and sends the rain."

The Whites had been hearing about
the buildings being put up by the
group. When the tornado hit Ember
son Church, they rebuilt it, they also
worked on Lakeway and Belmont
Churches after the tornado. Fulbright
and Cunningham Baptists were also
their projects.

Glen took an early retire-
ment, but he still wasn't sure. They

Home Insulation Levels
May Not Meet Guidelines For Area

Most area homes have attic insula-
tion to reduce energy waste, but
homeowners aren't saving as much
energy as they think if they don'thave
the proper insulation level, accord-

ing to Texas-New Mexico Power
Company.
"When homeowners actually

measure the amountofinsulation they
have and co mpare that to the amount
recommended for this area, many are
finding that their existing insulation
doesn't measure up,"said Gary Petty,
Bogata district manager with TNP.

Insulation helps reduce energy
waste in the summer and winter by
slowing a home's heat loss in winter
and heat gain in summer. The largest
percentage of heat loss or gain is
through ceiling areas, and attic insu-
lation helps stop this gain or loss.
Floor and wall insulation can also
reduce energy wasted due to heatloss
and gain.

Insulation's effectiveness is meas-
ured in R-value, which is a relative
measure of an insulation material's
resistance to heat transfer. Homes in
the central to north Texas areashould
have attic insulation with a minimum
R-value of R30, according tothe 1989
Council of American Building Offi-
cials Model Energy Code. Pier and
beam subfloors should have insula-
tion of at least R-13

Homeowners with attic insulation
of less than R 19 should make addi-
tional insulation "an energy improve
ment priority," Petty said

To determine the R-value of exist-
ing insulation, homeowners first need
to determine what type of insulation
they have. Most homes have either
fiberglass, rock wool, or cellulose
insulation. A variety of synthetic
foams are also available but are not
recommended for attics.

Fiberglass insulation is pink, white
or yellow and can come in either
batts, blankets or loose-fill form. Rock
wool is dark gray and, like fiberglass,
is made from mineral substances and
comes in baatts, blankets or loose fill
forms. Cellulose is light gray (about
the color of the bottom of a shoe box)
and is a paper product.

Once the type of insulating mate-
rial is determined, homeowners next
need to climb into their attic with a
ruler or yardstick and measure the
depthofexistinginsulation in inches.
Measure in several places to make
sure the depthis consistent, Petty rec-
ommends.

Finally, the homeowner should
multiply the insulation's R-value per
inch by the insulation depth. For fi-
berglass or rock wool batts or blan-
kets, the R-value perinchis 3.2 Based
on this, if an attic has six inches of
fibergalss batt, then the R-value per
inch is R19. The R-value per inch for
fiberglass on rock wool loose-fill is
2.5, and for loose-fill cellulose, the
R-value perinchis 3.7. Five inches of
loose fill cellulose are required to
achieve R 19 insulation.

lution is usually to add more of the
same type of insulation. This consis-
tency will make it easier to measure
the R-value. Insulation types can be
mixed, however, although batts
should never be put on loose fill. This
causes compaction and reduces the
loose fill's efectiveness. For this rea-
son, homeowners also need to avoid
putting heavy items on the insulated
areas.

Before adding the extra insulation,
TNP recommends that homeowners
first use caulking to seal any holes
around wiring or plumbing. Care
should be taken to keep insulation at
least three inches away from recessed
light fixtures and other heat sources.
Also, avoid blocking vents and ex-
haust fans with insulation

One insulation problem for many
areahomes is varying ceiling heights.
Homeowners need to make sure that
insulation is present even on walls
jutting into the attic. Batts are re
quired for these and have a
tendency to slip off, so a periodic
check can ensure that they are in
place

sketched a rough map of Western Province where we have only one church and one mission. I asked them to tell me where
new Baptist churches are needed. Immediately, hands went up and within a few minutes, they had identified 10 different places
where Baptist churches are needed; also, we agreed that we must find a way to reach the people in hundreds of villages across
the Zambezi River which are difficult to reach logistically because there is no bridge over the river, the pontoons are not very
safe, roads are almost non-existent, and the and is so deep it requires a 4-wheel drive vehicle to travel. Nevertheless, we all
agreed that, after all, if their one church can multiply herself to start churches in those 10 locations, plus find a way to witness
to those villages along the river, surely they can have a combined number of 5,000 members by year 2000. And what was |
thinking of my initial reaction to Mrs. Munene when she expressed her vision? "O ye of little faith....." Sensing their seriousness
about starting new churches, we asked if they would like to start a new church that very week. They all agreed. We changed
our plans and held services in Manushakende, 14 miles south, on that Saturday night and about 100 were saved. We started
a new church the next morning. Praise the Lord!

The above story is one of many blessings of our recent crusades which were held in three small towns in Zambia with the
help of Baptists from Indiana. In all, 2,500 were saved and many more made rededicatins to the Lord. We praise our Heavenly
Father for His many blessings.

We have had a goo dyear in our respective ministries since our last newsletter. In Joy's ministry, Bible Way Correspondence
School, the student membership continues to grow and many are accepting Christ each year. Not only are people being saved
through these Bible studies, but many are being strengthened in their faith. Recently, a letter was received from a member who
wrote that his marriage was in trouble and he had already sent his wife back to the village. Then he read the Bible Way book,
"Christian Marriage and Family Life", and received the biblical guidance he needed to save his marriage. We thank God for
this victory. In music and outh ministries, Fred has seen steady growth in several areas. We had our first festival for women's
choirs only, and were blessed by the singing of 15 choirs. Added to the 34 other choirs which participated in our general Lusaka
festival, we set a new record with 49 choirs participating this year. More than 200 young people were saved in our different
music and youth conferences throughout Zambia during the year. As you can see, Zambia continues to be very open and
responsive to the Gospel.

In August our second son, Randy, and his wife, Dana, and their lovely daughters, Sarah, Katie and Rachel, accepted God's
call to "return to Africa," where Randy grew up. Randy is teaching and coaching at Rosslyn Academy n Nairobi, Kenya, a 12-
grade Christian school sponsored partly by the Foreign Mission Baord of Southern Baptists. Randy and Dana were in teh
process toward eventual apppointment with the Foreign Mission Board; howeve,r when this opportunity came to goon a three-
year contract directly with the school, they felt this is God's will for them at this time. They are settling in well and are adjusting
to life there. Please pray for them.

Gary, Barbara and Emily are still in Ft. Worth and doing well. Valerie is in Arlington and Bruce is in San Antonio. Both
of them have received promotions in their jobs and are happy about that. We thank God that our children are serving the Lord.

About Children And Food Poisoning

Hectic holiday meal preparations
can increase the chances for food
poisoning especially among young
children, said and expert at the
USDA's Children's Nutrition Re-
search Center.

"Children are vulnerable because
their intestinal tract and immune
system are not fully developed, "
said Dr. Kathleen Motil, an assistant
professor of pediatrics at Baylor
College of Medicine in Houston.
"They may have lessresigance to the
bacteria that causes foofl-borne ill
nesses."”

The severity of the illness varies
from person to person. Symptoms
include stomach cramps, nausea,
diarrhea and voniting and, in some
cases, fever. Symptoms can appear
anywhere from two to 36 hours after
eating and last several days.

When children become ill, parents
should make sure they are given
plenty to drink to prevent dehydra
tion.

"Oral rehydrating solutions, avail-
able in most pharmacies, are better
for toddlers and pre-school age chil-
dren because they contain appropri-
ate concentrations of salts (electro-
lytes) that maintain their body fluids,"
she said.

Alert your physician if you sus-
pect that your child may be suffering
from food poisoning since a young
child’'s condition can deteriorate
quickly.

To safeguard holiday feasts, Dr.
Corinne Mantandon, CNRC nutri-
tionist and assistant professor of
pediatrics at Baylor provides the fol
lowing food safety tips: *Buy quality
foods. Check expiration dates care-
fully. *Do not defrost a frozen turkey
at room temperature. Bacteria can
multiply to disease causing levels
before the turkey is completely
thawed. Instead, place it in its origi-
nal wrapper on a tray or in a pan, and

let it gradually defrost in the refrig-
erator. Follow manufacturer's instruc-
tions if meat or poultry is to be thawed
in the microwave. * Be aware of the
dangers of "cross contamination."
Avoid transferring bacteria by wash-
ing hands, utensils and work surfaces
with hot woapy water. Uncooked
poultry or meat should not come into
contact with other foods. *Cook tur-
key until thermometer inserted into
bird registers 180 F to 185 F. Juices
should run clear. *Consider cooking
the stuffing separately. Flavor the
cavity with onion, celery and herbs.
[f you prefer to cook the dressing in
the bird, mix dressing and stuff tur-
key loosely just before putting it in
the oven. As soon as the turkey is
cooked, remove the dressing. *To
prevent bacterial growth, keep hot
foods above 140 F and cold foods
below 40 F. Foods containing dairy
products, mayonaise, or eggs, should
be refrigerated until served. That
includes salads, pumpkin or cream
type pies, cakes with cream cheese or
cooked icings and eggnog. If Chil-
dren help out in the kitchen, discour-
age them from tasting cookie dough
or other goodies that contain raw
eges.

The risk of food poisoning does
not end after food is cooked, so treat
leftovers with care.

Neverleave perishable food outon
the table or counter for more than 2
hours. It is best to promptly refriger-
ate or freeze leftovers in small, shal-
low containers for quick cooling.

Use leftover turkey within three to
four days or freeze for up to one
month. Do not keep dressing and
gravy for longer than 2 days and
bring gravy to a boil before serving.

Food harboring harmful bacteria
does not necessarily have an odor or
spoiled appearance. Remember the
adage:" When in doubt, throw it
out."
