Texas newspapers are closing the 
recycling k)op by using significant 
amounts of recycled newsprint, ac­
cording to results of the 1993 News­
print Survey conducted by the Texas 
Natural Resource Conservation 
Commission (TNRCC) in coopera­
tion with the Texas Daily Newspaper 
Association (TDNA) and the Texas 
Press Association(TPA)

Survey results show at least 22 
percent of all newsprint bought in 
Texas contained a minimum amount 
of recycled material. This means that 
Texas newspaper publishers have 
more than doubled the amount neces­
sary to meet the 10 percent goal set by 
the State Legislature in the 1991 
Omnibus Recycling Act.

"This is a great example of how 
business- in this case newspaper 
publishing-can help reduce our de­
pendence on virgin materials,"said 
John Hall, TNRCC Chairman. "This 
in turn helps create markets for re­
cycled products."

By establishing a series of goals 
for the use of recycled-content news­
print, the 1991 law challenged news­
paper publishers to ensure that at 
least 10 percent of all newsprint pur­
chased in the state contains at least 25 
percent post consumer materials by 
the end of 1993. The Act also stipu­
lates that publishers use at least 20 
percent recycled content newsprint 
by the end of 1997, and 30 percent by

the end of the year 20(K).
The expanding market for recycled 

content newsprint has also affected 
the rate of recycling newspapers in 
Texas; the recovery rate for old 
newsprint in Texas has increa.sed from 
19 percent in 1993 to 35 percent, the 
equivalent of 330.000 metric tons of 
newsprint that is being kept out of 
Texas landfills.

The price paid for newsprint also 
has increased in Texas. While some 
communities previously had diffi­
culty finding markets for old news­
papers, many larger cities like Dal­
las, Fort Worth, San Antonio, and 
Austin, are now being paid $20. to 
$30. per ton for their recyclable 
newspapers.

The TNRCC surveyed newspaper 
publishers in December to obtain 
information regarding the amount of 
recycled newsprint purchased in 
Texas. More than half of the state's 
newspapers responded.

The TNRCC, TDNA and TPA are 
working on better ways toensure that 
every newspaper publisher receive 
survey repirrting forms. Publishers 
who did not receive a 1993 survey 
should call Sherry Steiner at (512) 
239-6779. TNRCC is al.so working 
with the Legislature to make it easier 
for central printing plants and com­
mercial printers to complete reports 
for their client newspapers.

Marijuana
Stoppers Program Started

With marijuana use and concealed 
growing operations on the rise, the 
Texas Department of Public Safety 
Narcotics Service has established 
rewards for those providing informa­
tion leading to the seizure of growing 
marijuana.

A new toll free phone number will 
allow the public to call the authori­
ties when operation of an indoor or 
outdoor growing site is suspected. 
Callers who identify themselves and 

^the situation can receive a cash re- 
|ward.

"It is like Crime Stoppers, but it is 
targeted at marijuana," Narcotics 
Commander Jim Murray said.

Murray listed several things that 
may indicate an indoor growing 
operation: "■ covered or blacked out 
windows: ’"loud humming sounds 
(from fans or ballasts);* strong musty 
odor; *large amounts of potting soil, 
* containers, fertilizer, hoses, halide

light system and ballast; *use of 
guard dogs; or security systems.

Many times marijuana is grown 
outdoors on public land. Indicators 
may be: large purchases of fertilizer, 
garden hoses, PVC pipe, and camou­
flage netting: "No Trespassing" or 
"Keep Out" signs; guard doge; un­
usual structures or items in remote 
forested areas (buckets, garden tools, 
fertilizer bags)

"Marijuana growers can be dan­
gerous; investigations should be left 
to the law enforcement officers, " 
Murray said.

When a caller who notifies the au­
thorities, the exact location, address, 
landmarks, and whether persons or 
vehicles are in the area they may be 
able to assist the officers in their in­
vestigation.

Social Security Is 59 
An(j Still Working

Social Security celebrates its 59th 
birthday August 14. While many 
people take the program for granted 
and others question whether it's go­
ing to be around in the future, here 
are some facts that are worth think­
ing about on this occasion. These are 
just a few examples of the stories that 
don’t make headlines—the business- 
as-usual items for the Social Secu­
rity Administration and the millions 
of customers we serve.

Currently, the Social Security Ad­
ministration (SSA ) serves 42 million 
Social Security beneficiaries, 5 mil­
lion individuals who receive Supple­
mental Security Income (SSI) ben­
efits, and 135 million workers who 
are paying into the system.

Out of each dollar you pay in So­
cial Security taxes, only about one 
penny goes to pay for the administra­
tive expenses necessary to run the 
largest social insurance system in 
the world.

Every month, 99.8 percent of SS A's 
beneficiaries receive their checks in 
the right amount, at the right address, 
and on time. And, this service has 
been ongoing for more than a half­

-century through an era that has wit­
nessed the nation at war, in reces­
sion, at peace, and in prosperous 
times.

The largest single SSA workload 
is processing requests for new and 
replacement Social Security cards. 
Every working day, about 70,000 
applications are taken and for 94 per­
cent of them a response is in the mail 
to the customer in less than 5 days— 
with a 99.7 percent accuracy rate.

P lant R yegrass and 
C love r For W in te r Pasture

Security number is to help track the 
earnings of workers who pay Social 
Security taxes. Social Security ben­
efits are based on earnings reports 
submitted by employers and credited 
to the worker's Social Security num­
ber. Every year, more than 220 mil­
lion earnings reports are received 
from thousands of employers across 
the country; 99.6 percent of those 
earnings are accurately posted to 
SSA's records.

Every year, more than 3 million 
new claims for monthly benefits are 
filed by retirees and their depen­
dents and by widows, widowers, and 
children of workers who hve died. 
These claims are processed and the 
first check is ready to mail in about 
14 days- with a 99.8 percent accu­
racy rate.

Each year, 230,0(X) claims for 
Supplemental Security Income (SSI) 
benefits are received from people 
aged 65 or older. Their first payment 
is ready in about 17 days, with a 96 
percent record of accuracy.

Every year, SSA receives more 
than 60 million reports of changes of 
address, marriage, divorce, death, and 
other events that affect a person's 
eligibility for Social Security ben­
efits. Social Security representa­
tives with "online" access to benefi­
ciary files record the new informa­
tion and update the files instanta­
neously.

Hopefully, these facts will help 
you feel better the next time you see 
a headline criticizing some aspect of 
Social Security. They should help 
you recognize that such criticism is 
not the whole story.

Although it is still summer time 
now, cooler fall weather is approach­
ing. This fall may be a good time for 
producers to establish clover and 
ryegrass in their existing pastures.

A good clover-ryegrass program 
is probably the most economical 
means of providing a high forage and 
reducing hay needs. The major ob­
jection to clover programs has been 
the lack of reliability. Clovers do 
require more management than green 
pastures but with proper management, 
they can be fairly reliable.

There are several different types of 
clover to plant in our county. The 
majoi iegumes used for winter pas­
tures include arrowleaf clover, crim­
son clover, white clover, subterra­
nean clover an vetch.

These are three varieties of 
arrowleaf clover: Amcio, Yuchi and 
Meechee. Yuchi clover is adapted to 
a wide-range of soil types but should 
be planted on well-drained sites. It 
will not do well on highly acid or 
alkaline soils. Arrowleaf clover has 
good cold hardiness and matures 
much later than crimson. Arrowleaf 
clover should be established from 
scarified seed due to the extremely 
hard seed coat.

White clover is perennial and is 
grown on more acres in East Texas 
than any other legume. It grows best 
in bottomland soils.

It prefers moist conditions and is 
not recommended for soils which arc 
draughty. White clover can survive 
summer temperatures and drought 
where it is adapted. Pasture profits 
arc usi^lly higher due to the clover 
remaining all year. The main variet­
ies of white clover are: common

white, Louisiana S-1.
Vetch is also used in winter pas­

tures in EastTexas. Vetch is adapted 
to well-drained soils. Vetch is also 
used as a soil building crop. Vetch 
provides excellent grazing and will 
reseed as long as it is not overgrazed. 
The leading varieties of vetch are 
hairy vetch, common vetch and nar­
row leaf vetch. It is seeded at a rate of 
10-15 pounds per acre 1-2 inches 
deep.

Clover and ryegrass are usually 
planted together. The ryegrass mixed 
with the clover will cut down on 
animal bloat. Clover and ryegrass 
are usually established on an existing 
grass sod instead of a clean tilled 
seedbed. Sod seeding may be done 
by disking or drilling. The majority 
of the clover in East Texas is estab­
lished by broadcasting the seed into 
existing sod. The soil should be 
disked or scratched by some means 
and the existing grass cut one to two 
inches high. The seed should be 
covered lightly after broadcasting by 
using a drag or roller. The important 
thing is to get the seed in good, firm 
contact with the soil and have a short 
grass sod.

In establishment of legumes, the 
soil phosphorous and potassium lev­
els should be brought up to the me­
dium or high levels on our soil test. 
The pH should be above 6 and it 
would be good to apply 10-20 pounds 
of nitrogen per acre to get the clover 
started. Soil tests arc important in 
clover e.stablishment. The pH, phos­
phorous and potassium levels are very 
critical in obtaining a stand of clover. 
Clover should be planted in October 
or November.

The page one story was speaking 
about the Spanish-American War.

W.A. Crooks of Rosalie was the 
editor of the Rosalie Courier back 
then.

His grave stone reads "W.A. 
Crooks, Editor, Rosalie Gorier, 842- 
1907".

Mr. Crooks' publication carried 
items that many married men are 
more afraid of yellow fever and small­
pox than they are of Spanish soldiers, 
and that an extra guard has been placed 
at the White House to protect Presi­
dent McKinley.

Other items concerned the prices 
of plug tobacco and that a $2 per 
barrel tax on beer had been proposed.

H.L. Howison was a physician in 
Bogata, and Dr. J.P. Martin and Rob­
ert Jones were both physicians in 
Rosalie.
