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Rebates Reported

"The Texas economy continues
to improve along with employment,
which grew by 3.1 percent since one
year ago," State Comptroller John
Sharp said, as he sent a total of
$195.3 million in November sales
tax rebates to 1,072 Texas cities and
111 counties. "Sales tax rebates re-
flect a 3.6 percent increase in con-
sumer confidence over the same pe-
riod last year," Sharp said.

Texas cities received $178.7 il-
lion in local sales tax returns, up 4.1
percent over lastNovember's payment
of $171.6 million. Counties received
a total of $16.6 million for their No-
vember rebates, 1 percent less than
the $16.7 million payment of one
year ago.

This month's payments include
taxes collected by monthly sales tax
filers on September sales and by
quarterly filers for July, August and
September, and reported to the Comp-
troller in October.

"Total employment in the last year
rose by 3.1 percent in Texas, with the
Austin and Dallas metro areas lead-

ing the way in total growth," Sharp
said.

Mount Pleasant received a sales
tax rebate of $265,217.04, over
$164,480.52 last year, a 58.81% in-
crease.

Talcoreceived $2,091.36 this year;
$2,089.88 last year; an increase of
18.75%.

Bogata received $4,773.61, com-

Commission On Fire Protection Urges
Care With Home Heating Equipment

When the north wind blows, tem-
peratures fall and Texans iurn on
their heaters. Unfortunately forhun-
dreds of Texas residents, trying (o
stay warm this winter will cause
more heat than they needed--heat
from an unwanted house fire.

"Each year, the number of iires
rises as the temperature falls," said
Michael E. Hines, executive director
of the Texas Commission on Fjre
Protection. "Because many of these
fires are caused by carelessness
from home heating equipment, we
strongly urge everyone to take care
of their heaters and fireplaces this
winter."

During 1993, 17 people died in
fires caused by heating equipment,
according to the Texas Fire Incident
Reporting System. More than 1,800
heating fires occurred in homes in

Texas. The most common cause of

heating fires was allowing portable

heaters too close to something com-
bustible, such as bedding, furniture
or wall surfaces.

"This means that most heating
fires could have easily been pre-
vented," Hines said.

The Commission on Fire Protec-
tion recommends these actions to
help prevent heating fires:

- Keep at‘least three feet clear
around all types of space heaters.
Get a yard stick or ruler to measure
the distance. This means there must
be at least three feet, or about the
distance of an adult's arm-length,
between the heater and any furniture,
blankets, chairs, sofas or the nearest
wall.

- Have central heating equipment,
as well as portable heaters, checked
by a qualified technician. Your best
option is to have the equipment
checked before you turn it on for the
first time this season. However, just
because you've been able to use the
equipment safely without a checkup
doesn't mean that the equipment is
safe. Have it checked now.

- If you have a fireplace, have the
chimney inspected each year by a
qualified chimney cleaning service.
Ask the "chimney sweep" for tips on
using your fireplace most effec-
tively.

- If you are worried about the cost
of having your heating equipment or
chimney inspected, talk to several
companies before agreeing to the ser-

vice. Typically, a heating or chim-

ney inspection by a qualified techni-
cian costs from $25 to $100 around
the state. Ask what services are in-
cluded in the cost and what type of
repairs might be necessary. Contact

the Betier Business Bureau or other
consumer organizations for sugges-
tions on buying heating inspection
services.

- Read and follow the directions
for your heating equipment. If you
buy anew heater, read the directions
carefully, then keep the directions so
that you can read them again if
needed.

- Never 'eave children alone with
a heater or fireplace while itis in use.
Because the heat and flames are al-
luring to them, children cause many
fires by playing with heating equip
ment. In fact, children playing with
heating equipment is a common
cause of heating fires, especially fires
in which a child dies.

- If your heating equipment is un-
safe and cannot be repaired, ask for
help. Most communities have pro-
grams to assist people who do not
have safe heating during extremely
cold weather. Contact your local
fire department, police department
or social service agency.

- Test your smoke alarm each
month to be sure that it is working
properly. In case a fire does occur,
you and your family will be warned
early so that you can safely get out of
the house.

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New Restrictions Affect Substance Abusers
Who Receive Social Security Benefits

A new law passed by the Congress
recently is designed to tighen control
of disability benefits paid to those
who abuse alcohol or drugs.

These rules are designed to halt
many of the abuses of the program
that had been identified in recent
months. Atthe same time, it permits
the payment of benefits to disabled
people who want to overcome their
addiction.

The Social Security Administra-
tion pays disability benefits to people
whose mental or physical impair-
ments prevent them from being able
to work. Drug and alcohol addiction

re considered medically determin-
able conditions which may by them-
s¢lves or in combination with other
ithpairments prevent a person from
working. Claimants may collectben-
efits under the Social Security dis-
ability insurance program if they have
enough prior work, or under the
Supplemental Security Income (SSI)
program if they do not.

The programs have been under
public attack recently after it came to
light that many substance abusers
who collect benefits under these pro-
grams were simply using their checks
t0 buy drugs and alcohol to feed their
adldictions. Incases where large back
payments were paid, there were cases
of addicts actuaily dying from over-
dosing. Even when payments were
nade to a representative payee, ad-
dicts and alcoholics found easy ac
cess to the funds by threatening or
cajoling the payee

The issue has also been raised that

these benefits should be tied to a
treatment requirement, so that ad-
dicts may be rehabilitated and even-
tually become self-suftficient. Under
the SSI program, a substance abuser
whose addiction is acontributing fac-
tor to disability must participate in a
treatment program as a condition for
continuing to receive benefits. Un-
der the Social Security disability in-
surance program, there is no such
stipulation attached to the receipt of
disability benefits.

In response to public concern over
these issues and in order to ensure the
integrity of these programs, Congress
has passed the following provisions:

I) SSI and Social Security Dis-
ability Insurance payments will be
limited to 36 months when substance
abuse is material to the disability
The substance abuser will still be
eligible for Medicare and Medicaid
and any dependents (i.e., children)
willstill be able to receive benelits as
long as the abuser continues to be
medically disabled and meetall other
eligibility requirements.

2) Recipients of both types of
benefits will be required to partici
pate in a treatment program, as long
as itis available at an approved facil-
ity. The beneficiary must also agree
to comply with the terms of the treat
ment and be monitored and tested

3) Benefits are suspended il the
substance abuser does not comply
with trcatment. Once benefits are
suspended for non-compliance with
treatment, the benefits could be started
again once the person demonstrates

that he/she has complied with treat-
mentrequirements forspecified peri
ods. Once the benefits are suspended
for 12 consecutive months of non-
compliance, the benefits will be ter-
minated for good.

4) Referral and Monitoring Agency
contracts will be established in each
state so that beneficiaries may re-
ceive appropriate treatment, moni-
toring, and drug testing.

5) Large sums of retroactive ben-
efits will be paid gradually tc sub-
stance abusers, except for those who
have incurred debts to State general
assistance programs, owe attorncy
fees, or are at high risk for
homelessness.

6) The representative payee re-
quirement will be extended to all
beneficiaries under both programs
whose drug or alcohol addiction is
material to the disability. Preference
will be given to Social Service Agen-
Federal, State or local
govermentagencies in naming repre-
sentative payees for substance abus-
ers, unless Social Security determines
that a family member would be more
appropriate.

7) Organizations that serve as rep-
resentative payees for substance abus-
ers will be able to charge beneficia-
ries 10% of the monthly benefit or
$50, whichever is less, for their ser-
vices.

In addition, the law authorizes a
study to be undertaken of the receipt
of benefits by substance abusers. The
findings of the study are due to Con-
gress by December 31, 1995.

Don't Go For The Quick Thaw This Year When Preparing The Bird

Don't go for the "quick thaw" and
let bacteria gobble up your turkey
this Thanksgiving, says an infectious
diseases expert at Baylor college of
Medicine in Houston

"Turkey and other poultry de-
frosted outside the refrigerator t00
long are prone to contamination w ith
salmonella bacteria, : said Dr. A.
Clinton White Jr., an assistant pro-

fessor of medicine at Baylor. "Once
the turkey has thawed, it's important
to cook it thoroughly to kill bacteria
and avoid serious illness."

Salmonella poisoning is caused by
bacteriathatdevelopinraw orunder-
cooked meats and other foods stored
ina warm environment. When eaten,
bacteria grow in the intestines, caus
ing stomach pain, nausea, vomiting,
diarrhea and dehydration.

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"Over-the-counter anti-diarrheal
medications can help soothe your
stomach pain, but drink plenty of
fluids to treat dehydration, "White
said. "If the symptoms worsen, see
your doctor.”

" Other foods like eggs and shellfish
can also pose a health risk.

If your holiday recipes call for
cgg\_'hc sure to purchase clean, un-
cracked eggs, and keep them refrig-

erated. Avoid serving raw or under
cooked egg yolks, which increase
the risk of infection.

People who enjoy eatingraw shell-
fish, like oysters, over the holidays
should be cautious, says White.

"Eating raw oysters is not a good
idea, especially for people with liver
disease, because it harbors cholera-
like organisms called vibreos which
cause life-threatening infections," he
said.

White advises washing your hands
before preparing foods to reduce
bacteria transmission.

"You can contaminate the turkey
with common bacteria that you carry
on your skin," White said.

Here are more safe holiday cook-
ing tips:

Don't use the same knife you cut
raw poultry with on other foods.
Wash cutting boards, counter tops
and cooking utensils with hot, soapy
water.

*Avoid sampling rare beef or
poultry.

*Check the temperature of your
turkey with a cooking thermometer
to make sure the turkey has been
cooked thoroughly.

*Thoroughly wash lettuce, peeled
potatoes and other vegetables and
fresh fruits.

* Throw away eggs kept for more
than a month.

* Refrigerate leftovers immedi-
ately.

* If you buy a full dinner at a
supermarket or restaurant to serve at
home, Pick it up hot and keep it hot.

*Do not try to keep catered meals
hot for more than two hours. If you
must, then you should take the stuff-
ing out of the turkey , cut turkey off
the bone and refrigerate.

*Keep cold foods cold. If you pick
up your dinner already cooked and
refrigerated, keepitcold. In this case,
cut up turkey befor heating to serve.

*Cook only USDA inspected tur-
keys.

*Avoid buying already stuffed
turkeys.

*Store leftovers properly.

*Reheat leftovers and Cooked
dinners as recommended.

"The key is to be prudent when
handling food, "White said. "If you
take precautions, you'll have a safe
and enjoyable holiday."

Reye's Syndrome
Is Frequently Misdiagnosed

Reye's Syndrome is a very serious
disease that you should know about.
Some people develop Reye's Syn-
drome as they are getting over a viral
illness such as the fluor chicken pox.
Reye's syndrome usually affects
people from infancy through young
adulthood; however, no age group is
immune. Although Reye's generally
occurs when someone is recovering
from a viral illness, it can develup 3
to 5 days after the onset of the illness.
Its main targets are the liver and
brain, it is non- contagious, and too
often is mis diagnosed as encephali-
tis, meningitis, diabetes, poisoning,
drug overdose orsudden infantdeath

Early diagnosis is crucial. An in
dividual should be watched during
the next two to three weeks following
a viral illness for these symptoms
usually occurring in this order: *Re
lentless or continuous vomiting,

Listlessness, *Drowsiness, Per
sonality change, *Disorientation or
confusion, *Combativeness, *Delir

ium, convulsions or loss of conscious
Ness

Reye's Syndrome should be sus-
pected in anyone who vomits repeat-

edly. Phone your doctor immediately
if the symptoms develop. Voice your
concern about Reye's Syndrome. If
your physician is unavailable, take
the person to an Emergency Room
promptly. Two liver function tests
can be done to determine the possi-
bility of Reye's syndrome. There is a
90% chance of recovery when the
syndrome is treated in its earliest
stages by physicians and nurses ex-
perienced in the treatment of Reye's.

Studies have shown that using as-
pirin or aspirin containing medica-
tions to treat the symptoms of viral

illnesses increases the chance of de-
veloping Reye's Syndrome. If you or
a member of your family have a viral
illness, do not use aspirin or aspirin
containing medications. In fact, you
should consult your physician before
you take any drugs to treat the flu or
chicken pox, particularly aspirin or
anti nausea medicines. Anti nausea
medicines may mask the symptoms
of Reye's.

The National Reye's Syndrome
foundation, the U.S. Surgeon Gen-
eral, the food and Drug Administra-
tion, and the Centers for Disease con-

trol recommend thataspirin and com
bination products containing aspirin
not be taken by anyone under 19
years of age during fever causing
illnesses

Aspirin is a part of the salicylate
family of medicines. Another name
for aspirin is acetylsalicylate: some
drug labels may use the words acetyl
salicylate, acetylsalicylic acid, sali-
cylic acid or salicylate instead of the
word aspirin. Cuprently, there is no
conclusive data as to whether other
forms of ‘sdlicylates are associated
with the development of Reye's Syn
drome. Until further research has
answered this (|ll\‘~linll. the NRSF
recommends that products contain
ing any of these substances should
not be taken during episodes of viral
infections.

The NRSF is a non profit, tax ex
empt organization with affiliates lo
cated in 44 states. The NRSF has
pioneered the movement to dissemi-
nate knowledge about the disease in
an effort to aid in early diagnosis and
also provides funds for research into
the causes, cure, care, treatment and
prevention of Reye's syndrome.

You Can Work And Collect SS Benefits

collect Social Security benefits at the
same time? Youmay be avle todoit!.
If you're over 62, it's possible that
you could collect partial Social Se-
curity retirement benefits while con-
tinuing to work full-time.

Partial benefits may be payable
when you're employed and eligible
for retirement benefits (the earliest
age is 62) or widow(ers) benefits (at
age 60 or older). If you're under age
70, you'll be subject to an annual
earnings limit. If your earnings ex-
ceed the limit, part of your benefits
will be withheld. In 1994, the earn-

ings limit 1s $8,040 if you're under
age 65, $1 is withheld for every $2
you earn over that amount. If you're
over 65 but not yet 70, $1 will be
withheld for every $3 of earnings
that exceed $11,160.1f you're 70 or
older, you can collect full benefits no
matter how much you earn.

Here's an example of how this
could work for you. Let's say, you are
63 and eligible to receive $800 a
month in Social Security --That's
$9.600 a year. You have a job that
pays you $20,160, which is $12,000
overthe 1994 earnings limit of $8,040.
Because you earn $12,000 over the
limit, we would withold $1 from your
Social Security benefit for every $2
you earn over the limit. In your case,
we would withhold $6,000 of your
benefits. However, you would re-
ceive $3,600 from Social Security
while earning $20,040 on your job.
Your total income from work and
Social Security for the year would be
$23,640.

Next year, if you were still work-
ing, you could be getting even more
money. The annual earnings limit
rises each year. Therefore , a smaller
amount of your earnings would be
withheld if youexceed the limit. And,
because Social Security refigures
benefits each year to consider addi-
tional earnings, you could getahigher
benefit.

If you're at least 62 and want to
find out if you can work and collect
Social Security benefits at the same
time, call this toll  free number 1-
800-772-1213 (Between 7a.m.and 7
p.m.) to make an appointment to talk
with a Social Security representa-
tive. You can call that number at
anytime to have a Request for Per-
sonal Earnings and Benefit Estimate
Statement for sent to you. You'll
receive your statement about four
weeks after you complete the form
and send it to the Social Security
address on the back.
