Chicago, Oct. 15.—Theodore
Roosevelt, shot by John Schrank
in Milwaukee last night, lies to-
day in the Mercy hospital here,
“reating easily’ and in a cheer-
ful frame of mind. Six promi-
nent surgeons, headed by Dr.
John B. Murphy, conducted X-
ray examinations of the colonel's
wound, following which they an-
nounced that the bullet did not
pierce a lung or touch any vitals.

The wound is serious only be-
cause it is four inches deep and
at the bottom lies the bullet,
The physicians are concentrating
their efforts to prevent inflam-
mation or blood poisoning. Up
to noon an operation to remove
the bullet had not been decided
apon. The bullet enteved the
chest one inch below the right
nipple and lodged against a rib,

The surgeons agree shat Roose-
velt's suberb  physical develop-
ment and powers of endurance
prevented what otherwise would
have proven a fatal wound.

The colonel was brought from
Milwaukee early this morning in
a special train.  He slept during

Thiz remarkable character lved
about two and a hall centuries ago.
and was one of the best known fig- |
ures In Surrey. Ile was originally a |
silversmith in the eity of London,
and, prus[mrin_&'en buginess, acquired |
estites in different parts of England.

Developing eccentricities ag he grew
old, he adopted the life of a beggar.
His wanderings were confined almost
entirely to Surrey, and he is said to |
have begged hils way through every

Four tons of gold will on an Aver-
age be melted dbwn each working day
in the wonderful new melting house
now being completed for scrvice next
year at the royal mint, near the Tow-
er of London,

The new melting house will be the
most complete in the world, It is
much larger than the existing one,
and Is to contain temy, furnaces, all
heated by gns. The present melting
house has only four such furnaces.
Gas furnaces alone are mow used at
the royval mint for the melting down
of precious metal, coke furnaces hav-
Ing been finally banished In March
last. No less an amount than £80-
000,000 worth of gold has been melted
down by gas since the speclal furnaces

| were introduced.
