Allison Bill Doesn’t
Apply To Intertate

Austin, May 1.—The Allison
liquor shipment bill applies only
to intrastate shipments and there
can be no prosecution thereunder
on an interstate shipment. This
is the substance of an opinion ren-
dered by the attorney general’s
department in response to a query
from the county judge of Mat-
agorda county.
‘The Webb act, passed by con-
gress, it is held, removed the em-
bargo of interstate commerce from
liquor shipments and leaves to the
state to determine just how and in
what manner such shipments or
such goods shall be handled after
crossing the line, Under that act
shipments are prohibited into dry
territory for the purpose of sale
in violation of the law, leaving
transportation open for private
use,
The opinion concludes with the
statement that “it is within the
power of the legislature to so mod-
ify and amend the Allison bill as
to apply to the class of shipments
comprehended by the Webb act.”
