PET TALK
The technical term  is 

trichobezoars, but cat owners 
know them by a more common 
name: hairballs.

Most of the time, hairballs are 
not a life-threatening problem, 
but they can develop into a nag­
ging ailment and they may hide a 
much more serious medical con­
dition, says Dr. John August, a 
feline specialist at Texas AAM 
University's College of Veterinary 
Medicine.

Hairballs occur frequently in 
cats because of the way the ani­
mals groom themselves, August 
says. And with more than 60 mil­
lion cats out there, there is the po­
tential for a lot of hairballs.

A cat that has a thick coat, such 
as Persians and other breeds, may 
collect a lot of matted hair on its 
tongue, and that hair is swallowed 
and C2n clog up the digestive tract. 
That's when trouble can start.

"These balls of hair can irritate 
bii, .stomach lining and can inter­
fere with digestive functions, and

the most common response of the 
animal is to vomit up die hairball," 
August explains.

"If the condition continues, an 
obstruction can form in the diges­
tive tract and the cat will either 
show a significant weight loss or 
at the least, a loss of appetite."

August says there are signs to 
watch for if your cat suddenly 
develops an unusual amount of 
hairballs.

First, if the cat is grooming it­
self excessively, it may because of 
aUergies or skin parasites. Also, 
behavioral prof^ems can cause a 
cat to. groom itself consuntly , 
August adds.

The best prevention? "A go(rf 
brushing at least once a day will 
usually do the trick," August be­
lieves. "You will see a lot of ex­
cessive hair when you brush the

cat thoroughly, and that hair on 
your brush is hair that the cat prob­
ably would have swallowed."

Special diets - usually ones that 
contain extra fiber - can be ob­
tained from a veterinarian or from 
pet stores and these diets will of­
ten greatly reduce the severity of 
hairballs, August says.

“R en d er” your  taxable  

property by April 15th.

A “rendition” is a report to the appraisal district that lists all 
the taxable property you owned or controlled on January 1st 
of this year. The rendition form is available at your local ap­
praisal district oflfice...or you may draft a similar form.

W ho must file a rendition?
You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal prop­
erty that is used to produce income—such as the inventory and 
equipment used by a business.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

You give your opinion of your property’s value. If the 
appraisal district believes the value is higher, it must 
notify you in writing of the higher value and explain 

how you can protest that value to the appraisal review board.
You record your correct mailing address so your tax 

bills will go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to 
the wrong address, the law still holds you responsible 
for paying your taxes on time or paying extra charges 
for late payments.
You can also file a “report of decreased value” to notify 

the appraisal district of significant depreciation of the 
value of your property in 2001. The district will look 
at your property before assigning value in 2002.

\{^ a t  s the deadline?
The last day for filing 2002 renditions is April 15. Call your 
appraisal distria for the last date the rendition may be post­
marked, if mailing. You can get an extra 15 days if you ask for 
it in writing by the April 15 deadline.

The program serves children 
from birth to 3 years old with 
developmental delay or children 
with medical diagnosis. It serves 
children in 6 counties which in­
cludes Cass, Morris, Titus, Red 
River, Franklin and Camp. To 
find out if you child will qualify 
for ECI, call 903-572-8551.

Your child will receive a free 
screening to sec if he/shc has de­
velopmental delay. If your child 
was born with medical problems, 
check with your local doctors, 
WIC Clinic staff, DHS manage. 
Head Start program for a diagno­
sis list or you may call ECI pro­
gram.

To be in ECI program, there is 
NO INCOME guideline. The ser­
vices provided by ECI are free of 
charge. The developmental delay 
includes: social/behavior skills, 
motor skills (crawling, sitting, 
walking, reaching and the use of 
fingers, hands and wrist), lan­
guage skills, self-help skills, and 
cognitive skills (thinking, reason­
ing and learning ability).

If you notice that your child 
has difficulty with crawling, sit­
ting, walking, talking, seeing or 
hearing, call ECI for help. All 
ECI services will be provided at 
home, day care, or where thechild 
slays during the day Monday 
through Friday from 8 am to 4 
pm

ECI believes that the earlier 
they can help your child, the 
sooner you will see the improve­
ment in the areas o f concern for 
your child.

TEXAS B U S I N E S S E S  HAVE A P R I L  
1 5  DEADLINE FOR F I L I N G

P R O P E R T Y  TAX R E N D I T I O N S
(Austin)-Texas Com ptroller Carole Keeton Rylander today re­
minded Texas businesses to render their property w ith county ap- 
prai.sal districts by April 15. To render is to list the taxable property 
that businesses owned or managed as of Jan. 1, 2002. Rendering 
allows property owners to record their opinions of their property 's 
value. This ensures that the appraisal district sends them  a notice 
before placing a higher value on their property.

"Property owners who render are in a better position to exer­
cise their rights as taxpayers," said Buddy Breivogel, m anager of 
the Com ptroller's Property 'Tax division. "They ensure that the 
appraisal district has their correct address so Ithey will receive no­
tices of any actions that affect their property or tax bills."

Even if the tax collector cannot deliver a I ax bill because of an
incorrect address, the property ow ner is still responsible for pay­
ing the taxes, plus late paym ent penalties.

Businesses annually report their inventor! m, furniture and fix­
tures, machinery and equipm ent and other tangible as.sets. Ap­
praisal districts use the reports to set businjess property values. 
When a business owner doesn't render the business property, the 
chief appraiser estimates the value. While state law requires busi­
ness owrwrs and operators to render, any property owner, includ­
ing homeowners, farmers and ranchers, majy render their prop­
erty w ith county appraisal districts. '

If more than one appraisal district appraises a property, the prop­
erty ow ner should render in each appraisal district office. One ap­
praisal district may appraise a property for county tax purposes, 
while a neighboring appraisal district may appraise the same prop­
erty for school taxes, if the school district is in both counties.

Com ptroller Rylander also announced that ow ners whose prop­
erty was damaged by a storm, flood or fire last year may file a 
special decreased value report that could lower their final tax bills. 
Property owners have until April 15 to file the decreased value 
report, which indicates their property 's conditions on January 1, 
2002.

Property owners who can show good cause may ask the chief 
appraiser to extend the rendition deadline to April 30. The chief
appraiser m ust grant owners of projjerty regulated by the Public 
Utilil "  ■ ■ -  - -tility Commission or the Railroad Commission a filing extension 
to April 30, and may extend the deadline another 15 days if the 
ow ners request it in writing and show good cause.

Taxpayers may contact their county appraisal district office for 
rendition forms, or they may e-mail tne comptrollers property tax
division at ptd.qxi@qxi.tx.us or call the property tax hotline at 1- 
800-252-9121 for a general property tax information.
