Interesting School
News by Co. Supt.

The school business is the
county’s biggest and best busi-
ness. It should receive the cheer-
ful and hearty support of every-
one. The county schools are
opening in all parts of the county
and never before has there been
such active interest among the
school boards and the patrons for
proviging better schools. School
Boards are planning for longer
terms, more teaching force, better
equipment, and for many other
much needed improvements. Just
drop in when you are passing the
rural schools and inspect the work
of the teacher and the pupils and
vou will be convinced that Haskell
county schools are wide awake,
and are among the most progres-
siye and up-to-date schools in the
State.

I visited Dennis school Friday
November 5, and inspected the
work of the teacher and pupils.
Mr. Hugh Smith, a Denton Nor-
mal student, had his school well

organized. He had 24 pupils and
expeeted the school to be crowded

within the next two weeks. The
trustees have employed two teach-
ers for the school this year. The
assistant will begin after the first
month is taught. This school has
a modern, up-to-date school build-
ing with a late system of heating
and ventilation, single desks, and
good black boards, It just needs
to establish a good library and or-
ganize a PATRON'S MEETING.

It was my pleasure to wisit the
Sagerton school Tuesday of this
week and inspect the work of the
teachers, Sagerton has four
teachers employed this year. This
is one more than the school has
ever employed for the term. The
Primary department, under the
management of Miss Ruby Fits-
gerald, has enrolled 40 children;
the intermediate, with Miss Della
Foster (this being her sixth term,)
as teacher, has encolled 30 chil-¥
dren; the high school, with Prof.
T. R. Havins and Miss Mary
Hughes as teachers, has enrolled
more than 20 studeats, It is
known that as many as five fami.
