
Texas Crime Rate Up From 1984
The crime rate and number of ma­

jor crimes reported in Texas during 
the first half of 1985 increased, accor­
ding to statistics furnished by the 
Texas Department of Public Safety.

“ Compared to the first six months 
of 1964, the crime rate for the first half 
of 1985 was up eight percent to 3,111.7 
crimes per hundred thousand popula­
tion,”  said Colonel Jim Adams, DPS 
director.

All major crime categories showed 
increases in the number of offenses 
reported.

Rape led the four violent crime

categories, increasing 13.8 percent. 
Aggravated assault, murder and rob­
bery were up 9.6 percent, 8.7 percent 
and 3.1 percent respectively.

“ Motor vehicle thefts rose 12.4 per­
cent,”  Adams pointed out. “ Burglary 
increased 8.3 percent and theft was up 
10.6 percent.”

Of the total index crimes reported, 
21 percent were cleared by arrests in 
the first half of 1985. The value of pro­
perty stolen during the commission of 
the index crimes was estimated at 
over 585 million dollars, with approx­
imately 230 million dolalrs in stolen

It’s cotton stripping time. How it got 

here so fast remains one of those 
obscure mysteries.

But, the first trailers are trundling 
down the roads, and the gins have 
begun their throaty roar. For some, 
cotton time doesn’t mean much, but 
it always creates a lot of nostalgia for 
me.

When 1 was a youngster (yes, I 
know I ’m showing my age) cotton 
harvest was a major marker in the 
year. School would turn out for two or 
three weeks for youngsters to help 
pull bolls with their parents.

There were four gins running in 
Deport alone at that time. Rugby had 
one, Fulbright had one, Bogata had 
two, there were gins at Cunningham, 
and scattered just about everywhere 
else. Now Deport and Cunningham 
are the only two, each with a gin 
apiece.

The fields would open slowly, cot­
ton wasn’t killed and stripped 
mechanically.

From early in the morning until 
dark, those white fields were spotted 
with countless backs, clad in bright 
colored shirts and jeans or overalls, 
pulling the long white sacks that slow­
ly swelled with the harvest, pulled by 
hand.

Scales and trailers waited at the 
end of the rows to weigh and haul the 
cotton.

In 1957 there was what may have 
been the biggest cotton crop this neck 
of the woods ever saw.

Seven hundred Mexican Nationals 
were brought in from down South. 
They were housed in the old cotton 
warehouse, and for the first time 
ever, we youngsters heard the plain­
tive sounds of Mexican guitar floating 
over town at night.

A few of the younger children came 
to school, objects of much curiousity 
to the rest of us.

Then, when the fields were bare, 
the Mexican Nationals disappeared 
as swiftly as they came, and interlude 
that brought a change to all our lives. 
Within two years mechanical strip­
pers were taking over the hand 
harvesting.

Now, there is no such thing as “ pull­
ing bolls” . It’s a lost occupation in this 
part of the world. Those that did it 
remember aching backs and don’t 
mourn it’s demise.

But for me, fall and childhood will 
always be Riled with slow rides 
through the countryside with my 
grandfather to see the harvest. It’s 
filled with the gentle rumble of cotton 
gins, going on day and night, and the 
whine as a gin gears up.

The importance of cotton was in­
grained...and it’s a hard feeling to 
lose.

The gin cranked up to action...and 
it brought back once again those vi­
sions from a bygone day.

Oh, 
that could be an awful decision to 
make.

Today’s kids have the problem even 
greater.

Preventing Heart Attacks
Conclusive evidence that 

reducing elevated blood 
cholesterol with a choles- 
teroUlowering drug and diet 
can prevent heart attacks 
and death from heart disease 
was presented recently by the 
National Heart, Lung and 
Blood Institute(NHLBI).

The study was the largest, 
longest and most closely 
monitored to date o f cho­
lesterol and its relationship 
to heart attacks. Directed and 
funded by the NHLBI at 12 
U.S. medical centers, the 
Lipid Research Clinics Trial 
demonstrated that combin­
ing the cholesterol-lowering 
drug, cholestyramine (Ques­
tran), with a moderately low- 
fat diet, reduced heart at­
tacks by almost 20%.

The NHLBI scientists es­
timate that i f  Americans 
would reduce their blood 
cholesterol levels by 25%, 
this would eventually lead to 
a 50% reduction in the inci­
dence o f coronary heart dis­
ease.

The study participants 
were 3,806 men between the 
ages o f 35 and 59, but the 
NHLBI believes that the re­
sults are also applicable to 
both men and women o f all 
ages.

Down to the Sea
Dieters looking for foods 

low in cholesterol and fats 
but rich in vitamins should 
look to seafoods, according 
to a Texas A&M Sea Grant 
report. The low fat content 
o f fish and shelirish make 
them ideal for weight loss 
diets and those seeking to 
control blood cholesterol 
levels. Atherosclerosis, obe­
sity and hypertension— all 
diet-relate(l ailments— in­
crease the risk o f heart dis­
ease.
