Historic Anthrax . . . Agricultural Miracltt Maia
Harvest Continuing Milk Production Down

THE OUTBREAK of anthrax m Falls County which
appearsto he under control at this time stimulated a little
digging to find out about the disease. The Texas
Department of Health, m one of its bulletins, speculated
that Moses might have had anthrax m mmd when he told
Pharaoh that a "grievous murrain" would come on all

cattle, horses,oxen and sheepm Egypt if Egyptamsdidn't
stop oppressingthe Israelites It is known that anthrax has

appearedworld wide, that it will attack almost all animals,
including man. but that it appears to prefer cattle and
horses.Man and swine appear to have greater resistanceto
anthrax infection Anthrax externally may appear to be

sores or carbuncles. Internally, it may be mistaken for

pneumonia or bloat m cattle. It is usually fatal to infected
cattle in a very short time, and its germs may live for many
months andbe a source of danger m previously infested
areas for years The authorities say that anthrax should be
suspectedwhen animals die suddenly, especially in areas

where the disease has been a problem previously. Tht great
Louis Pasteur is responsible for developing a vaccine that
can protect animals from anthrax.
