No Change From
UIL Realignments

Most of the area schools remained
in basically the same districts as the
University Interscholastic League
released its' biannual realignments,
Thursday morning. The new districts
take effect this fall.

Prairiland remains in virtually the
same District 13-3A. The Patriots
stay in a conference that includes
Rains, Mineola, Mt. Vernon and
Winnsboro. Quitman dropped to 2A
and Wil's Point takes it splace in 13-
3A.

Paris and North Lamar, now in
District 10-4A, will remain the same
with the exception of Hallsville
High, which dropped from 5A, will
join the district which already in-
cludes Mt. Pleasant, Sulphur Springs
and Liberty-Eylau and will be called
District 15-4A. Hallsville moves to
District 16-4A.

District 17-2A, which currently
houses Cooper, Honey Grove, River-
crest,Como-Pickton, Wolfe City and
Leonard, will now be called District

12-2A, but will look much the same.
Como-Pickton dropped out of the

district, but Chisum joins the football
district.

District 14-3A, which includes
Clarksville, New Boston, DeKalb,
Queen City and Pleasant Grove,
remains the same.

The only area schools that were
split up significantly were Detroit
and Fannindel in Class 1-A.

Detroit enters District 20-A which
will include Fruitvale, Gilmer, Un-
ion Hill, Harleton, Maud, Simms and
Bowie.

Fannindel will be in 19-A as be-
fore, but with schools that include
Blue Ridge, Celeste, Gunter, Prosper
and Savoy.

The 37A basketball district of
Detroit, Fannindel, Roxtonand Dodd
City remain the same.

Enrollment figures based on aver-
age daily membership for grades 9-
12, which were used by the UIL in
