City of Deport To Get Grants
The City of Deport has received 

two letters from the Texas Depart­
ment of Commerce, announcing that 
the city will be awarded two grants.

The first grant will be for the entire 
city, in the amount of $12,500, for 
planning studies, and doing things such 
as updating city blueprints. The award 
is made available through the Texas

Community Development Program.
The second grant is much larger, 

and amounts to S140,0(K) for water 
distribution line improvements.

Streets that are proposed in the 
water grant are: Church Street, part 
of KeLsey Street, Part of Bevillc, 
NorlhFirsl, and part of Jeffus. Lines

will be replaced with six inch water 
mains and added fire plugs. Con­
struction should be startetl about July 
or August.

This grant comes from the Texas 
Community Development Program 
also. It will be matched with ten per­
cent of city funds.

Sales Taxes Show "Nice" Increase

Talco received $521.(X) for an 
18.08% decrease over last Decem­
ber's payment.

Bogata received $2,311.11 for a 
.18% increase while Clarksville re­
