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Area Drought
Worsening With Heat, No Rain

Crops are rapidly deteriorating as 
the moisture situation worsens 
throughout the entire Red River 
Valley area. It has been about a 
month since any appreciable amount 
of rainfall has been received, and that 
coupled with high winds equates to a 
disaster.

Nevertheless, we have much for 
which to give thanks, and perhaps we 
should be thankful that we have 
made some production and our cattle 
have not been swept down the river 
and our homes and fannsteads are 
not inundated with water and several

feel of mud.
Soybeans are one of the hardest hit 

crops at this time. The early maturing 
varieties (Group III & IV) are in the 
bloom and prxl filling period in their 
development at die pre.sent time. The 
Group 111 and early Group IV varie­
ties have set prxls while the later 
maturing Group IV varieties are 
hl(K)ming pre.sently. If moisture 
doesn't come soon, the beans in the 
set ptxls will not fill ;tnd the beans 
bltxtming will not set pods. A gixxl 
rain this week would be very benefi­
cial.

The area hay crop is running 
upwards of 50% of normal based on 
reprtrts from custom hay (Xiperators 
and farmers. The first cutting was 
extremely short, as bermuda grass 
did not grow until the weather warmed 
up in late May. Con.sequendy, the 
first grass cutting conttiined very little 
bermuda. This shortttge has caused 
prices of most commtxli ties to go up, 
and we should expect feed cost to 
escalate when the full impact of die 
midwest llcxxl is realized.

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Low Birthweight Babies 
May Be Eligible For SSI

According to Ray Hudson, Dis- 
tiict Manager ol Paris Social Secu­
rity Office, low birthweight babies 
may be eligible lor Supplemental 
Security Income (SSI) benefits, and 
being eligible for SSI usually me;uis 
you ;ue eiigible for Medicaid.

SSI is a ledeiiU progiiun that pro­
vides monthly benefits toindividuiUs 
whoiae 6.S or older, or blitid. or have 
a disability and w ho don't own much 
or have a lot of income; and the 
progrmn isn't just lor adults. Infants 
who weigh less than I2(K) gnuns 
(approximately 2 pounds 10 ounces) 
at birth :ue considered disabled ;uid 
m:iy qualify, liven an infant who 
weighs more than 1200 grams at birth,

and has serious medical problems, 
may tilso meet the SSI disability 
requirement.

These Garden Tips

Windows Offer Scenic Views But 
Contribute Little To Home Comfort

The dog days of summer can 
daunt even the most spirited ol 
gardeners. But abandoning the 
garden because of dr9ught or heat 

'can greatly reduce yields.
Here’s some help to beat the heat 

and drought;
• Avoid the scorching mid-day 

heat by working in the garden late 
in the afternoon or early in the mor­
ning. But don’t start too early; 
waiting Ufn*' the morning dew is dry 
will help prevent the spread of 
dis'Ctfses.

• Harvest vegetables in the morn- 
ing before they wilt or get too large.

• Spread an organic mulch such as 
straw or pine bark over the garden. 
Thetnulch will hold moisture in the 
soil and reduce the amount of time

you need to spend weeding.
• Be sure to cultivate weeds when 

they are small. If you wait until they 
become well established, you’ll have 
a harder time removing them. Also, 
the weeds will consume moisture and 
nutrients that your vegetable plants 
need.

• Instead of watering every day, 
try watering only once a week. But 
be sure to give the garden a thorough 
soaking, wetting the soil to a depth 
of 6 inches. Gardens need an inch of 
water a week.

Remove plants from the garden 
when they have finished producing. 
By doing so, you’ll reduce the 
chance of having serious disease and 
insect problems to handle.

The R-vtilue of :i window shows 
why windows may eoniriliuie up to 
209i of a home's summer hetil gain or 
winter heat loss through heat tnins- 
fcr. R-v:ilue is a relative measure ftl 
a miileritil's rcsislanec lo heal trans­
fer. The higher the value, the higher 
fhe rcsistiince ui heat iransler. A 
douhle-ptined winJow generally has 
an R-value of R-1.5, compared to a 
sitiadard wall, which has an R-valuc 
ofR-11.

Although windows can never 
iiehicvc ihecHieieney of a wtill, home­
owners can hike steps* to reduce en­
ergy waste through windows, stiid 
Gary Petty, Bogiata district manager 
with I'NP.

Most of these steps involve either 
some type of insulation for the win­
dows or shading for the outside ol the 
window. Insulation can involve 
something as simple as heavy drapes 
that fit light to the wall and have a 
eornice to control air How at the top. 
Miiii-blinds, on their own. offer very 
little insulalingability. Petty stiid, but 
they can be helpful in trapping layers 
of air when used in conjunction with 
dnipes.

The most effective interior iriial- 
menls, he said, ttfc the use of movable 
insulation such as thermal curtains 
and shades and thermal shutters.

In the summer, a solargicreea in­
stalled on the outside of the window 
can help block from 50%̂  to 70% o l, 
the direct radiant heal of the sun. 
Solar screens knik similar to tightly 
meshed in.scct screens and are avaiP 
able with rcnective and non-reflec- 
tivc fini.shes. The rclleclive screens

re licet solar heal away Irom thehou.* '̂ 
while the non-relleelive mesh bhKks
sunlight and absorbs some ol the sun s
energy.

I he screens can be purchased or 
assembled the same way insect 
screens are assembled. I hey have 
the added advanuige of being ellee- 
live witJi (he window opened, and 
they can be removed during the win­
ter so that the sun can be used to warm
the house. . .

Shading windows on the outside is 
another way to reduce energy waste 
during summer months. Shading 
options include awnings, hmdscap- 
ing. shutters, exterior roll shades and 
r(K)f overhangs. Shading should be 
planned .so that il not only reduces 
heal in the summer but allows the 
heal to come in during the winter. 
Petty sjiid.

l•oreuslomers building new homes. 
TNP recommends hiking care to place 
windows where they minimize en­
ergy loss. A southern exposure is 
best. Petty said, especially if there is 
a deep overhang with the window. 
Northern and western exposures are 
the worst, depending on ilie time ol 
year.

I'NP also reminds customers that 
windows can be a source ol air ie:ik- 
age. ('aulking :ind wealherslripping 
:ire easy and inexpen.sive ways to 
prevent Ihi.s leakage.

"Obviously, windows can m;ike a 
big difference in the visual appeal of 
a home-from the inside and out­
side, '̂ Petty .said, ’"lliat's why we're 
not recommending that customers 
consider living in a window less envi­
ronment. We just w;tnt them to be 
aware that there ;u-e energy use trade­
offs for the aesthetic appeal, but that 
there are ways to reduce that trade­
off."
