cat can be a big problem if it is not 
vitcciniiied, and if it’s owner is irre- 
spiaisiblc. Even six dogs or cats, given 
tire kind of care many pet owners 
provide, can be less of a problem than 
one wild or uncared for pet. Many 
people take in strays, neuter them, 
vaccinate them and give them proper 
care. If these people are forbidden to 
do this worth service the end result 
will actually be more strays to be 
killed! Please, remove or change sec­

As a special Hoard meeting on 
March It). 2tMM), the Hoard mem­
bers of Lamar Electric voted to 

Ise the percentage of signatiirt>s 
uired in order f<»r members to 

call a special meeting from ID'r to 
25%. I'his motion failed for lack 
of a two-thirds majority vote. This 
vote was taken ten days after LEC 
members started obtaining signa­
tures by petition to call a s|>ecial 
m eeting. The Karnter's Co-op  
merger proposal was also rejected. 
1 he Hoard refused to let LFC 
members attend this meeting. A 
few days later, Lamar Electric filetl 
a lawsuit against Farmer's Co-op, 
preventing Farmer’s Co-op from 
discussing with Lamar Electric 
members the benefits contained in 
their pntposal. is this fair?

It is my understanding that 
about eight years ago lin n t-  

'ollins, a member of Kayburn 
Country, merged with Cap Rmk 
Electric. A settlement agreement 
was signed between Cap Rock 
E lectric, H unt-C ollins and 
Ray burn Country, stating that Cap 
Rock would never again become 
involved with Kay burn ('oiintry or 
any of their members. Lamar Elec­
tric is a member of Kay burn ( 'oiin­
try. It appi'ars that the lawsuit in

Midland, Texas, heard in the 238 
District Court of Judge John (>. 
Hyde, honored the settlem ent 
agreement and ruled in favor of 
Kayburn Country.

The LE'C Hoard believes that 
“.Such a combination would be 
very lieneficial to you, the Lamar 
EC member, as it would return to 
you immediately your equity own­
ership (capital credits) in Lamar," 
How is this piissihle? In order to 
give the same item back, one first 
has to take that item away. It ap­
pears that for Cap Kin'k to return 
equity ownership in Lamar Co-op 
that belongs to co-op members 
hack to LEC members, they first 
have to take the capital credits 
away from LEC members. I don’t 
understand why it is necessary to 
take capital credits, ow tied hy LEC 
members, away fnim these mem­
bers just so that Cap Rock can 
immediately return them. It makes 
no sense. Is there possibly a sur­
charge or does Cap RiK'k already 
have our capital credits?

As member of both Lamar Elec­
tric and Cap Rock, I called upon 
the hoard of both organizations, 
who state. “We are determined to 
continue the right, the fight to pn>- 
vide you with the power to make 
your own decision and direct your 
own future,” to cancel this merger 
in order that Lamar Electric might 
continue to develop it’s full poten­
tial. The authority exists to termi­
nate this agreement on page 243, 
paragraph 11.1)2, in the contract 
between Cap Rock Electric and 
Lamar County Electric. It is in­
cumbent upon the Hoard of Direc­
tors to take the necessary action.
