An ordinance prohibiting operation of com­

mercial trucks on city streets and prohibiting 
parking thereof in (he City Limits of theCity of 
Bogata. Texas: prescribing a penalty for viola­
tion hereof; repeal ing all ordinances or parts of 
ordinances in conflict herewith; providing for 
an effective dale of July 8,2000; and providing

for a savings clause.
BE ITORDAINEDBY THECITY COUN­

CIL OF THE CITY OF BOGATA. TEXAS
SECTION I : It shall be unlawful for any 

person to access, drive upon, or use, leave, 
park or stand any truck tractor, trailer, semi­
trailer, bus or any commercial motor vehicle 
with a rated capacity of one and one-half tons 
thereof, inside the city limits of Bogata, Texas 
This section shall not prevent the parking of 
standing of the above described vehicles in 
such areas for the purpose of expeditiously
