Who must file a tax return?

There are some instances where
you may not be required to file a tax
return. But the IRS reminds you to
keep a few things in mind. First, over
70 percent of all individual filers of
federal income tax returns are due a
tax refund, and it may be to your ad-
vantage to file, even if you are not
required to. Next, the law requires
you to file a tax return if your income
is above a certain level. Please check
the instructions for Form 1040,
1040A, or 1040EZ (under "filing re-
quirements") for specific details that
may affect your need to file a tax re-
turn with IRS this year.

Here are some general guidelines
for anyone under age 65. Remem-
ber, these guidelines may change
based on your particular situation. In
general, once you have the follow-
ing gross income amounts, the law
requires you to file a Federal tax re-
turn with the IRS:

+Single $ 7,200

Head of Household $ 9,250
Married Filing Joint $12,950
Married Filing Separate  $ 2,800

Generally, a person who is "self-
employed" must file a tax return if
his or her net earnings from self-em-
ployment for the year exceed $400.

Even individuals who don't earn
enough to be required to file a tax
return may be eligible for an earned
income credit up to $2,353 for a tax-
payer with one qualifying child and
$3,888 for a taxpayer with two or
more qualifying children. Some in-
dividuals who do not have a qualify-
ing child may be eligible for a credit
of up to $353. However, you must
file a return to receive the Earned In-
come Credit. You must also file a
return if you received any advance
payments of this credit while you
worked during the year.

Former band director indicted

Clayton Taylor, former Mt. Ver-
nonand Rivercrest High School Band
Director was indited January 18, 2001
by the grand jury on 12 counts of
possession of child pornography ac-
cording to Tom Kelly, a representa-
tive of the Attorney General's office.

The other day, I came across the
jar of mincemeat that I had bought to
make pies with during the holidays. I
enjoy fruit mincemeat and usually
make one or two pies a year. For
some reason, the time flew by and I
did not get my mincemeat pie this

year. . .can you believe that!

Well, I got to
thinking....mincemeat....what is
mincemeat....really!

Mincemeat dates back tothe medn-
eval English baking times, and came
to America with the early settlers.
Older versions of the recipe included
cooked, minced (hence the name)
meat...usually beef, but sometimes
venison or other meats, along with
chopped, dried fruits and brandy of
some other alcohol, acting as a pre-
servative only!

Modern recipes are likely to in-
clude chopped cherries, dried apri-
cots, apples or pears, raisins and can-
died citrus peel, nuts, beef suet (this
is the solid, white fat found around
the kidneys and loins of beef, sheep
or other animals), various spices,
brandy or rum according to taste.

Ingredients are usually combined,
covered and allowed to mature for a
month before being used. A safer
alternative, in today's world with food
safety in mind, is to either bake the
pies immediately, freeze the filing or

can the mincemeat. One quart' of
mincemeat will fill one 8-inch or 9-
inch pie shell. But letting the ingre-
dients set for a while will heighten
the taste.

But don't wait for the next holiday
toroll around, butroll up your sleeves
and bake one of these recipes listed
below. See you in the kitchen!

Brandied Mincemeat-this recipe
consists of only fruits and spices...no
meats!

Venison Mincemeat-uses venison
along with a variety of fruits and
spices!

English Mincemeat-this recipe
suggests that you let the filling set for
about three weeks, but not in the
refrigerator!

Mincemeat Pie Filling-you can
use venison or beef combined with
sausage and cover all with apple
cider!

Mincemeat Pie-basic "come-
from-the-store-mincemeat” recipe
along with some apples, lemon and
brandy added for that extra flavor!

Mincemeat Pie Filling-where the
other recipes call for apple cider, this
one calls for sweet pickle juice, pine-
apple juice, sorghum, fruits and beef
broth, added to the meat!

Anybody out there remember mak-
ing mincemeat...let me know!

Brandied Mincemeat

2 quarts tart apples-dice, peel & core
4 cups cranberries
14 ounce golden raisins
14 ounce dark raisins
1 ounce package currants
12 ounce package figs-chopped
1-1/3 cups ground oranges(2 medium)
1 cup ground lemons(2 large)
1/2 cup chopped candied orange peel
1/2 cup chopped candied lemon peel
2 cups brown sugar
I tablespoon cinnamon
2 teaspoons allspice
2 teaspoons nutmeg
1 teaspoon cloves
1 teaspoon ginger
1 quart apple cider
3/4 cup brandy
1/2 cup dry sherry

Combine all ingredients, except
brandy and sherry, in a large saucepot.
Simmer gently for about | hour, stirring
occasionally. Remove from heat; care-
fully stirin brandy and sherry. Return to
heat and simmer 30 minutes. Can be
canned or used for pies; yields 4 quarts.

Venison Mincemeat

2 pounds cooked venison-chopin grinder
4 pounds apples-core,peel & chop
2 pounds raisins
4 cups sugar-brown or white
3/4 pound melted suet or butter
1/2 teaspoon cloves
| teaspoon mace
1/2 teaspoon nutmeg
2 teaspoon salt
1-1/2 teaspoons cinnamon
apple cider

After mixing all the ingredients, add
sufficient cider to cover. Cook slowly
until all fruits are tender ( about | hour).
Yields 3-4 quarts of mincemeat. Can be
frozen until ready to use.

English Mincemeat Pies

1/2 pound beef suet-chop fine
4 cups seedless raisins
2 cups dried currants
| cup coarsely cut almonds
172 cup coarsely chopped dried citron
172 cup coarsely chopped dried figs
172 cup chopped candied orange peel
1/2 cup chopped lemon peel
4 cups apples-chop, peel & core
I-1/4 cup sugar
| teaspoon nutmeg
I'teaspoon allspice
| teaspoon cinnamon
172 teaspoon cloves
2-1/2 cup brandy
| cup dry sherry

Combine all ingredients except brandy
and sherry and mix thoroughly.

Be warned before you buy firewood

A roaring fire in the fireplace may
be jsut what's needed during this bit-
terly cold Texas weather. But in the
rush to keep the home fires burning,
Agriculture Commissioner Susan
Combs says some consumers may be
getting short-changed because they
don't know how much firewood they
are buying.

"By law, firewood can only be
sold by the cord or by fractions of a
cord," Combs said. "Anything else
and consumers may be getting
burned."

A standard cord of firewood is 128
cubic feet of wood, generally a pile
measuring 8 feet long by 4 feet tall by
4 feet deep. The wood should be
placed in a line or row with indi-
vidual pieces of wood touching and
parallel to each other. The cord of
wood should be compact.

Other units, suchasa "rick", "truck-
load", "face cord", "rack" or "pile"
are not legitimate measurements and
people have no way of determining
how much firewood they areactually
receiving.

If you think you have been short-
changed, contact your Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture regional office
or TD's Weights and Measures Pro-
gram at (512) 463-7483 or 1-800-
TELL-TDA (835-5832).

TDA offers other helpful hints in
buying firewood.

1) Only burn well-seasoned wood.
If you try to burn green wood, the
heat produced by combustion must
dry the wood before it will burn,

using up a large amount of the avail-
able energy in the process. Well-
seasoned firewood generally has
darkened ends with visible cracks
and splits. Itisrelatively lightweight
and makesaclear "clunk" when pieces
are hit against each other. Green
wood on the other hand is very heavy,
the ends look fresher and it tends to
make a dull "thud" when struck.

2) To prevent the spread of oak
wilt, only buy will seasoned oak fire-
wood. Although the fungus that
causes oak wilt is heat sensitive, stor-
ing contaminated, unseasoned wood
may help spread the disease. The
beetles that carry the fungus may fly
off and infect healthy trees. Well
seasoned oak firewood is dried to the
point where bark is falling off and the
wood is cracked. The fungus is no
longer alive in well seasoned wood.

3) Wood should be stored off the
ground if possible and protected from
excess moisture when weather threat-
ens. The ideal situation is a wood
shed with a tin roof and open or loose
sides for plenty of air circulation to
promote drying.

4) Only burn a little pine, even

construction scraps, as kindling.
_ 5) Packaged natural wood offered
for sale in quantities less than one-
eighth cord or 16 cubic feet, must
display the quantity in terms of cubic
meters or cubic feet or any fractions
of cubic meters or cubic feet and
must meet RDA's labeling require-
ments for accuracy.

Bowie and Red River Counties are
included in those in Texas recently
named by Secretary of Agriculture,
Dan Glickman, eligible for loans to
cove part of actual production losses
resulting from a severe winter and ice

storm that occurred on December 25,
2000 and continuing.

Farmers may be eligible for loans
of up to 80% of their actual losses or
the operating loan needed to continue
in business or $500,000, whichever
is less. For farmers unable to obtain
credit from private commercial lend-
ers, the interest is 3.75%.

Applications will be accepted un-
til August 28, 2001 but farmers
should apply as soon as possible.
Delays in applying could create back-
logs in processing and possibly over
into the new farming season.

When a direct loan helped expand a
company's projected gross sales by $1
million in a matter of months, it's clear
that the business owners — and the loan
agents — were on the right track.

February is American Heart Month

February is American Heart Month
and these four tips can help you get
and keep a healthier heart. 1) If you
smoke or use other tobacco products,
stop! If you don't use tobacco, don't
start! 2) Measure your blood pres-
sure at least every 2-1/2 years to make
sure it is in the desirable range (less
than 140/90 mmHg). 3) Eatless than
30% of your calories from fat with
less than 10% from saturated fats and
less than 300 mg of dietary choles-
terol per day. 4) Include at least 30
minutes of moderate physical activ-
ity per day on most if not all days of
the week.

An average adult will consume
about 2000 calories. TO have less
than 30% of your calories from fat
you would need to eat less than 600
calories from fat or under 67 grams
of fat. The food guide pyramid shows
you an easy way to eat healthier. It
recommends 6-11 servings per day of
whole grain breads and cereals
(choose those without added fat) and
5 servings fruit and vegetables (most
vegetables and all fruits are fat free).
Then add 4-6 ounces per day of meat,
poultry or fish. This is much less than
most Americans eat. Sixteen ounces
of low fat milk or 2 servings of other
low fat dairy products round out the
third level. Try to avoid the foods in
the top of the pyramid as most of
those are high in fat and calories and

low in other nutrients.

Food labels on packaged foods can
be helpfulinmaking lower fatchoices.
"Light" products are those thathave a
50% or more reduction in calories
from fat from the original version or
1/3 fewer calorie overall. "Reduced”
products contain a minimum of 25%
less fat by volume/weight or calorie
amount than the regular product.
While these large print labels are
truthful, a wise consumer will check
the numbers on the back nutrition
label because even light and reduced
products can still contain a signifi-
cant amount of fat or calories.

Physical activity is an essential
part of a healthier life. In the US
today, barely 8% of the adult popula-
tion exercises on aregular basis. Most
of the jobs and life-styles have be-
come increasingly sedentary com-
pared to our grandparents day. This
is also a concern for your children.
Many of them are missing the ben-
efits of exercise, placing them at a
higher risk for obesity and heart dis-
ease in the future. Walking, biking
and swimming are all good ways to
start increasing your physical activ-
ity. Start slowly and gradually in-
crease your intensity over them.

Which form, 1040,
1040A or 1040EZ2?

If you are filing a tax return on
paper, you should use the simplest
form for which you qualify. The sim-
pler the form, the less chance for an
error that may cost you money or
delay the processing of your return.
The simplest IRS form is the Form
1040EZ. The 1040A covers several
additional items not addressed by the
EZ. And finally, the IRS Form 1040
should be used when itemizing de-
ductions and reporting more complex
investments and other income. Here
are a few general guidelines on which
form to use.

Interest income is below $400

If you cannot use form 1040EZ or
Form 1040A, you probably need a
Form 1040. You can use the 1040 to
report all types of income, deduc-
tions, and credits. You may have re-
ceived a Form 1040A or 1040EZ in
the mail because of the return you
filed last year. If your situation has
changed this year, it may be to your
advantage to file a Form 1040 in-
stead. For example, you may pay less
tax by filing a Form 1040 because
you have enough deductions to item-
ize this year.
