Memories of a special

lady shared by granddaughter

On Monday 1 visited with Mrs
Gussie Mussick who was in the pro-
cess of setting up her quilt stand to
begin quilting a beautiful top she had
hand stitched. Mrs. Mussick had an
interesting story about her lively
grandmother, Mary Grimett Christo
pher to tell.

Mrs. Christopher was originally
from South Carolina. Her family
moved to Lone Star, Texas where
she met and married, Ben Christo-
pher, who was a minister. In 1914
they moved to Cuthand and in 1921
to the Lewis place located on the
present day FM 909. The couple
raised 10 children together. Their
only way of transportation was by
wagon or by horse which Mrs. Chris-
topher rode side saddle.

In 1925 the family moved to
Dawson County . Mrs. Christopher,
after her husband's death and at 71
years of age made a crop alone with
a 4-up. Fro those who may not know
a 4-up is four horses abreast in a
hitch.She later moved to Lamesa
where she died at 93 .Mrs.
Christopher’s death was in February
and her family were not surprised to
find her garden worked and growing
early crops.

Our memories are what makes a
person special and Mrs. Mussick has
some very special memories of her
grandmother. She remembers her dad
and his sisters and brothers called her
grandma, "Mamie'and her granddad,
"Pappie” butshe alsoremembers Mrs.
Christopher not wanting to be called
GRANNY! One of her only memo-
ries of her grandfather was of him
teasing her grandma by saying,

"Come to granddad, Granny don't
want you".
In later years after Mr.

Christopher's death the children and
grandchildren would ask Mrs. Chris

topher if she would ever re-marry
and she'd say, " Of course, I'm a
lookin' but I don't see one that looks
pretty!"

For years people did not know
Mrs. Christopher lived alone. She
had a Tomcat she called "Sister', since
she thought it was a female Kitten
when she got it, and when asked who
was at home she'd say, "Me and Sis-
ter". The cat was her best friend and
loving to her and her family but Mrs
Mussick says, "That old cat would
fuzz up and growl when a stranger
came up! He tried to protect grandma
as best he could. When grandma's
hearing got bad she'd see that cat
fuzzed up and know someone strange
was about".

Mrs. Christopher spent her life
doing for herself and her family, she
gardened, sewed, quilted, made her
own soap and put up her produce and
fruit until the day she died. Some-
where in her 80's she was still deer
hunting, dressing and processing her
kills.

She is pictured in Katy, Tx. on her
son's place. In the photo she is 88
years oldriding her side saddle on old
"Bill" a cow pony and show horse.
She was there to visit and go deer
hunting.

Mrs. Christopher out lived all but 3
of herchildren. Her great granddaugh-
ter is the proud owner of her spinning
wheel and her side saddle. She was
dearly loved by her family and friends
and was a women of strength and
character. She is missed but will never
be forgotten.

The love in Mrs. Mussick's eyes as
she told me this story was unmistak-
able and by telling her grandma's
story has honored her to one and all.

The Red River County Genealogi-
cal Society is asking anyone who
may have any old Bogata, Rosalie,
Detroit or Bagwell newspapers to
contact the society.

The society is expected to receive
funding soon to have all the available
newspapers of Red River County
towns microfilmed in order to pre-
serve them for future generations.

The society wishes to contact any-
one who may have any such news-
papers in their collection. Whether
one paper or even a portion of a page,
or a whole collection. Many times
such papers can be found in old
trunks or packed away and forgotten
in unused drawers. The society has
had a number of old newspapers mi-
crofilmed in the past several months
and expects to continue this project
as funds become available. The origi-
nals will be returned to their owners
when the filming is completed.

While one paper, or even one ar-
ticle from one of these old newspa-
pers may seem insignificant, having
it preserved on a reel of microfilm
with other such papers is important
not only for local historians, but for
those who travel to the county to do
historical and genealogical research.
In many cases, the newspaper re-

corded incidents that otherwise
would not be found in any other
source.

The following newspapers are
needed:

Bogata Reformer, existed in early
1900’s prior to Bogata News.

Bogata News, begin in 1911

Rosalie Courier, existed between
1892 and 1898 and possibly later.

Red River County News, existed in
early 1900’s.

Bennett New Era, probably existed
in 1880’s.

Detroit Banner, existed probably
in the late 1880’s or early 1980’s.

Detroit News, began in 1899.

Detroit Weekly Herald, existed in
early 1900’s.

Detroit News-Herald, years
needed 1937-1940.

Bagwell Star.

Also any old newspaper from
Clarksville, Detroit (formerly
Bennett), Bagwell, Annona or Avery.

elock Ferry Landing-Traces of a Bygone Era

By Bobby Maddox

Once upon a time there were four
rednecks riding along in a jeep. The
owner/driver of the jeep was the late
Kenneth “Shep” Shepherd. He was
one of the best friends I ever had.
Since Shep owned the jeep, this en-
titled him to also be the navigator. He
wanted to show us a special place on
the Texas side of Red River. The
place was called Rock Ferry Land-
ing.

It was mid-winter 1980 and cold.
The jeep had a canvas top and sides,
and my brother, Jim, brought along
a kerosene heater to keep us warm. I
can still smell those fumes. The other
passenger was Charles Hignight. I
suppose you could say that we were
four of the most peaceable people
you can imagine. We were all mem-
bers in good standing of BIRO, an
acronym for Bigfoot Investigation
and Research Organization, but that’s
another story.

After slowing down Shep found
the proper road, and we turned north
off of County Road 410 at Kanawha
and went down a rough road, or trail,
down to the edge of Red River. No
wonder Shep wanted us to see this
place. It was a beautiful sight. Back
from the edge of the river, at least 20
or 30 feet, there was nothing but flat
solid rock that sloped back very
gratlually. We walked down to the
water and watched it flow slowly to
the Mississippi. The only sound was
the water splashing against the rocks.
It was a very still and bright night.
There was a full moon and more stars
than I had ever seen. We built a small
fire and stood around it as we enjoyed
a soft drink. We could see our breaths
clearly in the frigid night air. I was
interested in and have since found out
more about the Rock Ferry Landing.

This landing was once well known

and widely used. It was located two
and one-half miles north of Kanawha
and served in early days as the only
connection of Kanawha and Fort
Towson, Oklahoma. There were
many ferries across Red River. In
most places, the Oklahoma side has
gently sloping beaches with steeper
banks on the Texas side. Rock Ferry
had a strong wire cable strung across
the river, and the ferryboat was sim-
:ply pulled across by hand.

We now cross
the rivers without even slowing down
or noticing what’s below. We no
longer have the opportunity to visit
with fellow travelers and ferrymen.
The river flows on, but we no longer
pause to watch the river and observe
its changing moods. I guess that’s
progress.

When I went back to this landing
a few weeks ago, I found that things
had changed. This was now private
property and probably was on my
first visit. When I got to about a quar-
ter of a mile from my destination
there was a gate across the road, but
it wasn’t locked. There was a pad-
lock in the gate that I removed and
put in my pocket. I then continued
and found a house high on the bank
of the river that wasn’t there 20 years
ago. I knocked on the door and met
the owner, Jerry Crutchfield. He was
very friendly and gave me permis-
sion to take another look at the Rock
Ferry Landing.

Here my memory seemed to fail
me. Things had changed so much.
The rock landing was gone, and trees
were at the edge of the river bank that
shouldn’t have been there. I men-
tioned to Jerry that the rocks must
have been washed away. He smiled
and said, “The only difference is the
level of the water. It’s much higher

today. The level of the water changes
almost daily without warning or any
change in the weather.”” When I in-

Be cautious of great deals on newer
model vehicles, manufactured within
the last five years, with new carpet-
ing or upholstery. Look under the mat
in the trunk and underneath the dash-
board.

Examine a vehicle’s title before
purchasing. The state computer sys-
tem is not identifying vehicles as
flood damaged yet, however, always
ask to see the title. If an insurance
company has salvaged a vehicle the
title may carry an annotation in the
Remarks section.

Make use of a private service
that documents vehicle histories.
These types of services can research
insurance claims on vehicles that
have been damaged.

Citizens needing information about
vehicle titles an registration should
check with their local tax assessor-
collector’s office or call the TxDOT
help line at 512-4654-7611.

quired about how high the river did
rise, he said “The highest I've ever
seen was in 1990 when the water was
about one foot deep in my house.”
recalled that in that year the river
bridge on Highway 271 at Arthur
City was closed due to record rain-
fall and flooding. The river exceeded
flood stage of 26 feet, reaching more
than 33 feet.

As | gazed across the river, my
keen mind told me that there should
be a ferry landing on the Oklahoma
side also. I could only see a steep
bank there. When I mentioned this
to Jerry he simply told me, “The land-
ing spot over there was washed away
years ago.” I thanked Jerry and got
his permission to come back and take
a few pictures with a couple of
friends. When I left I remembered to
put the padlock back.

When I called Charles and asked,
“Do you remember the night we went
down to the Rock Ferry Landing in
that jeep?” he answered only half in
jest, “I sure do. That was one of the
highlights of my life.” I replied,
“Mine too”. When Jim, Charles and
I went back with a camera, the water
level was down and we could see the
rock formations very well. I hoped
that some of the pictures were good.

I'll never forget that night years
ago when we first visited this ferry
landing. It seems strange that some-
times a seemingly insignificant ant
event could become so indelibly
printed in my mind. We accom-
plished much that night standing

around that little fire. We discussed,

and solved all of this country’s prob-
lems. It’s too bad we couldn’t have
solved our own.

New hope seen for
neurodegenerative
disease sufferers

COLLEGE STATION - Texas A&M
University biologists are studying the ge
netics of learning and memory in humans
which could help understand aging anc
help find cures for neurodegenerative dis
eases such as Parkinson’s and Alzheimer’s
diseases.

Efthimios M. Skoulakis, who special-
izes in the molecular biology of learning
and memory, is studying how oncogenes,
the genes usually responsible for cancer
can also participate in normal learning
processes. His work has been supported
by grants from the National Science Foun
dation and the National Institute of Men
tal Health.

“Biologists usually thought that
oncogenes are used either in the initial
development of an individual, or are acti
vated later, causing cancer in adults,’
Skoulakis says. “Now these oncogenes
may also be active in the brain during
normal adult life.

“One of the ways drug companies are
combating cancer is to simply block the
action of specific oncogenes to kill the
tumors,” he adds. “So if these genes have
a good function in the brain, are we also
going to stop certain brain functions?”

Spot walking slowly?
Arthritis can affect dogs

COLLEGE STATION - If OI' Blue
would rather walk than run when fetch
ing that stick, he may be feeling the aches
and pains of old age.

Dogs, cats and other animals can suf-
fer from arthritis just like people and the
severity can be just as painful, says Dr
Alice Blue-McLendon, a veterinarian at
Texas A&M University’s College of Vet
erinary Medicine.

The bottom line: a joint is a joint,
whether it's on a human or an animal

“Dogs and cats get arthritis just like
we do because the factors that cause the
ailment are similar in both species,” says
Blue-McLendon.

“It’s a very common problem in old‘
dogs just as it is in people. Treatment
methods are also very similar.”

What signs should pet owners look for
if they suspect arthritis in their animals?

Blue-McLendon says the pet may walk
very stiffly or in some cases, even limp.

The animal might show a reluctance
to walk, climb stairs or play, may have
difficulty rising from a resting position
and may cry out in pain if touched in &
particular area.

When walking a dog, the animal may
often lag behind the owner because it ha:
trouble keeping pace. All of these are signs
that arthritis could be present in your
pet.

Assistance for ice storm damage
to forestlands will begin June 25

The Natural Resources Conserva-
tion Service will begin Monday, June
25, accepting applications for the ice
storm damage on forestlands in
Lamar and Red River Counties.

Funds are available through the
Emergency Watershed Protection
program to assist landowners with the
reduction of wildfire hazards on pri-
vate nonindustrial forestlands dam-
aged by the December 2000 ice
storm. The program is administered
by the NRCS to provide technical and
financial assistance to reduce threats
to life and property.

Owners of private nonindustrial
forestlands are eligible for assistance
if their ice storm debris poses a high
risk of wildfire impact on life and
property. The debris must present a
significant threat for one of the fol-
lowing short term problems as deter-
mined by the Texas Forest Service.
(1) Catastrophic forestland fires. (2)
Public health or safety threats. (3)

Water quality degradation.

For this program, debris is consid-
ered to be the remains of damaged
or downed trees produced by the
storm. Only forested properties are
eligible.

There are two practices eligible un-
der this program; fire breaks and
debris piling/mulching. There must
be 10 tons or more of debris per acre

Video theft is

to be eligible for firebreaks. To be
eligible for debris piling/mulching,
there must be 10 tons or more of de-
bris per acre, and the forest classi-
fied as destroyed by the Texas Forest
Service based upon number of re-
maining trees per acre, and land
within two miles of a state or federal
highway, incorporated community,
school, airport, hospital or other criti-
cally sensitive area or within 1000
feet of a resident.

The EWP will provide a federal
cost-share rate of 75% of the actual
cost to an established average cost to
install wildfire hazard reduction prac-
tices. The landowner isresponsible
for the remaining cost to
installwildlife hazard reduction prac-
tices. Fire hazard reduction methods
must be the most cost effective meth-
ods that will provide immediate, ad-
equate and safe relief from the
threats.

Application for Emergency Water-
shed Protection Program assistance
will be accepted at county USDa field
Service Centers an offices. A copy of
our warranty deed will be required
at sign-up. The deadline for applica-
tions is August 24, 2001.

June is the

time to reap fruits

June is the time of year when gar-
deners begin to reap the fruits of their
labor. Unfortunately, May and June
are often months when disease prob-
lems slow up garden plants. Toma-
toes can be very susceptible to dis-
eases when conditions are favorable.
This year seems to be no exception.
The following descriptions of vari-
ous tomato diseases often occurring
in this are many help in diagnosing
an preventing problem sin the future.

The Early Blight fungus is first
observed on plants as small, black le-
sions mostly on older foliage. Spots
enlarge, and by the time they are one-
fourth inch in diameter or larger, con-
centric ring in a bull’s eye pattern can
be seen in the center of the diseased
area. Tissue surrounding the spots
may turn yellow. If high temperatures
and humidity occur at this time, much
of the foliage is killed. Lesions on the
stems are similar to those on leaves,
sometimes girdling the plant if they
occur near the soil line. Infection of
young seedlings usually results from
fungi and soil; it occurs principally
during period of high humidity and
warm temperature. Control practices
include the use of disease free trans-
plants and regular preventative fun-
gicide applications during the grow-
ing season. Daconil and other fungi-

cides approved for tomatoes and
other vegetables may give some con-
trol.

The first indication of Fusarium
Wilt disease in small plants is a
drooping and wilting of lower leaves
with a loss of green color followed
by wilting and death of the plant.
Often leaves on only one side of the
stem turn yellow at first; yellowed
leaves gradually wilt and die. The
stem of wilted plants when cut

lengthwise, shows a dark brown dis-
coloration of the water conducting
vessels. The fungus is soilborne, and
passes upward through the steam.
Blocking of the water conducting
vessels is the main reason for wilt-
ing. The fungus is most active at tem-
peratures between 80 and 90 F., sel-
dom being a serious problem where
soil and air temperatures remain low
during most of the growing season.
Control can be obtained by growing
plants in disease free soil, using dis-
ease free transplants and growing
only resistant varieties.

The first symptom of Verticillium
Wilt is yellowing of the older leaves,
followed by a slight wilting of the tips
of the shoots during the day. Older
yellowed leaves gradually wither and
drop and eventually the plant is de-
foliated. Verticillium wilt does not
show the one sided effect as does
Fusarium wilt. Leaves from Verticil-
lium infected plants sometimes have
brown dead spots that may be con-
fused with those caused by other
fungi. However, they are lighter in
color and do not show concentric
zones as in early blight. In late stages
of the disease, only the leaves near
the tips of the branch remain alive.
When the stem is cut lengthwise,
there is a discoloration of the woody
tissue similar to Fusarium, but usu-
ally darker an generally occurs only
in the lower part of the stem. The fun-
gus enters the plan through the feeder
roots and grow into the stem in the
woody conducting vessels just under
the cortex. The fungus lives in the soil
for a long time and is exclusively the
source of infection. Progress of the
disease is favored by cooler tempera-
tures an is regarded by the high tem-

peratures that are favorable to
Fusarium wilt. Locating seedbeds ans
fields in Verticillium-free soil, and
using resistant varieties are the most
effective means of controlling the
disease.

Blossom End rot can appear on
fruits at any time in their develop-
mernt, but most commonly when
fruits are one-third to one-half grown.
Initial symptoms are water-soaked
spots on the blossom end of the fruit.
These spots later enlarge and become
black. The cause of this disorder is
considered to be calcium deficiency
in the developing fruit. Extreme fluc-
tuations in moisture, root pruning and
excessive nitrogen fertilization can
also result in blossom end rot. Best
mean of control is to maintain a uni-
form supply of moisture through ir-
rigation and soil mulches. Calcium
chloride can be used as a spray for
control under some conditions. Some
tomato growers and specialists rec-
ommend applying two tablespoons
Epsom salts per plant at the first sign
of Blossom End rot, and then again
in two weeks.

Pronounced upward rolling and
twisting of the leaflets that expose
their undersurface, stiff and leathery
foliage and a peculiar dull yellowing
of the entire plant are typical symp-
toms of Curly top. There is also some
purpling of the veins and the plant is
usually very stunted. Very few fruits
are produced after infection. The vi-
rus is transmitted by the beet leafhop-
per that becomes infected by feed-
ing on wild or cultivated plants hav-
ing the disease. The disease is diffi-
cult to control. Keep field surround-
ing free of weeds. Controlling insects
may effect some control.

Yeam roping
penalties

The team roping header must ride
from behind a barrier to give the steer
a head start. If the header breaks the
barrier, a 10 second penalty is added
to the team’s total time. In average
ropings, the teams are usually al-
lowed three loops, meaning that the
header can miss with his first loop
and rebuild, or the heeler can rope
the head and let the header rope the
heels. Usually at one-headers, two
loops are allowed, should either team
partner miss, the team will receive a
no time. If the heeler catches only one
heel, a five second penalty is added
to the team’s time. A total of 15 sec-
onds in penalties can be added to the
team’s time, the highest penalty al-
lowed for a broken barrier and pick-
ing up only one heel. A disqualifica-
tion can also occur if the team
doesn’t “face” the steer to the judge’s
satisfaction,; if the team undallies and
rides up on the steer before the judge
is allowed to make a decision; or if
the head loop is in a figure-8 around
the steer’s head or horns.
