Tips for successful

holiday mailing

The Postal Service reminds
customers of packaging and mail-
ing tips for the holiday season.

International mail should be
mailed as soon as possible. Par-
cel Post should be mailed no later
than the second week of Decem-
ber. Priority Mail by the third
week of December, Express Mail
by December 21.

Whenever possible, customers
who receive door delivery are
welcome to give their holiday and
other mail they are sending to their
letter carrier, rather than placing
it in a collection box or making a
special trip to the Post Office. Cus-
tomers who receive curbside de-
livery may leave their mail in their
receptacle for pickup.

Print addresses clearly. Include
all address elements. Include both
“to” and “from” information on
packages, and only on one side,
no extra writing, tape parcel with
shipping tape or tape that won’t
come off in transit; cushion con-
tents appropriately.

Never guess a ZIP code. No ZIP
is better than the wrong one.

Select a box that is strong
enough to protect the contents.
Leave space for cushioning inside
the carton.

Package contents with shred-
ded or rolled newspaper, bubble
wrap or styrofoam peanuts.

Always use tape that is de-
signed for shipping, such as pres-
sure sensitive tape, nylon rein-
forced tape, paper tape or glass
reinforced pressure sensitive tape.
Do not use wrapping paper, string,
masking tape or cellophane tape.
Put the delivery and return ad-
dresses on only one side of the
package.

Take packages that weigh at
least 1 pound into the Post Office
for mailing. Do not put boxes into
your neighborhood mailbox or
expect your mail carrier to pick
them up for you

Remove batteries from toys.
Wrap and place them next to the
toys in the mailing box.

Cook shrimp in boiling salted water
for 4-6 minutes or until they are pink
and firm; set aside. In heavy 5-6 quart
casserole, melt butter and add onion and
garlic; cook til translucent.

Stir in
celery, bell pepper, parsley, cloves, salt,
thyme, cayenne pepper and black pep-
per and simmer.

Sausage Cornbread Stuffing

1/2 pound spicy bulk sausage
1-V2 cups flour
2 tablespoons butter
1/2 cup yellow cornmeal
1 cup chopped onion or leeks
2 stalks celery-chopped
1 clove garlic-minced
1/3 cup dark brown sugar
2-V2 teaspoons baking powder
I cup buttermilk

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2 teaspoon pepper e
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cornbread-mix in flour, cornmeal,
brown sugar and baking powder in deep
bowl and make well in center. Stir in
buttermilk, melted butter and egg to-
gether and pour liquid ingredients into
dry ingredients. Gradually stir them
together until blended. Do not mix too
much! Spread batter evenly in pan and
bake for 25-30 minutes or until tooth-
pick comes out clean. Cool comnbread
completely. Preheat oven to 250 de-
grees. Cut cornbread into 3/4 inch
cubes. Put a single layer on a baking
sheet and bake about | hour until they
are dry and crisp. To make stuffing cook
sausage in skillet over medium heat for
5-10 minutes or until no longer pink
inside. Stir in butter, leeks, celery and
garlic; cook about 5 minutes or until
leeks are softened. Increase heat to me-
dium-hugh and add bell peppers and
cook three minutes. Stir in dried
cornbread cubes, parsley, sage, thyme,
salt and pepper. Cool slightly before us-
ing. Makes about 10 cups of stuffing.
Serve with turkey below.
Louisiana Honey Glazed Turkey with
Bourbon Gravy

12 pound turkey
sausage cornbread stuffing
1 tablespoons salt
1 teaspoon pepper
V2 cup honey
| tablespoon soy sauce
3 cups bourbon
1 tablespoon butter
3 tablespoons flour

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Stuff
turkey loosley with sausage cornbread
stuffing and truss it. Rub outside of tur-
key with salt and pepper and then put
turkey breast side up in a roasting pan.
Mix honey and soy sauce together and
drizzle over turkey to coat it completely.
Pour 2 cups of bourbon into bottom of
pan and cover pan tightly. Take 3rd cup
of bourbon and pour over a glass of ice
and sip on it as the Cajuns always do!
Bake turkey for 2-1/2 hours keeping cov-
ered. Baste with pan juices and roast it
uncovered for 20-30 minutes or until
internal temperature of bird of the thick-
est part of the leg (not your leg, the
turkey's leg) is 170 degrees. Baste tur-
key once or twice and cover parts that
are browning too fast with foil. Let tur-
key rest for 15 minutes and you too,
while sipping on that bourbon before
carving! Meanwhile, pour pan juices
intoa bowl. This should be about 3 cups
of juices. Cook until mixture is smooth
and brown. Gradually whisk in remain-
ing pan juices and cook until it is thick-
ened. Spoon stuffing into serving dish.
Carve turkey and serve with gravy.

There
were parties where the young
folks could play games and the
older folks could sit and talk.

When we came home from a
party on Christmas Eve night, my
mother went into the house first
to light the lamp.

That was my
most memorable Christmas be-
cause I realized just how much my
parents loved me. There are a few
of my friends still around that
played dolls with me and my
“Diner”. One girl is living in
Bogata now.

2001 Christmas

I had just graduated from high
school, gone to Paris Junior Col-
lege and gotten my first job at
Netseo Trails Council, Boy Scouts
of America in Paris. It was Christ-
mas and something seemed to be
missing for me. [ am an only child.
Mother had one brother and they
lived away and did not come home
for Christmas. My Dad has one
sister and she also has an only
child. Our Christmas mornings at
my grandparents were wonderful,
just not a lot of us! And at this
point in our life, no children!

A customer walked into our
office one day and I heard him say
something that made me perk up
my ears. He said that Goodland
Indian Orphanage in Hugo, OK
had children that needed a place
to go for Christmas. The rest of
the day seemed to last forever. I
could not wait to get home and
talk to Mother and Daddy about
the possibilities of getting a child
for Christmas. I said that if I could
have one, I would not ask for any-
thing else for Christmas! My Dad
was a little skeptical, but after beg-
ging from me and some prodding
from Mother he agreed that we
would go talk with them.

She had
not had them long enough to know
what problems they might have,

[ had ever seen. Daisy was 8 and
had the most beautiful raven black
hair I had ever seen.

We
were told that we could pick them
up the week before Christmas and
bring them back the week after
Christmas. Two whole weeks!

As we left that day armed with
their Christmas lists, I felt that my
heart would burst. The next few
weeks were spent picking out the
things that they wanted. Clothes
and hair bows were bought and the
day finally arrived that we would
go and get them. They were wait-
ing on us with their little suitcases
looking very afraid. I didn’t know
how long it would take them to
talk to us, but by the time we
reached the Red River they were
chattering like two little magpies,
Ada confirming everything by her
older sister. Every sentence was
ended with , “Do I Daisy?”

days to Christmas, we noticed that
every day, many times several
times a day, Ada would whisper
to Daisy, “Daisy, do you think he
will come?”
