Here are a few of his favorite
recipes, including his own Veni-
son Cacciatore with Angel Hair
Pasta

Venison Cacciatore with An-
gel Hair Pasta:

1 Ib. venison tenderloin

8 oz. sliced mushrooms (Op-
tional)

4 oz. sliced black olives

1 sweet onion

4-5 medium romano tomatoes
(may substitute 1 can of drained
chopped tomatoes)

1-16 oz. jar of favorite pasta
sauce

12 oz. pack of angel hair pasta

2 TBL. virgin olive oil

Flour

4-6 cups water.

Chop onion, tomatoes, slice veni-
son into 3/4 inch cubes and flour
lightly. In 12 inch skillet, place
olive oil and heat to high. Lightly
brown venison on high heat and
add onion, garlic and mushrooms,
reduce heat to medium high and
saute’ ingredients until tender
Combine tomatoes, pasta sauce,
olives and spices to taste. Add 1
tsp. of sugar (if desired) and re-
duce to low heat. In a separate pan,
bring water to boil (add 1 Tbl. of
oil to prevent pasta from sticking)
Break pasta in half and add to boil
ing water. Cook until tender (ap
proximately 10 minutes). Drain
and rinse pasta under cold water.
Place pasta and contents of sauce/
venison mixture back into large
pan. Combine thoroughly. Serve
with fresh garlic bread for an in
teresting twist on the old standby
“pan fried deer steak”.
Dirty Baked Potatoes

4-6 large russet potatoes

Cavender’s Greek Seasoning
(or favorite seasoning, ex
Lowry’s season salt or Lemon
Pepper may be substituted)

Brown paper bag

Aluminum foil

Butter or margarine
With a fork or sharp knife, punc
ture both sides of potato approxi-
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mately 10-12 times. Rinse pota-
toes thoroughly under warm wa-
ter and shake excess water from
potatoes. In brown paper bag,
place approximately 1/2 of sea-
soning mixture. Place potatoes |
ata time in bag and shake. Ensur
ing that potatoes are covered well
with seasoning mixture. (If pota-
toes are not moist enough, mix
ture will not stick). Place potatoes
in microwave on paper towel and
cook on high heat approximately
4 min. per potato. (Minimum 14
minutes, depending on micro-
wave). Remove potatoes and im
mediately wrap in aluminum foil
Let potatoes stand in aluminum
foil for approximately 5 minutes
before serving. After these, you'll
be surprised how little butter or
other “fixins” you'll need to make
your baked potato a meal in itself,
or at least a welcome change from
the butter and ranch dressing cov-
ered thing you've been eating for
so long!

7-8 fresh jalapeno peppers

1 Ib. Monterey jack cheese

toothpicks

Aluminum foil
Under cold water slice jalapenos
in half and remove stems and
seeds. Slice ‘\lt'llll'h‘v\ jack cheese
into 1/2 inch thick strips. Place
cheese and jalapeno slices on top
of dove breasts, wrap with 2 strips
of bacon each and secure with
toothpick and place on 6 in. piece
of foil. Cover in BBQ sauce, close
foil and place on grill. Cook on
grill 20-30 minutes, checking 2-3
times during cooking, adding
BBQ sauce as needed. Be sure not
to add too much, as it may boil
out onto coals, causing fire to be
come too hot. Spice up an appe
tizer or serve as part of main
