Actually, there is no known way to prevent breast
cancer. Early detection followed by prompt treatment offers the best chance to treat it
successfully.

Breast Cancer is preventable.

Only women get breast cancer. Estimated annually figures show that about 1,600
men a year get breast cancer and about 400 die from it. But it's mainly a women's
About 178,000 women are diagnosed each year, and about 43,000 die from
breast cancer.

Only women with known risk factors get breast cancer. Over 70% of women with
breast cancer have no identifiable risk factors other than being women.

A lump in your breast means you have breast cancer. Over 80% of lumps are
benign. They are very common, but any unusual lump should be evaluated by a
physician.

Breast self-examination is enough to detect breast cancer.

BSE is just one part of the early detection program and should be combined with
regular professional breast exams and regular mammograms for women over 40. A
monthly self breast exam for women ages 20 to 29, and a clinical breast exam by a
health care professional is recommended every 3 years.

Mammograms have no benefit for women under 50. More than 20% of breast
cancers are diagnosed in women under 50.

*Between the ages of 35 and 39, it is recommended that you have a
baseline mammogram if you are considered at high risk.
