proclamation in 1921

clipping at Deport City Hall re
cently, and brought it down with
the comment "I wonder what
would happen if we tried to de
clare a holiday using the words
about God, and so on now?"

['he story is a AP story, dated
May 3, 1921 and reads as follows.

"The annual memorial day proc-
lamation setting aside May 30 as a
holiday was issued by President
Harding today. The text follows:

‘Whereas this nation has been
conceived in prayer and devotion
by men and women who were
moved under God to found a na-
tion where principles of right
should form the lasting corner-
stone; and whereas these principles
purchased at the price of great
sacrifice have been fostered by a
worthy posterity, and whereas the
great war has lately laid its costly
demands upon our lands; now,
therefore, I Warren G. Harding,
President of the United States, do
hereby proclaim Monday, the thir-
tieth day of May a day already
freighted with sacred and stimu-
lated memories, a day of public
memorial. I invite my fellow citi-
zens fittingly to pay homage on
this day to a noble dead who sleep
inhomeland, beneath the sea,orin
foreign fields so that we, who sur-
vive, might enjoy the blessings of
peace and happiness and to the
end that liberty and justice, with-
out which no nation can exist,
shall live forever.

"I witness whereof | have here-
unto set my hand and cause the
seal of the united States to be
fixed. Done in the District of Co-
lumbia, this third day of May, in
the year of our Lord, 1921, and of
the independence of the united
States.
