It may occur at any
age, from birth to the late 80’s,
but is most common in women
from 20 to 40 (the childbearing
age) and women outnumber men
three to one, at least in diagnos-
ed cases.

In 1935, Dr. Mary Wialker, an
English. physician, discovered a
remarkable diagnostic and thera-
peutic effect of neostigmine (Pros-
tigmin) on the symptoms of this

This discovery led to a gradual
but steady increase in the num-
ber of diagnosed cases and a grad-
ual reversal of the mortality rate.
Today, less than ten percent of
severe myasthenics die of this dis-
ease. More than 90 per cent sur-
vive—mbost of them do wuseful
work. Many thousands of myas-
thenics are now under treatment. .

It is now estimated that there
are between 50,000 and 500,000
undignosed cases of myasthenia
gravis in this country, and per-
hiaps many more are suffering
from a frequently unrecognized,
milder form of this disease. This
milder condition, which may or
may not be a mild form of my-
asthenia gravis, responds to the
same treatment.

[SENATOR FARABEE VOTED

AGAINST PASSAGE OF
NEW SCHOOL FINANCE PLAN

State Senator Ray Farabee was
one of several rural Senators op-
posing Senate passage of a mew
schoiol finance plan. The measure,
known as the Revised Foundation
School Plan, passed the Senate.

Farabee said he voted against
passage of the bill because por-
tions of the legislation would
cause increases in the amounts
local school districts have to
raise. School districts under the
present plan are required to raise
at least 20% of the cost to par-
ticipate in the Foundation Pro-

gram. Under the new plan, dis-
triicts would be required to con-
tribute approximately 30%.

“Under this new program,”
Farabee said, ‘it is estimated that
Silvertionn Independent School Dis-
trict would have to increase its
local -payment by $93,000. In re-
turn, it would receive a $57,000
increase in State aid.”

The Senator explained that a
portion of the increase in local
money required would be offset
by increases in State funding.

“Since some programs are cur-
rently being paid for with local
money,” Farabee said, “it is umn-
clear as to whether new taxes
would be required at the local
level. It is my contention that the
Legislature should not pass a state-
wide program such as this ome
and then expect local districts to
shoulder such a tremendous por-
tion of the burden for funding
the program.”
