Emergency Medical 
System To Aid 
Doctor - Short Areas

A heart attack or accident vic­
tim who is stricken while in iso­
lated areas of the Panhandle us­
ually finds himself at the mercy 
o f inadequate emergency medical 
services.

Vast distances, weak links in 
communications, a lack of emer­
gency equipment in vehicles and 
a shortage of emergency medical 
personnel combine to make rural 
areas of the Panhandle inconven­
ient places to flal ill.

A  number of the sparsely popu­
lated counties are without doctors, 
nurses or hospitals.

Hope for a remedy to the situa­
tion lies in the Emergency Medical 
Service (EMS) system which is be­
ing developed by the Panhandle 
Regional Planning Commission.

Still in the organizational stag­
es, the HEWdiunded system will 
provide region-wide emergency 
transportation, trained medical 
technicians, emergency equipment 
and a radio communications net­
work for the entire Panhandle 
area.

PRPC spokesmen estimate the 
system will be operative in varying 
degrees in from three to 18 
months, pending the purchase and 
installation of equipment and 
training of personnel.

Both Silverton and Quitaque are 
participating in this program from 
Briscoe County, Silverton’s Am­
bulance Service having requested 
the communications equipment, 
and the Quitaque Ambulance Ser­
vice striving for a new ambulance.

The communications equipment 
needed for the Silverton ambul­
ance, which will keep it in touch 
with hospital emergency room doc­
tors during the entire run, will 
cost approximately $6,000 which 
is to be shared 75% by the HEW 
grant and 25% by the local com­
munity. Silverton Ambulance Ser­
vice’s part of this cost will be a- 
foout $1,800. Efforts will begin to 
raise this amount soon, and in the 
meantime, local residents are re­
minded Of and encouraged to con­
tinue their memorial donations to 
the Silverton Ambulance Service. 
Memorials can be made to David 
Tipton at the First State Bank or 
to Charles Sardhet at the Briscoe 
County News. They can be in any 
amount, and an engraved acknow­
ledgement of your memorial con­
tributed is acknowledged to the 
family involved.

“ In Texas during the past year, 
50% of the people who died from 
health-related conditions never 
reached the hospital,” said Betty 
O’Rourke, EMS director.

“ Doctors in California report 
that since their emergency medi­
cal service system has been in op­
eration, 85% Of those who would 
have died at the scene or on the 
way to the hospital are being sa­
ved.”

The system Will be made up of 
82 member cities, counties, and 
hospital districts. HEW has con­
tributed more than $318,000 to be 
matched by local money. Because 
of a sliced budget, some facets of 
the system will be postponed until 
continuation funds are available 
next year.

How will EMS work?
“ To be effective,”  Mrs. O’Rourke 

said, ‘We must have a coordinated 
system with the capability of de­
livering the accident or stroke vic­
tim to the right place and at the 
right time with proper treatment 
by trained professionals. The re­
sult should be the elimination of 
needless deaths and disabling in­
juries.

“ The backbone of EMS will be 
a communications system capable 
of coordinating emergency resour­
ces in allowing voice linkage be­
tween ambulance attendants and 
hospitals, emergency vehicles, the 
Amarillo Receiving Center and 
public safety agencies,” she said.
