WHAT'S THE NAME?
We don’t really know just ¡how 

the article that has appeared in 
so many publications about the 
SARCHET name got started, but 
we do 'know that we didn’t really 
meet at a family reunion last sum­
mer and vote to change the pro- 
numciation of our name. It is a 
name that has been changed—in 
spelling and in pronunciation — 
down through the years, and I 
know that this same thing has 
also happened to other family 
names.

,The Sarcbet family originally 
came to settle in Ohio from 
Guernsey Mand, which is located 
o ff the coast of France. The fam­
ily history says that the name 
was originally spelled SOUiCHET, 
but it doesn’t tell us how it was 
pronounced when it was spelled 
that way. Being a French name,

' it is presumed that it was called 
SOU-SHAY.

Later, and for reasons that none 
of us know, the spelling was chan­
ged to SAROHET, and was called 
SAR-SHAY. Later, for still un­
known reasons, it came to be cal­
led SAR-OHET. Now, since all of 
the family that still lives in Ohio 
and (Pennsylvania calls the name 
SAR-SHAY, most all o f Charles’ 
brothers and nephews have gone 
back to this pronunciation. It 
seems that it is easier for most 
people to understand.

Many people call the name SAR­
GENT, and it has come to the 
point where our family answers 
to almost anything.

When I lived in Tulia, there 
was a girl with my same last 
name whose given name was 
Betty. No one could ever remem­
ber which father belonged to 
which girl (not related), and I 
answered to Betty Ann, Betty 
Jane, Mary Ann, Mary Jane, Mary, 
Ann, Mary ¡Sue, Susie Q and even 
Hey You! Just like a puppy, right?

But just to set things straight 
about the name: even though we 
have ¡pretty much stayed with the 
SAR-CHET pronunciation, the 
FRED SAR-SHAY who plays rov­
er back for the University of Tex­
as Longhorns is our nephew. He 
was born in -Tulia and attended 
school in Plainview until he was 
in the fourth grade. They moved 
to Cleburne then, and have lived 
there since. Fred married a very 
pretty little blond Cleburne girl 
three years ago last Thanksgiv­
ing, and both are students at the 
University. Since Fred was red- 
shirted year before last, he has 
another year of eligibility and will 
probably stay on at the Univer­
sity another year.

Are you doing your part to con­

serve our valuable water? Have 
you had a leaky faucet fixed? Do 
you still fill your tub as full as 
ever? Do you waste time in the 
shower? Do you load your dish­
washer to capacity? These are a 
few o f the things we must think 
about everyday. The members 
of L. O. A. Junior Study Club are 
going to do their part. They meas­
ured the amount of water that a 
brick displaces and found it to 
be 5% cups. Each member is pla­
cing a ibrick in the tank ¡of her 
commode. They estimated that the 
average commode is flushed at 
least 10 times per day. At ten 
times per day, each member will 
save 56% cups of water per day. 
It may not seem very significant, 
but if all members do this, they 
will save 1,416% cups per day, or 
517,088% cups for an entire year. 
This would ibe approximately 
32,317.71 gallons per year that 
would ¡be saved by just this one 
act.

City Secretary Jerry Patton says 
there ¡are 462 active meters in 
Silverton. If each one would place 
a brick in the commode tank, the 
saving of water would be 26,180 
cups per day, or 9,555,700 cups 
per year, or 597,231.25 gallons per 
year. This doesn’t hurt your tank. 
Once in place, you can forget a- 
bout it. And you would be doing 
your part as a concerned Ameri­
can.

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DEAR EDITOR:

How is everyone in the Sairrihet 
household these days? I’m sorry 
I didn’t get to stop down and see 
you all ¡before I left for Japan. 
They sort o f had me tied down to 
the office and it was near impos­
sible to leave. I left Amarillo for 
Japan on the 15th of September 
and arrived here the 17th. I com­
pletely missed the 16th because 
we flew across the International 
Date ¡Line. Going bade I will leave 
the same day twice. (Pretty odd.

This isn’t a bad little country. 
They have many, many mountains, 
little people, little cars, but gi­
gantic trucks and everyone drives 
on the wrong side of the road. 
The prime transportation is by 
train or bicycle. I even have a 
bike to get around on. The place 
that I live is called Marine Corps 
Air Station liwakuni Japan. It is 
about 30 miles south of Hiroshima 
which is way south of Tokyo al­
ong the coast. I have been travel­
ing quite a lot and just yesterday 
spent many hours walking around 
Hiroshima. It was sort of odd 
standing beside the bombed out 
dome where ground zero was. I 
just couldn’t imagine the force it 
took to bend “I” 'beams, melt 
glass and glaze stone. The people 
were very pleasant and I didn’t 
notice any resentment at all. It 
is a good thing, however, to stay 
away on August 6th if you are 
American. The folks sort of rem­
ember back then. We went to 
their museum which was pretty 
interesting. The city is quite mo 
dern now and I will be going back 
pretty often because I didn’t get 
to see even a fourth of it.

I enclosed the front page of the 
paper that we get everyday (the 
“Pacific Stars and Stripes,”  dated 
November 20, 1974) and also the 
article about finding a doctor for 
Siiverton. This was the paper and 
the date that the article appeared. 
I told several folks I know that 
town and they sure have a lot of 
nice people there. Where did Dr. 
Boyd go? I believe that was his 
name. I only met him once.

How is Fred Strange and all the 
rest o f the folks at the Post Of­
fice? Is Mr. Hutsell still selling 
insurance? Tell Mr. Whelchel 
said hello if you see (him and if 
he can to drop me a line. I sure 
miss ol’ Texas I’ll tell you. The 
weather here is humid and it’s 
beginning to get cold. The leaves 
have fallen on some of the trees 
but not all of them.

Tell everyone I said hello and 
that I still remember my Texas 
friends. Take care and drop a line 
if you get a free minute.

Charlie, I still owe you one 
day’s help on the press. See you 
about October ’75.
