These two generators 
will each have a capability of 
350,000 kilowatts and will use coal 
as their primary fuel.

“Construction of the third gen­
erating unit will start during the 
latter part of the five-year period 
and will also use a coal-fired boil­
er,” Tolk said.

In eptemiber of this year, SPS 
announced its interest in taking a 
lead role in the construction of 
the nation’s first nuclear power 
plant using a gas - cooled fast 
breed- reactor. The company sign­
