Swisher [Electric Cooperative,
organized September 30, 1939, op-
erates more than 2,600 miles of
lines in dts system at an invest-
ment of over $9,500,000. It has
5,810 meters in five counties. Av-
erage investment per meter
approximately $1,635.

Repayment record of REA elec-
tric borrowers is excellent. As of

January 1974, electric borrowers |-
had paid more than $4.2 Dbillion |-

on their loans; $2.5 billion repaid
on principal as-due, $213.5 million
of principal paid ahead of sche-
dule, and $1.5 billion in interest
to the U. S. Treasury. Omly two
loans have been foreclosed in the
total amount of $44,478 in princi-
pal and interest, and these occur-
red over 25 years ago.

About 65 per cent of the loan
funds approved by REA have been
for electric distribution facilities,
poles, conductors, transformers,
meters, headquarters buildings,
trucks, ete. Thirty-four per cent
lhas been used to comstruct gener-
ating and transmission facilities
and one per cent has been used
for financing consumers’ purchase
and installation of wiring, plumb-
ing, electrical/ equipment, and ir-
rigation facilities. Loans made to
date have provided 1.7 million mi-
les of line to serve an estimated
25 million people in 46 states,
Puerto Rico, and the Virgin Is-
lands. :

Without electric cooperatives,
millions of farmers now enjoying
the blessings of electricity would
not be served inasmuch as private
power has mnever considered the
density of farm homes high en-
ough to make electrical service
profitable.

Electric cooperatives are requir-
ed by law to serve ALL farmers,
regardless of their isolation. Al-
though they paid a low rate of
interest for many years to com-
pensate for service to isolated
farms which were liabilities be-
cause of the high cost of serving
them with power, electric cooper-
atives have moved from dependen-
ce on the U. S. Treasury for the
bulk of their financing needs to
total financing from private sour-
ces. Instead of lending at two per
cent, REA will guarantee some
loans at market rates. It will also

Clean Crib Toys Are a Must

Give Your Dog an Occasional Bath

A dog needs a bah when he is
dirty or has a strong ‘“doggy” od-
or not related to a medical prob-
lem. But puppies should be at
least three months old before ba-
thing them.

Since most dogs do not like be-
ing bathed, the keys to success
are gentleness and speed. Have
everything ready in advance. Start
with pre-bath brushing to remove
loose soil and hair.

Then into the tub or sink 11& it’s

a smaller breed. Only’ clean water
and a sponge or soft cloth should
be used on the dog’s face. Work
lather down to the skin with your
fingertips, from front to back. A-
void getting water into eyes or
ears.

Thorough rinsing cannot be ov-
eremphasized. While soap is ne-
cessary to clean, a residue left on
the skin may cause irritation. If
possible, let the dog shake him-
self to get rid of excess water;
towel dry. Keep the pet indoors
and away from drafts until he is
completely dry—a process that
can take three hours or more de-
pending on the thickness of his
coat and the weather. A hairdry-
er will speed the process if the
dog will tolerate.

How To Fold a Fitted Sheet

Each person who wants to
donate blood will be asked to be
at the Bloodmobile unit within
certain time limits so that mo one
is kept waiting an inconvenient
length of time.

The process of donating blood
should only take each person a-
bout 20 minutes, so no one would
be away from his duties very long.
. Donating this blood will not only
help the families involved in a
finanicial way, but more important,
it will help replace the blood on
our hospital shelves which has to
be renewed each time a pint is
removed. In this way, there is al-
ways plenty of fresh blood on
hand at all times in case any of us
should need it.

Trout Being Stocked
In Texas Lakes

Rainbow trout reared since De-
cember 18 at the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department’s Heart of the
Hills Research Station near Kerr-
ville were released this week be-
low Canyon and Possum Kingdom
Reservoirs.

Some 5,000 of the six- to nine-
inch ‘rainbows were placed in the
tailrace of the Guadalupe River
February 13, with @another 5,000
fish in the Brazos River February
14.

According to the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department inland
fisheries [project deader Bob
Bounds of Waco, this brings the
total to 30,000 fish released this
winter in the state’s two major
put-and-take trout fisheries.

Bounds said that the fish gain-
ed a quarter of @ pound while be-
ing fattened at Heart of the Hills,
going from one ounce in Decem-
ber to five ounces the last of Jan-
uary.

‘“Rainfbow trmout reared in Texas
waters seem to grow twice as fast
as fish in northern states,” said
Bounds.

“What we have {learned from
rearing this batch of fish will be
the basis of our feeding program
in fall 1975 for an expanded rain-
bow trout fishery.”

Some 15,000 trout remain ‘at
Heart of the Hills.
fish will go into the Guadalupe
and Brazos Rivers in March with
5,000 for Lake Rita Blanca near
Dalhart.

“Also during the latter part of
February,” Bounds said, ‘we plan
to stock the Panhandle’s mew Lake
Mackenzie with 10,000 rainbows
and 5,000 brown trout.”

Mackenzie will not be open to
fishing until the summer and by
that time Bounds expects the
trout to be some 11 inches long.
