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DISTRICT SCHOOL
TRUSTEES MEET

Joint Session Held Here Last Sat-
day—Interesting Program
Carried Out

The district school trustees of
Haskell County met in joint ses-
sion in Haskell, Saturday Sept.
4, and carried out the program
prepared by the County Board
of Education. The trustees
manifested active interest in the
schools and reported that they
are planning for the best school
session this year in the history
of the county. Some interest.
ing reports of the schools were
made and never before have the
trustees realized the importance
of providing better schools in
the rural districts.

Talks were made by T. J.
Reed, W. T. Ford, 8. B. White,
0. W. Bhelly, (district trustees)
Mr. SBtewart, (Ind. Dist. trustee),
R. E Lee, I. 8. QGrindstaff, and
R E. Sherrill, (county trustees),
Co. Supt. T. C. Williams and
others.

The following recommenda-
tions pertaining to the rural
school were passed.

We, the district trustees, as-
sembled in joint session, realiz-
ing the importance of harmony,
cooperation, and uniformity in
the school work of the county,
recommend the following to each
district board of trustees and to
the school in general of the
county:

1. That the schools begin as
nearly uniformily as is possible;
the 8 monhts schools to begin on
the 4th day of October; 7 months
on the 1st day of November; 0
months, on the 20th of Novem-
ber, and the 5 months on the
27th of December, each closing
uniformily on the 13th of May,
1916,

2. That uniform examina-
tions be given for the Oth, 6th,
Tth, 8th, 9th, and 10th grades by
the County Board of Education,
one in February and one in May;
