YOUTH CRIME RISE SEEN— 
Juvenile delinquency in Texas 
will get worse before it gets bet­
ter. the Texas Youth Council dir- 
ctor predicted.

Dr. James Turman presented 
to the Legislative Budget Bosrd 
the Council’s request for an ap­
propriation of $4,235 470 for the 
coming biennium. This is an in­
crease over the present two-year 
allocation of $2 487.442.

A part of this increase is to 
build for future needs Turman 
noted that the Gatesville ’Training 
5?chool for Boys had 403 boys in 
1950 compared to its present av­
erage of 1,300. He predicted an 
average population of 1,790 dur­
ing the coming two years and 
2,959 by the end of the sixties.

Most of the cases 
involve workers in Houston and 
Brownsville

Law provides that workers who 
lose their jobs through no fault 
of their own and cannot get 
other jobs may receive $23 a week 
for up to 26 weeks, while unem­
ployed. Violators can receive up 
to a $50 fine and 30-day jail sen­
tence.

Pick out 
a.iy year you want to, and if the 
average fanner hadn’t thought 
the next one wasn’t gonna be 
better than that one, you wouldn't 
have much farm population left, 
or any crops.

The same is true of politics. 
The very least a voter can do is 
enjoy a s«'t of promises from con­
vention time in the summer to 
legislating time along in. earlv 
spring of the next year, but this 
idea of promising in July and 
dashing hopes in August, takes 
all the fun out of life. If a man 
can’t dream of a better life, of 
more aid and fewer taxes, longer- 
than two or three weeks, reality 
will get him down and politics 
will begin to lose its appeal. It’s 
the craziest thing I ever heard 
of, trying to deliver on a set of 
promises before the p>eople have 
a chance to vote on you. Let’s 
get back to the old system.

Both parties have promised to 
help the farmer, but if they’re 
wise they’ll wait till the planting’s 
all done nex tspring before they 
tackle the job.
