After 48 Years Of

Willlam Amos (Blllie) Fetterly,
a Pennsylvania Swiss lad who
came to Texas to look around at
age of 18, wrote finis to a 48-
year rallroad career here recent-
ly.
Mr. Fetterly, 65, has worked
over 33 years for the Texas &
Paclfic Rallway, with the last 32
belng spent here in Balrd. Since
May 10, 1930, he had been gen-\
eral foreman of the roundhouse,
shops and car repalring depart-
ments in Balird.
Before joining the T&P, he
worked for other rallroads, in-
cluding the 8an Antonlo & Ar-
ansas Pass, the Frisco and the
Jake Hammon road’ at ‘Ranger
during the big oll-boom days.
The Fetterlys bought the Ray
home and for weeks have been
remodeling it. “We declded to
make Balrd our permanent home
because we'd long lived here,
had formed many cholce friends,
and had been active in church,
lodge and clvic affairs,” Fetter-
ly explained,
Retterly, born In Lancaster,
Pa., May 31, 1891, began his car-
eer at Yoakum, Texas, for the
“Sap” rallroad in February, 1909
as appréntice machinlist, in rall-
road parlance a “nut splitter.”
He learned everything about
steam locomotives so that he
could build a good one himself
if given tools and materials. For
the next nine years he did a
little “booming” around among
rallroads, but in 1916 settled
down with the Friscoe Rallroad,
and spent some time in the
Sherman, Texas, rall shops,
His career with the T&P be-
gan at Big Spring Sept. 20, 1823,
as t. Motive power ran-
ged from the Old Eight-ball (a
small six wheel slope tank switch

engine) and the “Twenty-Spot”
last of the old 4-4-0 high-wheael-
ed passenger “bicycle wheelers'
up to the 500s.

Fetterly was made night
roundhouse ' foreman In Balrd
March 17, 1925. At one time he
was general foreman here over
110 shop and repalr department
employes,

promoted him to be general fore-
man here, a position he held
until his retirement,

In all his long career here Fet-
tcrly holds the record of not
having a serious accident or ac-
cidental death among his num-
ercus employes.

He Inherited true rallroad
blood. His paternal grandfather,
J. P.,, purchased right-of-way
and paved the way for the con-
struction of the International
& Great Northern Rallroad un-
der the celebrated Jay Gould
from Longview to Laredo, A
grand uncle, Jacob, also was a
noted rallroader. Fetterly’s fa-
ther was a long-time locomotive
engineer and machinist, too,

On May 26, 1913, at Yoakum,
Fetterly was married to Eliza-
beth Hammerlin, of DeWitt
County. Both have been ac-
tive in Baird lodge and church
work. He Is a member of the
Board of Stewards of the Baird
First Methodist Church, Wor-
shipful Master of the Masonic
Lodge, Noble Grand of the Odd
Fellows Lodge, and hé and his
wife are Past Patron.and Past
Matron of the Eastern Star.

The Fetterlys have two daugh-
ters and a son. The daughters
are Mrs. Mary Elizabeth Friery,
Palaclous, and Mrs. Ida Loulse
Anderson, Crane.

Mr. Isenhower, who has ranch-
ed In Callahan County all his
life, sald that he's “tried every |
method I've ever heard of to
control mgsquite. None of them,”
hq sald, “has proven as effective
as root plowing.”

Mr, Isenhower first root plow-
ed about 130 acres in 1948 and
1949. He Is believed to have been
the first rancher in the Lower
Clear Fork 8CD and perhaps the
first In this entire area, to tay
the new brush control method.

Before plowing, those 130 acres
were as “heavily Infested with
mesquite as any rangeland you
could find anywhere,” Isenhower
said.

‘It was so thick that you
couldn't chase a rabbit through
some of it he added.

Isenhower sald that he doesn’t
belleve root plowing destroys
much of the grass cover. He said
his native grasses flourished and
did well after the plowing.

“My grasses came right back
the next spring on that root-
plowed land,” he sald. “They
didn't spread as much as the
others, but they stayed greener
longer'that summer.”

Also stressed during the de-|
monstration was the importance |
of reseeding of natlve ranges to |
increase thelr productivity.

A mixture of King Ranch |
bluestem, blue panic and a small |
amount of Madrid clover was
seeded duyring the actual plow-
ing operation. The seeding rates
were about two pounds of panic,
two pounds of bluestem and
three or four pounds of clover
to the acre.

| James Dominy, work unit con-
Iservationist with the Abllene
Soll Conservation Service, point-
|ed out that root-plowing and

* I reseeding of brush iInfested land

in South Texas has raised grass
production from as low ag 25
pounds per acre to about 18,000
pounds.

“And they don't get any more
rain there than we do here,” he
sald. “Some of our native ranges
are in such poor shape about
the only way we're going to get
them back into a good cover is
by reseeding.”

‘Many denuded ranges in this
area now have only about 500
pounds of forage per acre, Dom-
iny sald. And yet these ranges
are just as fertlle as those in

th Texas where cattlemen
are producing more than three
times that much grass on the
same amount of rain through
root-plowing and seeding, he
added.

Dominy pointed out that it
takes 100 pounds of grass to pro-
duce a pound of beef. He sald
South Texas cattlemen who
have leased land for $1 an acre,
| root plowed and seeded it for
$12 per acre, are now producing

beef on their increased grass
|production at ‘seven cents a
-pound

South Texas cattlemen have
also found that it's costing 40
icents a pound to produce beef
on brush infested rangeland
that hasn't been root-plowed or
seeded, the SCS techniclan sald.

With assistance available
through the Agriculture Conser-
vation Program in most area
countles, the cost of root plowing .
in this area will run about $10
an acre, Dominy said.

“That may seem pretty high
at first, but we thing nothing
of investing $10 or $12 in crop-
land year after year and not
getting it ‘back right away,”
Dominy said. “Ma¥he we should
begin to think about putting the
same kind of investment into

D. C. Cox, work unit conser-
vationist with the Baird SCS,
who arranged the démonstra-
tion, had charge of the program.

That,
plus a half-dozen elections Parr
couldn’t control, lined up the coun-
ty and school district offices
against the once-mighty Duke
who used to give orders to them

all.

The biggest change, though, is
in the names on the county and
school district payrolls—the many
non-elective employes who can
either serve the county or rob it,
depending on who's in charge.

HOMESTEADS MAY BE SOLD
FOR TAXES

Many Texans have the mis-
taken impression that their
homestead cannot be seized and
sold for delinquent taxes. In|
many cases, this idea has led
to considerable grief and mone-
tary loss which could have been
avolded. A homestead should be

| dence.

any other property, and' taxes
assessed against it should be
pald as faithfully as those on
any other taxable property.

The deadline for rendering
| property for taxation is April'1,
lso far as most city taxing agen-
cles are concerned. The last date
for rendering real and personal
| property for state and county
| taxes 1s April 30. State taxes are
| collected by the County Tax Col-
| lector.
| Under the Texas Constitution,
each family Is entitled to clalm
|one plece of real property as
| thelr ‘homestead. This clalm
| must be established by an affl-
| davit filed with the county tax
assessor on or before April 30,
each and every year. This affi-
davit must be filed by the owner
himself. A lending agency can-
not de so, even though it may
actually pay the annual taxes
| thereon from a fund created by
the owner’s monthly install-
ments,

When the homestead affidavit
is properly filed, the owner be-
| comes entitled to an exemption
| of State taxes up to the value

|

of farm lands. This an exemp-
tion from payment_ not a com-
| plete exemption from rendition
| and assessment. There Is no sim-
[ {lar exemption with reference to
| county or city taxes.

| The homestead claimed for
| tax purposes need not be the
| property which is actually occu-
| pled by the owner as his resi-

When the homestead affida-

vit is not filed by April 30, lhc'

taxpayer loses his right to the
$3,000 or 200-acre exemption,
and consequently becomes lla-
ble for more taxes than he would
otherwise be required to pay.
Property taxes are assessed
against the person who is the
record owner of each plece of
real and personal property on
the first day of January of each
year. Individuals purchasing
property during the year should
make sure that the taxes for all
previous years have been pald.
Otherwise, the purchasér may
be forced to pay hundreds of
dollars in dellnquent taxes to

applies to any property, whether |
homestead or not,
