But under the State
Capitol dome there’'s quite a bit
to keep folks uneasy, even in this
summer lull,

House Speaker Waggoner Carr
stirred things up by saying he
was afraid the state couldn't af-
#ord the possible half-million-
dollar tab for a speclal session in
the fall. It might mean new tax-
es, sald Carr, since the last Leg-
jislature appropriated nearly
every cent now in sight for the
next two years,

Gov, Price Danlel, who is con-
sidering the special session, has-
tened to say that he had “no
idea” of submitting & new tax
request, He pointed to his recent
effort to get foreign oll imports
limited so Texas production
could be Increased. Much of Tex-
as' tax revenue comes from oll
production, so this move, If suc-
cessful, could Improve the state's
financial outlook.

Another source of uneasiness
is the Travis County grand jury,
hard at work, despite the heat.
Insiders predict six or seven in-
dictments resulting - from the
ICT and bribery Investigations
begun by the Legislature,

If true, this means more peo-
ple are in trouble than outsiders
can as yet account for.

IT’S THE LAW
In Texas. . .

NO WILL? WHO INHERITS
PROPERTY?

What .will happen If you
should dle without executing a
legal and proper will? Who will
Inherit your property? Your
husband, wife, mother, father,
children, your wife's relatives?
The best way you can say who
will have it is to provide a will
which will protect your rightful
beneficlaries and dispose of your
property in accordance with
your wishes,

When a dececased has no .will,
or dles “Intestate” as the law
calls it, the property of that per-
son is distributed according to
a detalled formula fixed by law.
In some cascs this may be the
way you yourself would divide it
-- but In many cases it is not,

The provisions of the law con-
cerning the distribution of the
property of a person who dles
| without a will are rather com-
| plicated, and al! of the possibili-
ties cannot be covered by a gen-
eral statement

There are different rules for
real estate and for personal
property, for community pro-
perty and for separate property,
for homestead property, and for
all of the many passible combin-
ations of surviving relatives,
Each situation must be carefully
studied to determine the correct
distribution of the property.

For examp!e, here Is a general
| idea of how the community pro-

divide vne-half of the property,
while the surviving spouse would
recelve the other one-half.

Of course, grandchildren do
not share In the estate unless
thelr parent who would inherit
is deceased. And when descend-
ants of proviously deceased
children do inherit, they recelve
only the portion that the.child
would have recelved, regardless
of the number of such descend-
ants.

An odd note, perhaps, is that
the surviving spouse already
owns one-half of the community
estate prior to your death, and
the law adds nothing to this
share where there are children
surviving,

When there are only children
and thelr descendants surviving,
they divide the entire commun- |
ity estate between them,
