Many times they simply do not
know what to do; other times
they are too excited to think or
act wisely. The urgency of the
situation may lead people to give
grossly improper care for burns,
internal injuries or extensive la-
gerations and abrasions,

The person telephoning for
help should not rely solely upon
the physician or ambulance at-
tendant to give him advice; he
should find out by asking direct-
ly what to do until help arrives.

In most situations the tele-
phone conversation need not be
rushed; there is time, for in-
stance, for careful directions in
cases of heart attack, burns or
head injury. Even though the
caller has never had a course in
first aid or has forgotten what
he has learned. he can still ob-
tain directions that may save a
life.

“Hurry cases” of first aid in-
clude cessation of breathing, se-
vere bleeding and poisoning. In
such cases a delay of even a few
minutes could result in death.

outweigh its disadvantages, the
same as with children, generally
speaking.

Take check-writing. 1 don’t
have the exact figures, don’t
guess anybody has, but there

must be at least 10 million gov-
ernment checks written every
month in this country, with more
being added every time Congress
gets a quorum, and without some
sort of automatic check-writer,
the job would finally get so big
that it would take a third of the
population full time  writing
checks for the other two-thirds.
With machines taking over, this
is eliminated and everybody can
have a check.

Automation never has worried
me. Personally, any time the
government wants to send me a
check, you won't find me
squawking about whether it was
hand-signed or machine-signed.
All I want to know is, will the
bank cash it.

By the way, if anybody thinks
I'm going to come into the news-
paper office every week and sign
my initials to my letter in every
subscriber’s copy, he’s crazy.

NUMBER FOUR ON THE BALLOT

PROPOSED CONSTITU-
TIONAL AMENDMENT
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN
ELECTION TO BE HELD
ON NOVEMBER 2, 1965.
SENATE JOINT RESOLU-

TION NO. 14 proposing
Amendments to Section 4, 22
and 23 of Article IV of the
Constitution of the State of
Texas, so as to provide a four-
year term of office for the
Governor, Lieutenant Govern-
or, Attorney General, Comp-
troller of Public Accounts,
Treasurer, Commissioner of
the General Land Office and
Secretary of State; and cer-
tain statutory state officers;

2. For the school year beginning in September, 1965, each student in grades
one through eight may choose either the formerly white or formerly
negro school offering instruction at his grade level.

3. Only one high school, grades 9 through 12, will be maintained in the dis-
trict. All students in these grade levels may attend without regard to

race or color,

4. Effective in September 1965, all activities of each school—both curricu-

lar and extra-curricular—will be completely desegregated.

5. The transfer of pupils during the school year may be authorized by the
superintendent of schools only in the event the pupil moved to a resid-
ence which is nearer the school to which a transfer is sought than to a
school in which the pupil is enrolled This district will pay neither
tuition or transportation for any student residing in this district who
transfers to a school in any other district,
