We startt>d 
Acro.sa tbe weird water bottom. .Mud, 
wen.’’!*.wrecks, debris, |)LiddIos, cracks, 
cliffy, and stet̂ p a.scents Inqx'ded our 
prO|,ross.

•“ As we scrambled to the top of a 
sea-wall, the streets of the uietropolla 
stretched before n»—empty, ('hicago 
was a dead city. W « strained our ears 
and eyes. There was nothing. No light

■reim on the lofty buildings. L'ncon-

nothing. With the remnant of ent 
ranks, we collected what we could find 
of our provisions and stores. In thml 
hurricane my hopes of a united and 
re-formed United States were dashed 
to the ground. I now am strngglinf 
to preserve, not so much the natloii, 
hnt that fraction of the rsc* whiek 
has been left under my evmmsnd: and 
I struggle against tremendous odda*"’
