They looked at me with the most 
wistful, puzzled expression

We went on to talking about how­
ever y one knew everyone, abou the 
food and comfort in troubled times, 
about the fellowship of small sized 
football games or sporting events, 
about how everyone helps at fires.

Trick or treat, even in Paris, has 
become enough of a problem that kids 
have to have each piece of candy 
checked out!

Sharing fresh tomatoes, left over 
pie, things that we all consider a nor­
mal part of life is an extra special con­
sideration to them.

When I offered to keep one woman’s 
youngsters for a weekend, she was 
absolutely amazed., she knows no one 
well enough after a year in a larger 
town to leave them with!

Working among people who don’ t 
know their next door neighbor, much 
less everyone in town, has made me 
rea li/^^ ;e  again that the benefits of 
fr ien (^ H  and fellowship in a small 
town ^ r o r  outweigh the drawbacks.

Bogata To Go
On New  Switching System

Installation of Continental 
Telephone’s new switching center in 
Bog|^^s complete and final testing 
is un^^way. Once the telephone com­
puter begins to handle calls, the pre­
sent electromechanical switching of­
fice will be retired from service.

Frank Gadek, local area telephone 
services manager, says the new swit­
ching computer has stored programs. 
Solid state components have 
eliminated moving parts, reduced 
maintenance and improved reliabili­
ty. The computer has an ongoing test

program wnich looks for faulty cir­
cuits within the switch. Should it find 
one, the computer reroutes calls to 
other circuits and alerts technicians 
by displaying a message on an elec­
tric typewriter built into the system.

Gadek added, “ After the new 
switch is in service, Touchtone will be 
available to all customers and custom 
calling features will be available to 
one-party customers.”

L<Kal calling will be faster because 
the called phone will ring as soon as 
the last digit is dialed. Dial tone, ring­
ing signals, and busy signals will all 
sound different. Continental is adop­
ting nationwide frequency tone stan­
dards with the change. Customers are 
advised to dial all seven digits when 
placing local calls. Persons on the 
same party line may call each other 
by simply dialing the directory 
number. Customers will receive a let­
ter giving specific dialing 
instructions.

Most customers have individual 
line service. The new computer will 
automatically identify these numbers 
for billing purposes. An operator will 
come on the line briefly to obtain the 
billing number of party line users.

Recollections Of
The Drivers License Test

Several of the young people around 

town have recently completed a 
course in Drivers Education and I 
read in the papers that the colleges in 
our vicinity are offering courses on 
defensive driving. In my opinion, 
these courses are very go()d and 
necessary. As all of us realize, the 
number of automobiles on our 
highways has increased overwhelm­
ingly in the past few years. Many can 
probably remember a time when 
there were only a few people that 
owned automobiles and when a 
drivers license was not required. As 
time progressed, however, and more 
fam ilies w ere able to own 
automobiles, a license was required 
for those who operated the vehicles. 
The first licenses issued required no 
test. A person wishing to drive an 
automobile could acuiqre a license 
simply by going to the courthouse in 
their county and signing their name. 
Many people were issued a license 
even though they did not own an 
automobile, but wanted to have the 
license in hopes for a car sometime 
in the future.

Later the drivers test was instituted 
and a drivers handbook was made 
available to the public for preparation 
for the test.

A highway patrolman named 
Sweeney was the official who gave the 
drivers tests about this time in 
Clarksville. He also patrolled the area 
in and around Bogata.

Many of the housewives and 
teenagers around Bogata and other 
rural areas had driven for some time 
without a license, but talk around 
town was that Mr. Sweeney, who 
visited friends in Bogata quite fre­
quently, was well aware of those driv­
ing without a license and was wat­
ching for the opportunity to stop 
them. Three of these unlicensed 
drivers were my mother, my sister, 
Tommie Joy and a neighbor, Beulah 
Barrett The rumors of Sweeney’s 
watchful eye reached them and they 
began taking extreme precautions 
when driving to the post office and 
other places in town. They discovered 
many discreet and out of the way 
back roads to travel to their 
destinations.

After a time, they sent for a drivers 
handbook and began preparing for 
the test There was total havoc around 
our house during this time. It seem­
ed as though my mother and the 
nighbor lady thought they were going 
on trial for their lives. Tests do 
strange things to some people, and 
they were two recipients of the 
strange things. They lost sleep, 
couldn't eat, worried and became 
altogether distraught. On the other 
hand, Tommie Joy, with that wonder­
ful time in life called youth, studied 
and learned all the driving techniques 
foi the written test and the driving 
test without any problem at all.

Finally, test day arrived and the 
three were taken to Clarksville. For 
those of you who know my mother, 
you know that the wor dnervous could 
never describe her condition that 
morning. The written test was given 
first and my mother and siste both 
passed, but the poor neighbor failed. 
Tommie Joy also passed th edriving 
test, but my mother’s nervousness 
caused her to slip up on a few of the 
rules and fail the test.

Back at home again, mother and 
the neighbor, Mrs. Barrett, studied 
and practiced driving every spare 
minute. Everyone around seemed to 
have advice to give them and they 
were willing to try it all.

Once again the big day arrived and 
the two returned for the test once 
rtiore Results of the written exam 
proved Mrs. Barrett had flunked 
again Then it was time for my 
mother to prove her driving skills. 
She anxiously took her place behind 
the wheel and at the same time ex­
plained to Mr. Sweeney that she was

a little nervous, to which he replied, 
“ What do you think about me, 
woman. I ’ve got to ride in this car 
with you”  Mr. Sweeney explained to 
her once again the procedures she 
was to go through for the test. He em­
phasized the importance of stopping 
quickly when he gave the command. 
Somehow, she managed to make all 
the right moves and even did a 
perfect parallel park, then braced 
herself for the quick stop. Now it just 
so happened that the day before, my 
dad had bought a sack of apples and 
they were behind the back seat next 
to the back glass. When Patrolman 
Sweeney gave the order for the stop, 
she applied every ounce of strength 
she had to those brakes. Apples came 
flying through the air, almost scaring 
mother and Sweeney to death.

She got her license that day, but 
driving has never been too enjoyable 
for her. We’ve often teased her that 
Mr. Sweeney only passed her to keep 
from having to ride with her again.

To make my story complete, Mrs. 
Barrett finally passed the test after 
three a tempts. Too bad they didn’t 
have Driver’s Ed back then.
