The letter claims to be Irom top otlicials in the Nigerian 
government, who. due to actions taken through the last interim regime need help in uniree/.ing millions ol 
dollars.

They actually ask that the businesses account number, hank name and address, etc. be faxed to them so that 
they can transfer amounts ofmoney (one letter says $2 l..^2(),0(M).0() in U.S. dollars) intothe American business 
bank account. Then, within a week it will be transferred out. They agree to leave between .30 and 40 percent 
of this money in the account as compensation.

While this claims to be totally legal and on the "up and up", it seems almost certain that this is a Ibrm ol scam.

Obviously, noone should ever send account numbers and names and bank names and addresses on the strength 
of a letter such as this!

COLLEGE STATION - Research­
ers from the Institute of Nautical 
Archaeology at Texas AfiiJVI Univer­
sity are wading in to  h istory in 
search ot one of the most success­
ful blockade runners of the Civil 
War

A team of nautical archaeolo­
gists from the Texas A&.M-based 
INA IS trying to locate the wreck 
ot the blockade runner Denbigh, 
destroyed by Union naval vessels off 
Bolivar Point in 1865.

The scouting trip is the first of 
what INA officials hope will be a 
series of shipwreck investigations 
in Texas rivers and in Texas waters 
in the Gulf of Mexico. As many as 
2,200 shipwrecks can be found in 
Texas rivers and coastal waters, says 
I. Barto Arnold, INA director of 
Texas operations.

"There are Texas Navy ships 
from the Republic period, river 
steamboats and three big Civil War 
blockade runners," Arnold says. 
'One ot the ships from the 1554 
Spanish treasure fleet is near Point 
Manstidd Pass."

'Very little work has been done 
on any of these wrecks," he notes.

The Denbigh, a 182-foot-long 
converted merchant vessel, was one 
of the most successful blockade 
runners of the war. It made 33 suc­
cessful runs from Havana, Cuba, to 
Mobile, Ala., and Galveston before 
It ran aground near Bolivar Point the 
night of May 23, 1865, while trying 
to enter Galveston Bay. Union na­
val vessels blockading Galveston 
shelled and destroyed the Denbigh 
the next day, Arnold says.

"The odds of finding it are pretty 
good," Arnold says. "The map ref­
erences are relatively recent and 
they were made by engineers who 
should have known what they were 
doing."

Even with satellites, radar and 
computers. Mother Nature still slips 
things by us -  like El Nino. Some 
scientists who spend their careers track­
ing this type of elusive weather system 
admit they missed the early signs of El 
Nino. ITiis has the climate research 
community taking a hard look at the 
models it uses to predict weather 
because some of the most reliable 
totally missed the event.

If there’s indication an El Niflo is 
on the way, then climatologists have 
the challenging task of predicting how 
it will affect global weather patterns. 
This is particularly difficult because 
scientists don’t completely understand 
all the complex interactions between 
the ocean and the atmosphere that 
create climate in an El Niflo year. To 
top it off, each year brings different 
interactions .so each El Niflo doesn’t 
behave like the one before.

Scientists are confident that with 
better weather pattern observation and 
improving technology, their ability to 
predict the development and outcome 
of an El Niflo will continue to improve. 
And because history -  and weather -  
repeats itself, scientists will have a 
chance to prove that. An El Niflo iKCurs 
about every seven years.

Of course even with better technol­
ogy, folks in agriculture know it’s best 
to remember the words of one very 
humble climatologist who admitted, 
“there are limifs to prediction no matter 
how smart we are.”
