William T. (Bill) Zieigler of Dal­
las, a brother of Dave Ziegler, is 
a knife maker. He makes butcher, 
paring, hunting knives, and Dave 
Ziegler now has a limited quantity 
of these knives for sale here.

The following was written by 
Weldon Owens in a column titled 
“He Has a Way With Knives.”

¡Bill Ziegler will go along with 
most marriage counselors about 
how to make a wedding everloving 
everlasting union, but he claims 
that there is one area of desire 
m the bosom of every bride that 
too frequently is overlooked. At 
least, back in his courting days, 
that was true, and he contends that 
the way his business had held up 
most of his 82 years is proof of 
his pudding.

The native of Smyrna commun­
ity near Winnsboro turns out from 
his little workshop near Mesquite 
razor Sharp kitchen knives, home­
made handles and all.

“What a lot of newly-married 
men don’t know,” the big 6-footer 
said, “is that every woman dreams 
of the day that she can have a 
good sharp parin’ knife that’ll stay 
sharp. I been makin’ ’em since I 
was knee high to a duck in Wood 
County an’ when I put an edge on 
a knife that don’t mean it’s gonna 
stay there forever without being 
sharpened again occasionally.

‘Regardless of all those stories 
you read and hear about on th’ 
radio that say a knife is so sharp 
that it will never get dull, is what 
we used to call back home—bal­
oney!

“The’ secret of any good knife 
blade that will sharpen and hold 
an edge a decent length of time 
while being used a lot is the kind 
o f  metal that is used and keepin’ 
th’ temper in that metal while you 
get th’ blade sharp,” he continued.
• Ziegler was exposed to very lit­
tle formal education while he grew 
up in a large family headed by the 
late Joseph Ziegler. “I had t’ quit 
school t’ help out with cotton pick­
in’ or whatever duties had to be 
done,” he said. “My dad was more 
of a business man and teacher than 
a farmer, so we pitched in t’ get 
out crops and milk and things like 
that.”

Mary E. Nlpp, his sister, is his 
housekeeper and praiser who ad­
mits that the rough durable hand- 
whittled bandies of her brother’s 
knives may Shock the decorum of 
precise culturists and miladies 
whose kitchens permit only the 
highly-polished stainless steel of 
Royal Highness patterns.

“My brother’s knives keep doing 
what they’re supposed to do, 
though,” She said. “They keep 
cutting while the fancy ones are 
either being traded in, sold at 
garage sales or handed down to 
kids and in-laws as keepsakes, 
only.”

She speaks for Ziegler because 
his hearing “doesn’t get along at 
all with a telephone or anybody 
talking on it.”

With a strong conviction that it 
is important for even the most be­
draggled tatterdemalion to own a 
sharp knife, she puts all she’is got 
into telling the story of Brother 
¡Bill’s product. And as all artists 
are wont to do (the great Paderew­
ski always, soaked his hands in hot 
water half an hour before his pi­
ano concert), Ziegler has kept his 
own tricks of the trade. He believ­
es in hewing an edge on the raw 
steel at a slow pace in order to 
eliminate friction heat that would 
destroy the temper of the metal.

“ Something else that goes into 
any product that always' has some­
thing to do with the way it turns 
out is the character of the one 
who is making that product,” Mary 
philosophized. “My brother goes 
to the Baptist Church and is dedi­
cated to doing whatever he’s doing 
— doing it right. He’s head stfomg, 
too, and nobody’s going to change 
¡his mind about doing right. For 
instance, he likes steak twice a 
day and he gets steak twice a day.

“Also, he’s determined to wash 
his own dishes, so soon as he’s 
¡finished hits meal, he gets up with 
his dishes and takes them to the 
sink, knowing that I’d do it if he’d 
let me,”  she continued.

She described a painstaking trip 
they had just made in search of 
abandoned saw blades which Zieg­
ler prefers for his raw material. 
“We came back with another good 
supply,” she said. ‘So you tell any­
body who wants a special knife to 
drop by 6917 Latta, dose to Mes­
quite, and Biil’l fix ’em up, even 
if it does take him a few days to 
get to it. After all, he’s got a gar-

Postal Improvement 
Program Slated To 
Begin Here Saturday

The U. S. Postal Service first- 
class mail service improvement 
program will go into effect at ¡the 
Silverton Post Office on October 
11, Postmaster Fred Strange said 
today.

Under the program, first-class 
mail will receive service that is 
equal to or better than airmail.

The major, new service step 
will extend to all first-class mail 
weighing 13 ounces or less. “In 
practical terms, what this service 
improvement means is that domes­
tic first-class postage now will pur 
chase the level of service that 
previously only airmail could buy,” 
said Postmaster Strange.

“Under the new program, there 
will no longer be an advantage in 
purchasing airmail postage for 
domestic delivery,” he said.

Priority mail (now starting at 
weight in excess of 13 ounces), 
which includes air parcel service, 
and international airmail are un- 
affeotM by the improvement pro­
gram and continue in their pre 
sent form, the postmaster said.

“Airmail stamps will be sold for 
use on priority and international 
airmail. They can also be used in 
various combinations with other 
stamps for first-class mail,” he 
said.

Customers can exchange airmail 
stamps, and stamped envelopes 
and cards at full postage value 
for ordinary stamps, stamped en­
velopes and cards. Stationery 
bearing airmail indicia will be 
allowed to be mailed at the first- 
class rate.

CORRIDOR (LOCATION) AND 

DESIGN (COMBINED HEARING)
The State Department of High­

ways and Public Transportation is 
planning the improvement of a 
9.1-mile section of State Highway 
86, extending from the Swisher 
County Line to the West City Lim­
it Of Silverton, in Briscoe County.

The proposed project consists of 
widening, reconditioning, and re­
surfacing the existing 22-foot 
pavement to provide two 12-foot 
travel lanes, with 10-foot paved 
shoulders.

The proposed improvements will

follow the same alignment as the 
existing highway, except that the 
centerline of the pavement will 
be moved 12 feet north. A mini­
mum of 100 feet of right of way 
will be required from the West 
City Limit of Silverton, West 1.174 
feeit; and a minimum of 137 feet 
will be required for the remainder 
of the project. The additional 
right of way will not involve any 
displacees, or relocations.
