But I began thinking about 
waxed paper and how scarce it 
is now.

Exactly w hat year did bread 
begin to come in plastic sacks?
I rem em ber being still at home. 
My grandm other Jeffus would 
fuss and fuss because h er a r ­
thritic fingers had trouble w ith 
the little, flat plastic clips. The 
twist ties made her much, much 
happier. O f course, the plastic 
bags gave her something else 
to save, along w ith plastic m ar­
garine  tubs, ru b b e r bands, 
string bows and ribbons from 
gifts and flower arrangem ents!

Before the bags bread came 
in w axed p ap er w rappers that 
m ade it im possible to keep 
bread moist, once th a t pack­
age wax open the bread  was 
going to dry  out...hence bread 
boxes, also an  endangered spe­
cies these days.

But it w asn 't only bread that 
came that way, snack cakes, 
fried pies, boxes of tea bags, 
m any  th in g s  a p p e a re d  
w rapped in the waxy paper 
tha t was heat sealed shut.

C racker Jacks, cough drop 
boxes, candy bars and more 
were sealed fo r freshness.

Now, m ylar type packaging 
seals that freshness in a whole 
lot better, it is more challeng­
ing to get into though, isn 't it?

S tran g e ly , c ra c k e rs  still 
come in individual waxed p a­
per packs inside a plain ca rd ­
board box. An occasional fried 
pie still is bundled up in waxed 
paper, but o ther than that there 
a re  very few evidences of the 
once-prevalent paper.

W axed paper, in it’s fam il­
ia r blue colored box, can still 
be p u rchased  at a grocery 
store, bu t plastic w rap an d  alu­
m inum  foil long ago took it's 
place for routine covering of 
flmd items.

It's seldom used now except 
for special cooking projects. 
Growing up, there was always 
a roll in the kitchen. Now there
never is.

Do I m ourn the loss of waxed 
paper? No, I don 't. I like plas­
tic bread sacks, m ylar candy 
b ar w rappers and the various 
o th er th ings th a t have im ­
proved the shelf life o f food 
products. But, I did spare it a 
few mom ents th o u g h t. I'll bet 
you can th ink of o ther packag­
ing th a t has faded away with 
time....glass milk bottles, per­
haps?

Seventy-Two years 
of service for the Lord

The Talco Church of Christ hosted 
Lectureship services last week and 
among the guest speakers was Perry 
Cotham who spoke on Sunday night.

Mr. Cotham was bom January 5, 
1912 in Murray, Kentucky and grew 
up on a farm. He began his preaching 
career in 1929 after being encour­
aged by an older cousin. He preached 
in his home area until 1934 when he 
earned a degree from Murray State 
University. Mr. Cotham was proud to 
say that a number of his childhood 
friends had also made preachers.

He moved to Shawnee, Oklahoma 
and on June 25, 1936 where he 
married Teresa Overby, a daughter 
of a preacher. In 1946 the couple 
moved to Paris, Tx. to work with the 
Lamar Avenue Church of Christ. 
They spent 6 years in service there. 
The couple had 2 serns and 1 daughter 
who gave them 5 grandchildren and 4 
great grandchildren.

In 1972, Bro. Cotham directed full 
time effort to world evangelism. He 
has preached in all 50 states. Canada 
and all the continents except Antarc­
tica, where by the way he has no plan 
to go. He has preached on most of the 
islands of the West Indies and in over 
70 different nations.

When asked what are the largest 
changes he has seen over his years of 
preaching he said, "People’s moral 
attitude has changed and the great 
change in home life". Bro. Cotham 
has taught in a preacher training 
school in Australia and currently 
teaches during the winter quarter at 
the Brow n Trail School of Preaching 
in Ft. Worth, Texas. He has written 
16 religious booklets and engaged in 
public religious debates, 3 of which 
are in print. Many of his writings 
have been translated into numerous 
languages.

Bro. Cotham has recently returned 
from a mission trip that took him to 
visit India, Nepal, Singapore, Malay­
sia and Thailand. In summary of the

trip he reported a total of 15,135 
Bibles; 6()0 New Testaments; 3(H) 
portions of Scripture and 219 tribal 
song books bought and a total of 
1,174 baptisms were performed in 
India. Three more baptisms were per­
formed after the close in Singapore 
and eleven were baptized in Kakinda 
the following Sunday.

Although Bro. Cotham has no plans 
at this time for traveling overseas he 
does have many gospel meetings 
planned for the United St;«es. He 
Jokingly said if he had any leisure 
time he’djust write more. When asked 
why he has not retired, after a gtnrd 
chuckle, he said, " I love preaching 
just ttx) much and will do it as long as 
I am able to do so". A fond chi Idhtwd 
memory of Bro. Cotham's was going 
to church during and ice and snow 
storm. He remembers some neigh­
bors coming by with a horse and 
buggy pulling a sled behind. His folks 
got in the buggy and he and the neigh­
bors child got to ride in a box on the 
sled. What fun he remembers that 
ride to be. (As usual, children don't 
remember thecold like adults do, just 
the fun.)

Bro. Cotham considers Asia as a 
field of great opportunity today. He 
has bought thousands of Bibles for 
work in that area in native languages. 
There have been some 5,(KK) conver­
sions during his visits to Asia thus far 
and he hopes to see Grxl's work con­
tinue there.

Bro. Cotham recently celebrated 
his 89th birthday and has given of 
himself in the Lord's work 71 and 
working on 72 of those years. He has 
seen many changes in America and 
the entire world both for the goixl and 
bad but he will continue to work for 
the Lord as long as he is allowed.

The T alco Church o f Christ is hon­
ored to have had Bro. Cotham speak 
and will work to help spread his mes­
sage from the word of God.
